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The Mesa Oil and Gas company 
has spudded in its well No. 1 and 
drilling is progressing nicely. 
Some little difficulty was exper­
ienced in getting delivery on its 
fuel oil shipment by reason of the 
congested condition o f the rail­
roads. This condition was taken 
advantage o f to perfect other 
permanent arrangements for tak­
ing care o f the company's em­
ployes. Houses were erected for 
mess hall and sleeping apart­
ments. Water pipes were laid 
to furnish water for the boiler 
and water was also piped to the 
cook house. An electric lighting 
plant has been put in the derrick 
and all buildings are 6ow fur­
nished with electric lights.

The oil situation has been over­
come and drilling has commenced 
and will be prosecuted night and 
day until the hole has been com­
pleted. The big well is under 
the direct supervision o f “ Dad" 
Chapman, a veteran oil man and 
driller o f years o f experience. 
The company is equipped with 
every tool that could possible 
come into use in connection with 
the drilling game and the entire 
equipment is pronounced as be­
ing the best for the purpose that 
can be found in any market, in 
fact, one oil man who visited the 
location, stated that there was 
but one more as good in the 
state, and he had seen them all.

As to the prospects o f getting 
oil or gas, there has not been a 
geologist or oil man at the loca­
tion but who has expressed him­
self as being confident that the 
undertoking will result in a dk- 
covery of either oil or gas in pay­
ing quantities. It is looked up­
on as being one of the safest bets 
in the state by those who - should 
know.

Homer Martin, realizing that 
the Mesa project was one that 
would awaken intense interest 
and that the location would at­
tract great c owds of visitors, 
has leased the cook house and 
equipment and entered iqto a 
contract to feed the employes, at 
the same time he will serve meals 
to visitors at 75 cents per meal. 
He is an e xcellent chef and Serves 
a dinr er that is worth the money.

With two oil wells in actual 
operation it may now be said that 
the e x c ita t io n  o f Roosevelt 
county fields is now under way 
and that it will be but a matter 
of months, or may be weeks, un­
til the big thing will break loose 
and oil activities become the ab­
sorbing topic of the day.

From the Seventh grade up the 
school was dismissed the middle 
of the week for the purpose of 
permitting the pupils to assist in 
gathering the sweet potato crop 
that threatened to be lost on ac­
count of no help to gather the 
ci op. There were enough sweet 
potatoes raised in the Portales 
Valley this year to supply several 
sta'cs the size of N<*v Mexico. 
Two additional storage houses 
have been erected and it is stated 
that they, in connection with the 
one already up. would hold about 
one-third o f the crop. So far the 
largest yield has been about one 
hundred and thirty-five bushels 
per acre.

CILERY COMBINATIONS.
aasOTMsw

Celery Is said to be especially good 
for sufferers from nervousness and 

rheumatism. It Is a veg­
etable found In the mar­
ket all the year and Is 
usually reasonable In 
price. It Is especially 
good *as a salad vege­
table and combines with 
all vegetables and fruits 
because of lts~ nutty 
flavor. Served aa a 
fresh, crisp relish It Is 

perhaps at Its best Curled by cut­
ting small stalka In two-inch lengths 
and fringing the ends It makes a most 
attractive garnish. Let the celery 
stand In cold water for a time and the 
fringes will curl. The ways of combin­
ing celery with other foods Is number­
less. The following are suggestive: 

Celery Sandwiches.— Take half a 
capful of white, crisp and tender cel­
ery, cut very fine; add one-fourth of a 
cupful of minced nuts—pecans are 
best—one and one-half tablespoonfuls 
of mayonnaise dressing; salt and 
cayenne to taste. Mix until well 
blended and use as sandwich filling on 
white buttered bread.

Celery Frlttsrs^-Barboll the celery 
until nearly cooked; after cutting Into 
three-inch pieces season with salt and 
pepper and dip In fritter batter. Fry 
In deep fat and drain on brown paper.

Creamed Celery In a Cheese Shell.— 
Use the shell of a pineapple or Edam 
cheese for a receptacle. Cook the 
celery until tender; add It to a rich 
cream sauce with a cupful of parboiled 
oysters. Pour Into the shell, cover with 
buttered crumbs and bake until the 
crumbs are brown. Do not have the 
oven too hot or the cheese will melt 
or burn and the beauty of the dish will 
be spoiled.

Celery and Grapefruit Salad.—Taka 
three sections of grapefruit with tbs 
membrane removed; arrange in s nest 
of bead lettucs with nicely shredded 
celery and a few shredded almonds 
that have been blaifched. Put a ball 
of mayonnaise In tbe center and serve 
well chilled. *

Scrambled Eggs With Cslsry.—Melt 
one tablespoonful of butter, add four 
tablespoonfuls of chopped celery ; cook 
slowly for 15 minutes; add four eggs, 
s half cupful of milk, stir until set. 
season with salt, pepper and butter 
and serve at once.

Celery parboiled and used as an 
recall oped dish with white sauce and 
cheese Is a dish good enough to serve 
more frequently.

May Is the spawning season for 
oysters and In June. July and August 

they are never as 
good, lacking fla­
vor, which Is na­
ture's way of pro­
tecting her own. 
Of the ways of 
cooking and serv­
ing oysters there 

T  Is no end. For n 
light supper, served from the chafing 
dish, they seem especially adapted.

Royal Stew.— Place the oysters In 
the chafing dish with enough of tha 
liquor to float them In the pan. Chop 
a head of celery. Add a heaping table­
spoonful of chopped red pepper. As 
the liquid in the pan Is heating, add 
two tablespoonfuls of butter, salt and 
pepper to season, and when thorough­
ly hot fill the pan with sweet milk. 
Add the celery and pepper and when 
boiling hot and well blended add a 
spoonful of currant jelly and serva at 
once.

Oyster Toddle.— Dice one-quarter of 
a pound of salt pork and cook slowly 
until well tried out. Add one pint of 
sliced raw potatoes, cover and cook 
In the fat until tender. Pour In a 
pint of hot milk, thicken with a table- 
spoonful each of butter and flour 
cooked together. Add a pint of 
oystera and when the edges curl, sea­
son and serve at once.

Creols Oysters.—Melt two table- 
spoonfuls of butter, add a slice of 
onion minced, and cook until a pale 
yellow. Add a teaspoonful of flour 
and a cupful of tomato. When well 
cooked add a pint of drained oysters 
and cook until the edges curl. Add a 
drop of tabasco sauce, one-half tea- 
spoonful of salt, one tableapoonful of 
chopped parsley and serve on toast

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WORKING THE SCHOOLS 
The governor o f the state of 

New Mexico has issued a procla­
mation designating a day as 
Americanization day, on which 
occasion every public school in 
the state is ordered to devote its 
time to the eulogization of Theo 
dore Roosevelt, a sort o f hero 
worship or Hoodoo performance. 
This attempt to force upon the 
people o f the state a proceeding 
o f this character, camouflaged 
under a patriotic name, is un- 
American and un-Democratic, 
patterned after the forced wor­
ship in foreign countries of mon- 
archs who rule by force of arms 
and alleged divine right. There 
is nothing in the career of Roose 
velt that could recommend him 
to the American people as espe­
cially distinguished or that would 
be calculated to put his name 
above all others as an American. 
Certainly it cannot be said that 
the manner of the acquisition of 
the territory for the Panama 
canal was such that he should be 
glorified as a deity unto himself. 
Roosevelt was a great windjam 
mer in his time, was of a disposi­
tion that mace him particularly 
well disposed to flattery, was the 
prince of egotist?, but otherwise, 
a very ordinary individual, per­
haps no better or no worse than 
the average politician, and this 
New Mexico proposition o f hold 
ing him up to the school children 
of the state as a little tin je^us 
ell h-s ow n is one that should not 
be countenanced nor participated 
in bo the schools, and directors 
should see to it that no attention 
is paid to the proclamation of the 
governor.

MORE ABOUT JAPS 
Scarcely a day goes by without 

the Journal receiving, either by 
letter, or printed clipping from 
pome newspaper, protests against 
the Japanese being permitted to 
colonize the Portales Valley. 
Also there are other portions o f 
the state that are threated.d with 
the same calamity. Especially 
ar° 4 he papers of Los Angeles 
bi ter against all Asiatics and the 
Japs in particular, and the,warn­
ings sounded to other parts of the 
country by these publications 
should be taken by our people in 
all seriousness. A t Bakprsfield. 
California, resolutions adopted by 
monster mass meetings have en­
dorsed the anti-Japanese program 
and demanded the cancellation of 
the Lansing.-Ishii agreement. The 
congress o f mothers has met and 
grafted strong petitions to the

governor for protection against 
the importation o f Japanese 
women. This was a statewide 
movement o f the organizations 
o f mothers and parent teachers 
associations. These protests and 
resolutions come direct from 
those localities where Japanese 
have already secured a foothold 
and, apparently, the communi­
ties affected are unanimous in 
their demands that some relief 
from them be furnished, I f  
those places where these unde­
sirables have colonized are pro­
testing against them, why should 
the Portales Valley be willing to 
furnish an asylum for them? 
Have we come to that point where 
we are willing for other states to 
dump their scum into our midst 
for the sole consideration of a 
few people who want to dispose 
o f their lands? The time to aid 
is before scheme has been accom­
plished, anp that time is when 
the next attempt is made. Par­
ties bringing representatives of 
Jap colonies should be warned to 
stay away from this valley, and 
in the event that the warning is 
not heeded, measures should be 
taken to make those warnings 
effective. Keep out the Japs, 
peaceably if possible, but keep 
them out.

GIVES COST OF GREAT WAR

Informs Them of Lives and Treasure 
Poured Out to 8ave 

Civilization.

(By ML Clemens News Bureau)
Aboard President Wilson's Special 

train—Carrying bis war against those 
who oppose the adoption by the Uni­
ted States of the peace treaty and the 
covenant of the League of Nations In­
to Iheir households, President Wilson 
labt week invaded California.

And there, where the question on 
which leaguo opponents have ham­
mered the hardest, that of Shan Tung—» 
is of most interest, the presided found 
the same enthusiasm among the peo­
ple for peace and for Insurance 
against future wars. The people want 
the long controversy ended. They 
want this country to be able to again 
turn its undivided attention to social, 
economic and industrial development 
Their leaders may not feel this way, 
but Judging from the expressions 
which met the president on every side. 
The leaders have overstepped the 
limits of the peoples patience In their 
stubborn determination to force a  
change in the great document

Must Take This League.

"We must take this League of Na­
tions,” said the president "for there 
is no way in which another can be 
obtained without compelling re con. 
pidermtlon by the power®. And It 
would sit very ill upon my stomach to 
take It back to Germany for considera­
tion.”

"All over the world people are look­
ing to us with confidence our rivals 
along with the weaker nations. I pray 
God that the gentlemen who are de­
laying this thing may presently see it 
In a different light”

Germany, the president declared, Is 
taking new courage from our delay in 
ratifying the treaty and her news­
papers and public men were again be­
coming arrogantly out-spoken.

Deeply impressive were the figures 
of the cost of the late war, in lives 
and dollars. It was the first time that 
the official statistics have been made 
public and the tremendous total* 
shocked the president’s audiences,

8howa Coat of World War.

"The war," said President Wilson, 
cost Great Britain and and her Do­
mains (38,000,000,000; France $26,000,. 
000,000; the United States $22,000,- 
0C0.000; Russia $18,000,000,000; Italy 
$13,000,000,000 and a total. Including 
the expenditures of Japan, Belgium 
and other Bmall countries, of $123,000*-1 
000,000.

"It cost the Central Powers as fol­
lows: Germany $39,000,000,000; Aua- 
tria l lungary, $21,000,000,000; Turkey 
an l Bulgaria $3,000,000,000.

"The United States," the president 
said, "spent one million dollars an 
hour night and day for two years In 
Its strugglo to save civilization. All 
this, however, _ fades into insigni­
ficance when the deaths by 
battle are considered, declared 
tho president. Russia gave 1*.
700.000 men; Germany 1,600,000; 
France 1,380,000; Great Britain 900,- 
000; Italy 364,000; the United 8tates 
60.300. In all, nlrnost 7,600,000 men 
perished In the great struggle, or
1.600.000 more irfen than died in all of 
the wars of the previous 100 years.

Sftotrfd Remsmosr Recent Horror*.

"These are terrible fact*, and we 
ought never to forget them. We went 
Into this war to do a thing that was 
fundamental for the world and what 1 
have come out on this Journey for la 
to determine whether the country has 
forgotten or not I have found out 
The country has not forgotten and It 
will never permit any who stands 
in the way of the fulfillment of our 
great pledges, ever to forget the sor 
rowful day he made the attempt.**

Arbitration and discussion, the pre» 
Went pointed out, must replace fore* 
of arms in the settlement of world 
controversies. Constantly he dwells 
upon the fact that all the nations In 
the League agree to do one of two 
things, first to submit their differences 
to arbitration, In which case they 
agree to abide by the decision ren­
dered, or, If unwilling to arbitrate, to 
have their case discussed by the Coun­
cil of the League, in which case six 
months Is granted for discussion. 
Three months must elapse following 
the result of this last step In arbitra­
tion before the nation concerned can 
declare war.

Holds Out Hope For Ireland.

The president took advantage of 
questions propounded by the San Fran­
cisco Labor Council to give the Infer­
ence that he believes Ireland can bring 
her case before the League of Nations 
for settlement when tho League Is 
actually in existence.

Shan Tung, he declared, will be re­
turned to China. Japan, he said, had 
given her solemn pledge to that effect. 
And with the League of Nations In 
force, said the president, we can, If 
occasion arises, stand forth and say, 
"This shall be done."

Did the Aztecs Build This Ancient Wisconsin City?

L AKE MILLS, WIS.— On the banks of the Crawford river, three miles from 
Lake Mills, In Jefferson county, a Milwaukee museum exploring party la 

excavating the site of the ancient city of Altaian, whose history, origin and
people are one of the mysteries of this
continent.

Altaian was discovered In 1896 
and hastily surveyed by N. F. Hyer. 
He named the ancient city Altaian be­
cause, according to Humboldt, the Az- 
tecs had a tradition that their ances­
tors came from the north.

The remains of the city then were 
Inclosed In a wall of earth and grass 
clay bricks. The ridge or wall extend- 
ed around three sides of an Irregular 
parallelogram, the west side of the 

Crawford river forming the fourth side on the east. It Inclosed 18 acres. The 
ridge, when surveyed by Dr. I. A. Lapham In 1850, was 631 feet long at the 
north, 1,419 feet at the west end and 706 on the south. It was 22 feet wide 
and from one foot to five In height. It Is now reduced to about three feet.

It Is now generally accepted that the ancient works were used as a place 
for holding religious festivals, the pyramidal mounds within the Inclosing 
walls being the places of sacrifices. They are like the teocalll of Mexico.

Judging from Its iso late location. It Is supposed that the city was a sort 
of Mecca to which a periodical pilgrimage was prescribed by the religion 
of tlio8e ancient people.

First Airplanes Over the Continental Divide

DENVER.— Making the first airplane flight in history over the Continental 
divide In Colorado, three De Havlland planes of the four In the army flying 

circus, which Is exhibiting In western states In the Interest of air service 
recruiting, arrived In Denver from 
Glen wood Springs.

AH three left the mountain resort 
within five minutes of each other, the 
flrst Jumping off at noon. They arrived 
over Denver at 1 :20. Their average 
Hlgbt time was one hour and twenty 
minutes for the bee-line distance of 139 
mile*.

One of the planes was piloted by 
JLieut.

Were It aa easy and simple to aave 
hay when It rains aa It la to maka hay 
when e:d Sol has his blast furnaces 
working to capacity, hay producing and 
marketing problems would, to a car- 
tain extent he simplified. To put a 
gauge on the weather men and to reg­
ulate the amount of dew, rain and 
aunshlna served out during the hay­
making season, would be the hay farm­
er’s dream of Utopia. Although tha 
hay raiser cannot cash In on any such 
a vision, he can materially Improve 
his hay revenue by more careful mar­
ket preparation of his cash crop of 
forage. Uncle Sam wants to help 
every fanner to make the most of his 
surplus hay crop, and hence he has 
just published Farmers’ Bulletin 1049 
which la replete In helpful bints and 
practical suggestions on when, why, 
and how to bale hay and manage bal­
ing crews.

Hay la graded according to the way 
in which It la baled. Bales of uni­
form size and of neat, attractive ap­
pearance bring top prices, other con­
ditions being equal, while ragged, un­
sightly bales are penalised. In baling 
hay for market, various practices are 
In operation; some are followed un­
consciously in order to avoid extra 
work, while others are followed de­
liberately with Intent to deceive the 
buyer, which tends to lower the mar­
ket value of hay In the bale irre­
spective of Its actual quality.

The new department of agriculture 
publication describes tbe various types 
of hay presses, discusses their adapta­
bility and operation under different 
conditions, and gives detailed Informa­
tion concerning the management of bal­
ing crews. The question of owning a 
press or hiring the work of baling Is 
rather fully considered, as It Is be­
lieved that many hay growers who 
now hire custom balers would do well 
to give careful consideration to the ad­
vantages that may accrue from hav­
ing a press on the farm.

Types of Presses Discussed.
Presses are divided Into three 

classes, according to the manner In 
which the bale Is made— loose or box 
presses, perpetual or continuous 
presses, and round bale presses. Thess 
machines are operated either by horse­
power or by steam, gasoline or kero­
sene engines. The perpetual press, 
which Is the most popular type In all 
sections where hay la grown for mar­
ket. features continuous pressing; that 
Is, hay la fed Into the press, a fork­
ful at a time, and ths flnlshsd bale la 
discharged from the opposite end of 
the bale chamber without stopping tbe 
press. If ths bay la properly fed Into 
the press It will be easy to separata 
the bals Into as many portions for 
feeding aa there are numbers of 
charges In tbe bala, which varies from 
6 or 8 to 15 or 20. Tbs flrst box presses 
were operated by bend, but now they 
are run by horsepower or by engines. 
The box press always makes balsa hav­
ing the same or “even” length, a very 
valuable feature when loading curs.

Round Bale a New Kind.
One of the most recent types of 

presses makes a cylindrical bale, bound 
with binding twine and having an air 
space running lengthwise through Its 
center. This press was designed so 
that hay baled from tbe windrow 
would cure out after It was baled, tbe 
bole lo the center being Intended to 
allow air to circulate through tbe bale 

^ad  prevent heating. This bale la not 
as easily torn apart as the continu­
ously pressed bale. It being necessary 
to chop or spilt It lengthwise with an 
ax or other edged Implement When 
round bales are fed In open bunks or 
on the ground In the feed lot, they are 
not opened; the animal pulls out the 
hay by a mouthful at a time. It la 
claimed that this way of feeding tbe 
hay prevents waste.

One-horse, perpetual presses, made 
by reliable concerns, are capable of 
turnlna out tbe same kind of bales

m  are made by the regulation two- 
horse presses. They are designed for 
the firm er who has a small average 

w d  tbefr cun be especially rec­
ommended for the smell hey grower 
If he le In e section where Uttle hey 
la grown and where hey prosiea ere 
scarce and herd to hire. The only ob­
jection to this type of press la its 
small production a day. I f tha pros­
pective purchaser la In doubt as to 
which alse to buy. It would, probably 
be better In many Instances for him 
to buy the two-horse press. The one- 
horse press can be used to advantage 
If hay la baled from the stack or bairn 
at a time when there Is no urgent 
need to do other farm work.

The two-horse, fall-circle, or continu­
ous-travel, perpetual press Is the type 
of horse press most extensively used. 
In operating this machine the horses 
travel In a circle. In buying a press 
of this type tbe purchaser should pay 
especial attention to the power mech­
anism, the material used for Impor­
tant parts of the presa, size of the 
feed opening, plunger return device, 
self-feeding attachment, and conve­
nience In tying the bales and In set­
ting and moving the press.

The reversible lever type *of press 
la sometimes called the half-circle 
press, since the team travsls half a 
circle, turns around, and pulls the 
lever to the other side, a charge of hay 
being pressed for each half circle. This 
type Is easily portable and la always 
ready for work, since It la not necee- 
**ry to take off tbe wheels or lower 
them from the ground to the axle or 
to stake the front end of the press. 
It has a smaller hour capacity than 
the con tin nous-travel press and re­
quires a well-trained team to operate 
It to capacity.

Large Growers Use Power.
Large hay growers and shippers who 

buy and bale large quantities of hay 
generally use power presses. These 
are In common nae In sections where 
tbe usual practice la to bale hay from 
the windrow or the cock, such as the 
alfalfa and Johnson grass and pralrla 
hay sections of tha Sooth. They are 
sometimes used In preference to the 
two-horse type on alfalfa and Johnson 
grass hay farms, even where the hay 
acreage la comparatively small, say 
from 50 to 75 acres, for tbe reason that 
they will bale hay about twice as feat 
aa It could be done with a two-horse 
press, thereby greatly lessening the 
danger of injury to bay due to bad 
weather.

As power to drive hay presses, the 
steam engine, portable or self-pro­
pelling, has been almost entirely su­
perseded by the gasoline or kerosene 
engine. With a gas engine there Is no 
need for an engine and a water haul­
er. A few owners employ an engineer 
when doing custom baling with a fast- 
working crew, because be keeps the en- 
glno going and saves expensive low of 
time on the part of tha press crew. 
When the crew ia hired by tha ton the 
men are not paid for time lost on ac­
count of a break-down, and in such 
cases engineers are not often em­
ployed. Usually ona of the press 
crew looks after the engine when It re­
quires attention. On farms where 
tractors are need, if the tractor Is not 
needed for other essential work when It 
la time to bale hay, tha belt power 
preej should ordinarily be used, since 
It costs lew than the motor press, and 
since It would not be good boalnew to 
use a motor prew while a tractor 
stands Idle.

Thorough discussion la also given in 
this government publication to the Im­
portant featnrea of power presses, the 
difference between the light-duty and 
heavy-duty presses, the longevity at 
the press, as w d l as facta about the 
economic operation of these presses. 
The capacity of the prew depends, to 
a large extent, upon the skill of the 
crew operating It  The average power 
press should hsle from 20 to 80 tons 
In a 10-hour day.

It IS beginning to ha realized that 
concrete or special road brick aet in 
cement over a concrete foundation 
must be used for truck roads designed 
to carry heavy truck traffe. Any­
thing cheaper and lew  stable simply 
means bad roads and constant repairs.

For laterals or main roads In sparse­
ly settled countries where traffic la not 
heavy and when tha amount available 
for road construction Is not large, tar 
macadam highways are quits satisfac­
tory.
