Is antl-photographlc— 
that Is, It cannot be photographed, nor 
can counterfeiters In trying to get a 
facsimile of the notes remove It with 
alkalies. The secret of the Ingredi­
ents of the Ink Is of course carefully 
preserved.

BOYS AND GIRLS JOIN CLUBS
First Step In Organization Usually 

Is to Qst Support of Business
Men of Community.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment o f Agriculture.)

I ’oultry-breeedlrif associations are 
usually the outgrowth o f pioneer work 
in organising boys and girls into poul­
try dubs or o f repeated efforts to In­
terest producers in better poultry 
methods. In some instances, however, 
leaden in communities have expressed 
their desire to make an effort to es­
tablish for themselves a business or 
side line that will add to their In­
comes as individuals and likewise in­
crease the property o f the communi­
ty.

In such promising localities, the 
first step in organization usually Is 
to get the support of local business 
men. In small towns many business 
men own farms and consequently are 
Interested In agriculture, which In 
turn benefits the various lines of busi­
ness. At the same time their assist­
ance Is helpful in financing the asso­
ciation. In fact this Is frequently ac­
complished by Inducing the business 
men’s association to contribute a suit­
able fund for standard-bred stock 
which Is to be distributed among the 
farmers who Join the association. Co­
operation o f that kind Is usually ob­
tained easily if  the business men are 
shown the advantages o f the organiza­
tion and how the increased prosperity 
eventually will benefit them.

Another plan that has proved to be 
satisfactory in Overton county. Tenn., 
Is direct financial assistance from the 
banks. In this case the banks ad­
vanced $1,000 to be Invested In breed­
ing pens through the co-operation of 
the poultry club agent and the county 
agricultural agent. Each pen consist­
ed of ten hens or pullets and a male 
.bird which cost on an average $2.50 a 
bird. The pens were placed with club 
members in the various communities. 
Each person who received a pen guar­
anteed to return, after the first year, 
20 fowls in payment for the original 
ten hens or pullets furnished him. 
Those 20 standihl-bred fowls, together 
with two selected male birds, were di­
vided into two pens and the next year1

A good way to extract It la to grease 
the neok of the bottle with vaseline, 
then hold the bottle under cold water.

When the bottle Is as cold as pos­
sible spear the cork with a hat pin, 
or even ahake It until It blocks the 
neck of the bottle and sets straight 
with the neck. Then gradually heat 
the bottle or pour hot water over It 
and the expanding air will generally 
force the cork out with a slight pop.

GOOD THINGS FOR THE FAMILY 
TABLE.

When a dish Is both good and eco­
nomical It Is bound to be popular, 

Llvar Pie.— Cut calves' 
liver Into strips using 
one pound, parboil flvt 
minutes In boiling watet 
to cover, drain and roll 
In flour. Fry . two slice? 
of bacon until orlsp. re­
move and cook the llvet 
In the fat until brown 

Carefully arrange the liver in e 
casserole, add two cupfuls of boiling 
water and stir until well blended. Cul 
the bacon Into small strips and ln> 
over the liver. Put five medium-sized 
potatoes and one small onion through 
the mont chopper and mix with three 
tablespoonfuls of salt. Spread thli 
over the liver, pouring the water and 
fat over It. Cover and hake In a hot 
oven until the liver and potato Rre 
well cooked.

Bran Gems.— Mix together one cup­
ful of flour, two cupfuls of bran, two 
teaspoonfuls o f baking powder, then 
add two tahlespoonfuls of shortening, 
two tnhlespoonfuls of sugar, or molas­
ses. one teaspoonfnl o f salt, one and 
one-half cupfuls o f milk and a half 
cupful of chopped raisins. Place In 
greased gem pans and hake In a 
moderately hot oven for twenty min 
utes.

Vegetable Chowder.— Take two cup­
fuls of corn, six medium sized pota­
toes. one onion, one green pepper and 
two tomatoes, put through the meat 
chopper. Brown one fonrth of a cupful 
of sausage, add a tahlespoonful of 
flour, then the vegetables, and a tea- 
spoonful of salt, cayenne to taste. Add 
boiling water to barely Cover and 
"simmer gently for one hour. Add one 
cupful of milk and simmer until It It 
absorbed.

Marshmallow 8aucs,— This sauce 
may be used on any baked pudding 
like cottage pudding, but Is nlca 
with steamed cake. Mix one cupful of 
dark brown sugar with -three table- 
spoonfula o f flour, add one and one- 
half cupfuls of boiling water, and cook 
until smooth; add two tahlespoonfuls 
of butter, or less, and twelve marsh­
mallows cut In quarters. Serve hot
