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Death of George Williamson
Tuesday of this week the people
of Portales and surrounding coun-
try were shocked by the  intelli-
gence conveyed by telegraph
from Mineral Wells, Texas, that
George M. Williamson had died
on mionday, March the 8th, at
that place. The intelligence fell
upon the commuity like a bolt
from the clear sky and furnished
the sole topic of conversation for
many hours thereafter. The re-
mains were shipped to Portales,
arriving Wednesday wmorning.
Services were held at the Metho-
dist-church Wednesday with full
Masonic honors.

Mr. Williamson was one of the
pioneers of Roosevelt county, com-
ing” to this country before we-~
were cut off from Chaves county,
He was a native of Texas and
has been a cow man since early
boyhood. Some ten or twelve
years ago he sold out his cow
ranch west of town and bought
the controlling interest in the
Portales Bank and Trust company
of which he was president to the
time of its absorption by the First
National bank through the pur-
chase of the latter institution by
)iim something over a year ago.
To say that he was among our
formost citizens leaves the story
but partly told; He was progoes-
sive in all things, a town builder
and a staunch supporter of those
things that tend to put a com-
munity on a better plane, a surer
basis. Like all the old time cow
men he was liberal to a fault,
His was always the first pocket-
Hbook tobe opemed when help was
needed, and he never looked for
the smallest piece of silver on
those occasions.

In the death of Mr. William-
son the community loses one of
its most progresesive and highly
respected citizens, a loss that is
irreparable.

Crossing Is Prevented by Keeping
Male of One Breed One Year and
Another the Next.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
. ment of Agriculture.)
While keeping two distinct breeds

of poultry in one yard without mix-

be accomplished easily and with satis-
factory results, as shown by the ac-
count of an experience just received
from a New England poultry ralser.
One of the kinds kept is a so-called
¢gg breed, the other being a general-
purpose varlety of poultry. The
method of preventing crossing is as
follows :

One year, roosters of the egg-laying
breed are retained and used for breed-
ing, no other males being kept. The

tollowing year roosters of only the
general-purpose stock are kept. The |
difference in the color of eggs of the |
two breeds selected Is so great that
hatching eggs have always been select-
ed with a certainty as to the breed
laylng them. The plan necessitates in-
troducing new males, but the advan-
tages of keeping the blood lines of two
breeds separate outweigh the slight
cost of purchasing the males. The de-
partment of agriculture points out that
when this method is followed e¢n two
neighboring farms an exchange of
roosters might readily be arranged.

BEASONABLE DISHES.

At this season of the year a salad
Is just as acceptable as at any other
time of the year. The
following will be found
a little out of the ordl-
nary:

Italian Salad. — Cut
one carrot and one tur-
nip Into slices and let
cook In boiling broth or
soup until done. When
cold, add two cold, bolled
potatoes and one cooked
beet, cut in strips. Add
a tablespoonful of chopped or scraped
onlon pulp, and mix. Pour over the

following sauce and garnish with wa-
ter cress:

Lombarda Sauce.—Cook one-fourth
cupful of flour in one-fourth cupful of
hot butter; add half a teaspoonful of
salt, one-fourth teaspoonful of papriks,
and one cupful of jellied chicken broth;
stir until boiling hot. Set over boll-
Ing water, and beat in one-fourth of a
cupful of butter, beaten to a cream
with two egg yolks and the julce of
half a lemon. As soon as the egg s
cooked, beat in three-fourths of a cup-
ful of thick tomato sauce. When cold
and ready to use, add one teaspoonful
of parsley, chopped very fine.

Hot Apple Dessert.—Pare, quarter,
core and slice five or six apples. Put
these in a serving dish suitable for the
oven, In layers, with seeded raisins and
one cupful of sugar; cover and bake
until the apple is tender. Remove the
cover and set marshmallows over the

top of the npples; return the dish to
the oven for the browning of the
marshmallows. Serve hot, with or

without cream.

Fresh Fish Salad.—Flake taked or
boiled fish while hot. For a pint of
fish, cut six_ ollves very thin length-
wise; to them add a tablespoonful of
tapers, a teaspoonful of onion pulp,
half a teaspoonful of salt, a table
spoonful of lemon juice and two table-
spoonfuls of olive oil. Mix, then pour
over the filsh; mix with two forks, to
avold crushing; let stand In a cool
place until ready to serve. Serve on
lettuce leaves with mayonnaise In a
bowl. Garnish with pickled beets.

ROAD WORK IS FACILITATED

Effect of Amendments Passed Last
February Is Shown In Report
of 8Secretary Houston,

Amendments to the federal ald road
act passed last February have greatly
facllitated the work of putting the
country on a good roads basis, in the
opinion of David F. Houston, secrctary
of agriculture. These amendments, In
brief, increase from $10,000 ‘o $20,000
per mile the amount of federal funds
that may be expended by one road and
considerably broaden the definition of
what constitutes a rural post road. The
act as It now stands, says Secretary
Houston in his acnual report, places
only three llmitations on the type of
road which may be built, as fol-
lows:

“That the roads shall be ‘substan-
tial in character.’ This means that the
road must be so constructed that it
will carry the prospective traffic with
such maintenance expenses that the
total annual charges will represent a
reasonable expenditure for the public
service rendered by the highway. 1t Is
to the Interest of the states that the
roads on which federal funds are used
be substantially constructed, because
the law requires them, or thelr civil
subdivisions, as a prerequisite to re-
celving further funds, to maintain
properly all reads bullt with federal
ald. There is nothing In the law which
restricts types of construction between
narrower limits than those established
by sound finance and good engineering
practice.
