Oil Leases Good
The state land commissioner of 

New Mexico has the right to 
make oil leases for a period of 
five years without advertisement 
a d public sale, holds Judge S.G. 
Bratton in a decision just filed in 
the Fifth judicial district.

Judge Bratton,* who heard the 
case of Neal vs. Barker involving 
the validity of the state leases 
for oil and gas, has decided the 
case in favor of the contestee, tho 
synopsis of the opinion being:

1. That the status of the land 
under the grants of 1898 and 1910 
are practically the same and any 
limitation? upon one will be good 
upon the other.

2. That congress had a right 
to make limitations relative tO 
the disposal of lands granted to 
a state by it.

3. That congress has granted 
to the state of New Mexico only 
nonmineral lands and expressly 
declared them to be non-mineral: 
and the clear listing bv the se­
er clary of i«e interior of the 
lands as non-mineral; fixed the 
status of the lands, insofar as the 
United States is concerned, as 
non-mineral land; and, that there­
fore, the provision of the enabling 
act relative to the status of state 
lands before leasing, does not ap­
ply to leases for oil and gas pur­
poses.

4. That even had congress iu- 
tended that the provision for ad­
vertising leases to apply to oi 
and gas leases, that she leases 
made by the state land commis­
sioner for a period of five years 
are good for such period.
a The decision in substance up 
holds the state land commlssione - 
and the position he has taken 
heretofore with respect to oil and 
gas leases issued by him.

This decision will materinlly 
affect the development through 
out the state of New Mexico, a^ 
there has been some question 
raised, especiall by people living 
outside of the state relative to 
the validity of state leases and 
there has been cougiderabie pro­
paganda to the effect that the 
leases were not valid.

Tie effect of the third point 
decided by Judge Brattoe would 
seem to be that the only limitation 
upon the land commissioner in 
making oil and gas leases is the 
limitation by the state statute, 
and that leases for five years and 
so long thereafter, so long as oil 
and gas is found, will be good for 
the length of time that it is pro­
duced in commercial quantities.

Saves Wife From a Pauper’s  Grave; Faces Prison
. ■ ■ —... a f

BANGOR, MK.—To save bis wife from s pauper's grave and get food and 
medicine for his six children, Herbert 8herwood, postmaster of the little 

village of Bancroft, far up In the northern Maine wilderness, took money
from the government funds, then con­
fessed his fault to a -post office In­
spector, was arrested and brought to 
Bangor, and In default of $1,000 ball 
was sent to Jail to await trial In the 
United States district court.

Bancroft's post office used to pay 
$11 a month. Since last spring It has 
paid $13 a month. This, with what 
little the postmaster could coax from 
the grudging soil, constituted the 
income of the family. Yet the Sher­
woods were happy In their little home 

until ihe Influenza epidemic swept Maine last year and the wife and mother 
fell 111. Then one by one, four of the six children fell 111 with Influenza.

The wife and mother died. Up to this time the bills had been paid. 
Now nil Sherwood’s resources were exhausted.

There was money In the post office safe. He saw no way out except 
to borrow of the United States government. With anything like decent luck 
he could put It back before the next accounting time. He took enough to pny 
for a decent burial for his wife, then a little more for medicine for the four 
sick children nnd a few visits from the doctor.

But the postmaster’s luck In the following months was far from decent. 
Ills crops were almost nothing, his cow died. He struggled bravely along 
with his sixteen-year-old daughter, eldest of the children, as his only helper 
and comforter, and possibly might have pulled through If'hls own health had 
not failed.

He wrote to the post office Inspector tliat he had taken $550 of govern­
ment money.

The Splkers came promptly to her rescue. I’erley Spiker gave the facts 
to the Immigration officials. Mrs. Spiker offered bond. The Battersbys 
swore she was n respectable girl of good family and offered her a home. 
Guy S. Spiker, a younger brother of Berley, offered to marry the girl and 
adopt the boy. The department of labor ordered mother and child admitted 
for three months and placed In the care of the Battersbys.

At Fall River Guy Spiker took out a marrlnge license. The wedding 
took place five days later.

Laying a Carpet
In laying a carpet tn a room where 

there la a fireplace, tbe section cover­
ing the fireplace or hearth ahonld be 
cat down Its center by the sheers, and 
then the carpet ahonld be cut toward 
ttia sides. ao aa to form two flapa, 
which ahonld ha turned under.
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SEASONABLE SALADS.

A most pleasing salad combination 
la the following: Arrange leaves of

lettuce on a salad 
plate, then place 
ripe pears cut Id 
eighths. After 
peeling and cor­
ing. add a table­
spoonful or less 
of finely shredded 
celery, two dates 

cut In quurters, and one small banana 
sliced. Cover with a dressing, using 
three teaspoonfuls of boiled dressing 
and half a cupful of whipped cream. 
Add more seasoning If need, especially 
salt, and >out the dressing over the 
salad Juat as It goes to the table. 
Mayonnaise may be used with cream 
in the same proportion.

Japanese 8alad.—Cook one cupful of 
rice in boiling water until tender. Add 
one small chopped onion, a teaspoon- 
ful of salt, a few dashes of cayenne 
pepper. Serve garnished with sar­
dines and sweet red pepper cut In 
•trips.

D a te  and Nut 8alad.—Prepare dates 
cut In eighths and arrange them on let­
tuce with walnut meats. Serve with 
French dressing. Stewed prunes may 
be used in place of the dates and are 
equally as dainty.

8hredded Cabbage With Cream.— 
Shred a firm head of cabbage, or If 
large, a portion of the head. Sprinkle 
with salt after letting the finely shred­
ded cabbage become crisp in cold 
water. Add a dash of cayenne and the 
salt nfter draining very dry, two table­
spoonfuls of sugar and two tnblespoon- 
fuls of vlnegnr with half a cupful of 
thick sweet cream. Sour cream may 
be used with a very little vinegar.

Orange and Water Crete Salad — 
To serve with duck, there Is no more 
appetizing salad than this: Arrange 
a nice bed of well-washed water cress 
on salad plate, place overlapping slices 
of orange which has been carefully 
peeled. 8erve with a highly seasoned 
French dressing.

Tomato 8alad.—Cut small peeled to­
matoes In halves or large ones In 
thick slices. On each slice or half, 
heap a teaspoonful each of chopped 
onion, celery and cucumber and top 
with a spoonful of thick mayonnaise. 
Dash over the dressing a sprinkling of 
paprika just before serving.

FOOD FOR TH E FAMILY.

In these days of high-priced eggs 
the following cake will be most hap­

pily received:
T g g le ss  C hoco­

la te  C ak e .—Grate 
two squares of 
chocolate a n d  
melt It Id half 
cupful of milk; In 
another half cup­
ful of milk dis­

solve one teaspoonful of soda. Mix 
together one cupful of sugar and a 
tablespoonful of softened shortening; 
add a teaspoonful of vanilla and one- 
third of a teaspoonful of salt, mix all 
together and add cupfuls of flour, 
then beat In the hot milk In which 
the chocolate has been dissolved and 
bake In a loaf pan fifty minutes In a 
moderate oven.

Mapl* Rolls.—Make a baking powder 
biscuit mixture as usual; roll In an 
oblong one-half Inch thick. Brush 
with melted butter and Rpread with 
maple sugar grated. Dampen tho 
outer edges and roll up firmly. Cut 
in sllcea one-hnlf Inch thick, place In n 
well-greased pan and bake In a hot 
oven twenty to twenty-five minutes. 
Chopped nuts may be added with the 
sugar If desired.

Graham Griddle Cakes.—Take two 
cupful* of Graham flour, half a cupful 
of white flour, two tahlespoonfuls of 
corn meal, two teaspoonfuls of sugar, 
three-fourths of a teaspoonful of soda, 
one teaspoonful of cream of tartar, 
one-half teaspoonful of salt, half a 
teaspoonful of melted fat and 2̂ 4 cup­
fuls of milk. Mix the dry Ingredient* 
then stir In the melted fat and the 
milk. Beat well and fry on a hot 
griddle.

Raisin Gruel.—Take a dozen large, 
choice raisins, seed them and place In 
a double boiler with a pint of boiling 
water nnd cook for an hour. 8traln the 
water and return It to the boiler, 
thicken with a teaspoonful of corn­
starch mixed In a tablespoonful of 
cold milk, stir while adding and cook 
ten minutes. Add salt and sugar- 
When cool add a half cupful of milk 
and serve.

Judge John T. McClure of the 
district court, before whom Ed­
mondson was tried, and District 
Attorney Robert C. Dow, who 
prosecuted him, recommended 
elemey in letters to the governor, 
stating that in their opinion he 
had been “led into the offence” 
by others,—Santa Fe New Mexi­
can.

Serious Injury to the winter wheat 
crop of 1020 by the Hessian fly seems 
extremely probable. Reports received 
by the United States department of 
agriculture entomological experts In 
the Mississippi basin winter wheat re­
gion Indicate a rapid Increase e t the 
Hessian fly In that Important wheat­
growing district. These reports show 
that considerable young wheat already 
has been killed by the Hessian fly, and 
that serious losses to the crop of 1920 
are almost certain.*

Unless winter wheat growers east 
of the Rocky mountains can be Induced 
to unite In a concerted movement to 
observe the approved methods of com­
bating the Hessian fly during the sum­
mer and fall of 1920, It seems that a 
disastrous general outbreak of the 
pest very probably will occur In 1921.

A shortage of farm labor and unfa­
vorable weather conditions at planting 
time have combined to Influence many 
wheat growers In planting their grain 
too early In the season. This has re­
sulted In a heavy Infestation of Hes­
sian fly In practically all of this early 
planted wheat.

Damage Feared In East.
A dangerously heavy Infestation of 

Hessian fly also exists In the Piedmont 
plain wheat regions lying east of the 
Appalachian mountains and embracing 
Maryland, Virginia and eastern Penn­
sylvania. Complaints of serious Hes­
sian fly damage In that region have 
already begun to be heard, and there 
is at present every Indication that 
early-sown wheat In these states will 
be considerably If not seriously re­
duced In yield this year.

There Is no remedy for the Hessian 
fly when once It takes possession of a 
crop of wheat. Grain that Is so heav­
ily Infested as to afford .little promise 
of a profitable yield should be decoly 
plowed down nnd lightly harrowed M 
early In the spring as Is practicable. 
This should be done by March 1, If

KEEP PASTURES PRODUCTIVE

Department of Agriculture 
Working Out a Key.

It Is Based on Color, 8Ixo and 8hape 
of Stems and Leaves and In Qual­

The United 8tates department of ag­
riculture Is working out a key by 
means of which varieties of sweet po­
tatoes can be Identified. There has 
always been a great deal of confusion 
regarding sweet potato varieties, and 
this key will make It possible to posi­
tively Identify all true varieties. It 
Is based on the color, else nnd shape 
of the steins nnd leaves, and on the 
color. size and quality of the potatoes 
themselve*. That the key works Is 
attested by the fact that by Its use 
varieties described at the time Oolum- j

possible, so as to bury the stubble and 
prevent a large part of the flies from 
Issuing and relnfeating other fields of 
growing wheat or barley. The land 
may then be planted to oats, "corn or 
other Immune, quick-growing crops, 
so as to avoid a complete loss of profit 
from the land during the current year 

How to Flgh9 the Fly.
The methods for cdtobatlng the Hes­

sian fly are. In brief, ns follows:
1. Practice crop rotation. Do not 

sow wheat on stubble If It Is possible 
to avoid doing so.

2. Plow under all Infested stubble, 
where possible, soon after harvest.

8. Destroy all volunteer wheat by 
harrowing, disking, plowing or some 
other method.

4. Plow all land to be sown to wheat 
as early and deeply as existing condi­
tions permit, and prepare a thoroughly 
pulverised and compacted seedbed.

5. Conserve moisture against a pe­
riod of drought at seeding time.

6. Use good seed.
7. Fertilize.
8. Sow wheat during the fly-free pe­

riod as advised by your farm advisor 
or state experiment stntlon.

Adhere to these practices every year 
whether the fly Is abundant or scarce. 
They will help to keep It scarce.

Community co-operation Is essential 
If succeas Is to be attained, because 
one Infested field may furnish enough 
flies to damage the wheat for several 
miles around.

Occasional Application of Manure and 
Fertilizer Will Supply Needed 

Plantfood.

The spreading of manure and apply­
ing fertiliser to the pasture occasion­
ally will keep It In a good healthy 
and profitably productive state by 
supplying plantfood that Is drawn 
from the soli to produce the grass 
crop which each season Is grazed off.

The development of varieties of 
sweet potatoes for stock feed, sirup, 
starch and sugar making Is under way, 
and the preliminary results secured In­
dicate that the possibilities of tho 
sweet potato have hardly been touched 
upon. It Is yet too soon to say Just 
what may be expected from this work, 
but the results thus far secured are 
very promising. This work Is being 
done at Arlington Farm. Ya., and at 
the Tee Dee experiment station, Flor­
ence, 8. O.

Investigational work In curing sweet 
potatoes has also brought out Impor­
tant results. It wns shown that with 
proper handling in storage conditions 
sweet potatoes can be carried through 
the winter and as late as April 1 with 
not more than 1 per cent of losa from 
decay. t
