National Prosperity. — Objecflve
should be decreased tenantry and
stimulation of home ownership.

Food Supply.—More adequate su-
pervision of rallroads; utllization
of waterwnys.

Financiul and Commercial.—Ex-
tols federal reserve act and mer-
chant marine. \Would extend fa-
cilities for exchange and credit and
stimulate foreign trade.

Nautionul Budget.—Favors a bna-
budget system. \Would re-
duce armament expenditures on
entering league of nations.

Republican Ungenerosity.—Repub-
licnns falled to recognize that
America had saved the world or
to nppreciate the struggles and sac-
rifices of those who, In arms or
industry, helped win the war.
Present Congress has not passed a
single constructive law, but spent
time and millions In secking to
make military triumph an odlous
chapter In hilstory.

Mexican Situation.— We have
neither lust for their domaln nor
disposition to disturb their rights.

Disabled Soldlers.—Pledges Im-
medlare efforts to provide vocation-
al training and favors employment
of disabled soldiers of World War
by Federal Board to supervise the
rehabllitation of disabled soldlers.

Prohibition.—"Any candidate for
the presidency who says he does
not Intend to enforce the law I8
more unworthy than the law vio-
lator.”

Industrial Peace.—We want a
change from the world of yester-
day, from the old industrial world.
We are at the “forks of the road.”
So-called “return to the normal”
means “reactionism.”

Dayton, O., Aug. 7.—In his speech of
acceptance today Governor James M.
Cox, addressing a great crowd, sald in
part:

“We are In a time which calls for
straight thinking, straight talking and
straight acting. This Is no time for
wobbling. Never In all our history has
more been done for government. Nev-
er was sacrifice more sublime. The
_most precious things of heart and*home
were given up In a spirit which guar-
antees the perpetuity of our Institu-
tions—If the faith is kept with those
who served and suffered.

“The country recelved with Interest,

to say the least, the announcement
from Chicago, where the Republican
nmational convention was assembled,
that a platform plank, dealing with the
subject of world peace, had been
drawn, leaving out the Lodge reserva-
tiéons, and yet remaining agreeable to
all Interests, meaning thereby the
Lodge reservationists, the mild reser-
vationists and the group of Republican
senators that openly opposed the
League of Nations in any form.

“As the platform made no definite
committal of policy and was, In fact,
so artfully phrased as to make almost
any deduction possible, It passed
through the convention with practical
unanimity. Sengfor Johnson, however,
whose position has been cons!stent and
whose opposition to the league In any
shape Is well known, withheld his sup-
port of the conveniton's cholce until
the candidate had sitated the meaning
of the plutform, and annonnced defl-
nitely the policy that would be his, if
elected.

“Benator Harding. makes this new
pledge of policy In behalf of his party:

“‘l promisc you formal and effective
peace 8o quickly ag a Repuhlican con-
gress can puss Iits declaration for a

| Republican executive to sign.’'

“This means but one thing—a sepa-
rate peace with Germany !

“No less an authority than Senator
Lodge sald, before the heat of recent
controversy, that to make peace ex-
cept in company with the Allles would
‘brand us everlastingly with dishonor

+ and bring ruln to us.’'
“And then after peace {s made with |

Germany, Senator Harding would, he
says, ‘hopefully approach the nations
of Europe and of the earth, proposing
that understanding which makes us a
willing participant In the consecration
of natlons to a new relationship.’

“In short, America,
the lL.eagne of Nations (now already

estnhlished by twenty-nine nations)
and bearing and deserving
tempt of the world, would submit an
entirely new preject. This act would
either be regnrded as arrant madness
or attempted international bossism,
“These are fateful times. Organized
government has a definite duty all over
the world. The house eof civilization
is to be put In order. The supreme {s-
sue of the century is before us and the
nation that halts and delays Is playing
with fire. The finest Impulses of hu-
manity, rising above national llnes,
merely seek to make another horrible
war Impossible, Under the old order
of Internatlonal anarchy war came

We hear It
sald that Interpretations are unnneces-
sary. That may be true, but they will
at least be renssuring to many of our
citizens, who feel that In signing the
treaty, there should be no mental res-
ervations that are not expressed In
plain words, as a hatter of good falth
to our associates. Such Interpreta
tions possess the further virtue of
supplying a base upon which agree
ment can be reached, and agreement,

without Injury to the convenant, I8
now of pressing ilmportance.

Federal Taxation.

“Federal taxation must be heavily
reduced, and It will be done at once,
if a Democratic administration Is
chosen In November. Without hamper-
Ing essential national administrative
departments, by the elimination of all
others and strict economy everywhere,
national taxes can be reduced In ex-
cess of two billlon dollars yearly. An-
noying consumption taxes, once wlill-
ingly borne, now unjustified, should be
repealed, The incomes from 'war-made
fortunes, those of non-producers and
those derived from industries that exist
by unfair privilege may be able to
carry thelr present load, but taxes on
the earnings of the wage-earner, of the
salaried and professional man, of the
agricultural producer and of the small
tradesman should be sharply modifled.
I belleve that a better form of taxation
than the so-cnlled excess profits tax
may be found and I suggest a smnll

Would Halt Profiteering.

“The tribe of profiteers has simply
muitipited under the favoring circuln-
stances of war. For years, large con-
tributions have been made to the Re
publican campalign fund for no pur
pose except to buy a governmental
underhold and to make (llegal profits
as the result of preference. Such
largesses are today a greater menace
to .our contentment and our Institu
tions than the countless temporary
profiteers who are making a mockery
of honest business, but who can lve
and fatten only In time ¥
prices. If I am called to .
president means will be found,
do not already exist, for
these exceptions to the great mass ot
square dealing American business
men, to use the same yardstick of
honesty that governs most of us In
our dealings with our fellowmen, or
in language that they may understand,
to suffer the penalty of criminal law.

“It has been my observation that the
man who learns our language, ylelds
to a cohtrolling public opinion and
respects our laws; besides, in propor-
tion as his devotion to American life
develops his Interest In the impulsive
processes of revolution diminishes.
We must be patient in the work cf as-
similation and studiously avold oppres-
silve measures In the face of mere
evidence of misunderstanding. The

necessity for the drastic laws of
war days Is not present now,
and we should return at the

earllest opportunity, to the statutory
provigions pussed In thne of peace 1o
the general welfare. There is no coo-
dition now that warrants any Infringe-
ment on the right of free speech and
assembly nor on the liberty of the
press. The greatest measure of Ind}

freedom consistent with the
safety of our Institutions should be
given. Excessive regulation causes
manifestations that compel restraint.

Law Enforcement.

“The legislative branch of govern-
ment I8 subjected to the rule of the
majority. The public official who falls
to enforce the law, Is an enemy both
to the Constitution and to the Ameri-
can principle of majority rule. [t
would seem quite unnecessary for any
candidate for the Presidency to say
that he does not Intend to violate his
oath of office. Anyone who Is false to
that oath Is more unworthy than the
law violator himself.

“Morails cannot easily be produced
by statute. The writ of Injunction
should not be abused. Intended as a
safegzuard to person and property, It
could easily by abuse cease to be the
protective device It was intended to
be.

“We should not, by law, abridge a
man's right either to labor or to quit
als employment, However, nd. (her
labor nor capital should at any time
or In any circumstances, take action
that would put In jeopardy the publie
welfare,

“We need a definite and precise
statement of policy as to what busi-
ness men and workingmen may do and
may not do by way of comblnation
and collective action. The law Is now
80 nebulous that it almost turns upon
the economic predllections of the
Judge or jury. This does not make
for confldence In the courts nor re-
spect for the laws, nor for a healthy
actlvity in production and distribu-
tion. There surely will be found ways

‘by which co-operation may be encour-

aged without the destruction of enter-
prise. The rules of business should
be made more certain so that on a
stable basis men may move with con-
fidence.

“Government, however, should pro-
vide the means In the treatment of
its employees, to keep In touch with
conditions and to rectify wrong. It Is
needless to say that in order to be con-
sistent, facts should at all times jus:
tify the pre-supposition that the gov-
ernment employees are properly com-
pensated.

“How'd she do thet?

“Don’t noboddy seem ter know.
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started north. ‘Long ‘bout the mouth
ov the Illinoy. they caught up with a
nigger-stealer named Shrunk. They
hed a fight In an’ about his cabin, an’
sum killin’. Two ov the womin got
away, but Kirby an’ Tim got hold o’
this gurl what hed claimed ter be
Rene, an’ a mulatto cook who wus
a-workin’ fer Shrunk. I reckon maybe
yer know the rvest.”

“l xnow they wus run down by the
Adventurer, an’ hauled aboard. But
how did Kirby learn his prisoner wus
white? Did she tell him?"

“T should say not. It wus the mu-
latto cook who told him, although. I
reckon, he hed his doubts afore thet.
I knew she wusn't no nigger the furst
minute I got eyes on her—they cain't
fool me none on niggers; I wus raised
'mong 'em. But so fur’s the gurl's
concerned, she don’t know yet thet
Kirby's found out.” He emitted a
weak laugh. “It sorter skeered Joe
ter be caught 'way up yere in this kin-
try, kidnappin’ a white gurl.

“You were the one who suggested
marriage?”

“Wal’, 1 sed she cudn’t do nuthin’
'gainst him onct he wus married to
her. I thought o’ thet right away..
Yer see this wus how it happened:
Kirby sed he’d like fer ter marry her,
an’' I sez, ‘Why not, then? Thar's an
ol' bum ov a preacher yere at Yellow
Banks, a sorter hanger-on ter one o
them militiA companles, what'll do eny
d n thing I tell him to. I got the
goods on him, an' he knows It.'

“‘But she wouldn't marry me,’ he
says; ‘yer don't know thet gurl’

“‘Don’t I7 I asked sarcastic. ‘Wal’,
thar ain’t no gurl ever | see yet thet
won't marry a man if the right means
are used. How kin she help herself?
Yer leave It ter me,’”

“And he consented?”

“He wus d——n glad to, after 1 told
him how it cud be done. But Tim
he wudn’'t go In with us, an’ thet's
why we got ter have anuther man.
Come on over ter the bar an’ have a
drink, Moffett; them other fellers are
goin’ ter eat now.”

The diversion gave me opportunity
for a moment's thought. The plan was
a diabolical one, cold-blooded and des-
perate, yet I saw no certaln way of
serving Elolse, except by accepting
Rale's offer.

GOOD THINGS WORTH TRYING.
An inexpensive eake that is not at
all common is:
Apple Cream Cake.—
Take a bhalf-capful of
shortening, one cupful of

'yolks and mix with two tablespoon-

sugar, one and one-half
cupfuls of flour, three
eggs, four tablespoonfuls
of milk, one teaspoonful
of cream of tartar and
bhalf of a teaspoonful of
soda. Mix as usual and
bake In layers, using the
following for filling:

Apple Cream.—Grate one good-sized
apple; add the white of an egg, un-
beaten, and one cupful of powrered
sugar. Beat all together for 20 min-
utes, or until quite stiff; add almond
or vanilla to flavor.

Bread Crumb Pudding.—Take two
and one-half cupfuls of bread crumbs
which have been put through a meat
grinder, one cupful of sour milk, one-
half cupful of shortening, two eggs
(one will do), one teaspoonful of soda,
one cupful of raisins, one cupful of any
preserve, one cupful of sugar; add cin-
namon to flavor. Steam two hours.

Prune Pudding.—Take one cupful of
tholce prunes which have been soak-
ed over night, stone and chop fine ; add
the whites of three eggs and a cupful
of sugar. Bake In a slow oven. Serve
with cream.

Suet Pudding.—Take one cupful of
finely chopped suet, one cupful each of
molasses and sour milk, three and one-
half cupfuls of flour, two beaten eggs,
one cupful of raisins, one teaspoonful
of soda and spices to taste. Steam two
hours and serve with an egg sauce.

Date Ple.—Take half a pound of
dates, cover with boiling water; re-
move pits and rub the dates until
smooth ; add one egg, three-quarters of
a cupful of water, a bit of salt, one tea-
spoonful of lemon juice and a pint of
milk, and bake In a crust like a custard
ple. The dates may be stewed In the
water until the pits show, then the
same water used in the mixture.

Stuffed Eggs.—Remove the yolks
from two hard-cooked eggs, mash the

rots may be sow-

row; the radishes when pulled. will
help to loosen the earth around thel
carrots, and as the radishes grow
much faster they are out of the way
before the carrots need the room.
Vegetables that grow quickly and
those that are slower of growth are
best to sow together when space is
very valuable. Where there Is room a
small herb bed will be an especial d»
light. BSage, summer savory. chevil,
thyme, marjoram and other herbs will
take but a small space and give back
large ylelds of savory herbs which will
be used all the year,

Peas can be planted a week apart
for four or five crops, If one ls fond of
that delicious vegetable. Most all gar-
deners strive for the early varieties of
vegetables, but they are anot always as
well flavored or as satisfactory as
those that come a little later.

An asparagus bed, when once start.
ed, will bear for years with little care.
Asparagus Is one of the earliest of
vegetables and almost universally well
llked. A few cans may be put up for
winter after the appetite has been
partly satisfled, or when the bed pro-
duces abundantly. A can or two may
be put up at a time, taking little time
and Iabor.

A few horserndish roots are another
vegetable which wiil be greatly cher-
ished. Grated, the root Is a good
spring tonic and In the fall the pickle
jar lacks flavor If it Is not added. This
is another vegetable which once start-
ed cares for Itself.

One or two hills of cucumbers well
taken care of will produce all the
fresh cucumbers the family will eat,
and a vine or two more all the pickles
for winter use.

Common garden crops are divided
by the United States Uepartment of
agriculture specialists into four groups
as regards the time of planting them
in the open ground.

The first group Includes the vege-
tables that will withstand consider-
able frost snd which may be planted
two or three weeks before the danger
of frost is past in the spring. The
second group, or semi-hardy crops,
may be planted a few days before, or
about the time, that the last killing
The third

of frost is over. The fourth group,
the heat-loving plants, should never

soll and the air are thoroughly warm.
Among the crops of the first group
—that may be planted before frosts
are past—are Irish potatoes, smooth
peas, onfon sets, cabbage plants, kale,
ternips, beets, lettuce and mustard.
They may be plunted early, because
they require two or three weeks to
come up. While the young plants are
easily injured by frost, by the time
they sprout-and come to the surface
frost danger 1s likely to be past.
Don’t Follow Moon Rule.

Some ga-deners formerly belleved In
planting Irish potatoes and certain
other garden crops- In  the proper
phase of the moon. No one seems to
know how the old moon theory orig-
inated, but it seems to date back to
prehistoric times and probably was
based upon the method of keeping
time by moons rather than by months.
There is no definite experimental data
to show that the moon has any influ-
ence one way or the other, and expe-
rienced gardeners prefer to plant their
potatoes at a time when the weather
and soll conditions are right rather
than aceording to the phase of the
moon. Experience has shown that
the point of most Importance Is to
have the land In first-class condition
for planting, then proceed to plant as
soon as weather conditions permlit.

When Peas Should Go In.

The dwarf or smooth varieties of
English peas may be planted about
the same time as Irish potatoes. Here
again soll preparation s Important.
and the ground should be made fine
and mellow before planting. Opinions
differ as to the depth to which the
seed peas should be covered. Some
authorities clalm they should be cov-
ered as much as four inches, while
others maintain that two to three
inches is suficlent. Much will depend.
however, upon the character of the
soll In which the crop Is planted. If
the sofl 1s a light sandy loam and in-
clined to dry out quickly, the peas
gshould be covered three to four
inches. But If the soll is rather heavy
and Inclined to pack closely, they
should not be covered more than one
and one-half to two Inches. The va-
rieties of peas having wrinkled seed
coats should not be planted until
ahout two weeks after the smooth va-
rieties. They are just a little more
susceptible to Injury from frost and
will mature about as early if planted
when the ground has slightly warmed.

When to Take Chance.

In the case of certain gardem crops,
the Investment in seed Is too great
for taking a chance with the weather,
but with heets, lettuce, and radishes a
very small quantity of seed Is re-
quired, and If they come through In
good shape, the product will be ready
for use much earlier than If the plant-
Ing were delayed. About 25 or 30
feet of row will give all the early
beets required by an ordinary family.
Radishes may be planted In the rows
with early peas. However, It will be
necessary tc remove the radishes be-
fore they begin to crowd the peas. As
a rule, radishes will he ready for use
in three ro four weeks after planting,
or just aboyt the time that the peas

- W— — —
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growth, Most gardeners make the
mistake of planting toe many rad-
ishes, or at least of planting too many
at one time and hot being able to tise
the produet.

The old-fashioned method of grow-
ing lettuce was to plant a bed along
one side or In oneé corner of the gar-
den, and when the plants were large
enough, to thin them, using the prod-
uct as needed and leaving the re-
mainder to grow larger. This method
of growing lettuce I8 not as desirable
as the plan of growing it In rows,
where it can be easlly cultivated. Let-
tuce Is very susceptible to heat, and
it 1s difficult to grow It satisfactorily
after the weather has become hot.
For this reason it I8 best grown as a
spring and a fall crop. Two or three
plantings at intervals of ten days or
two weeks In spring and a planting or
two in autumn should be sufficient for
the needs of the ordinary family,

Planting Seocond Group.
The second group, Including carrots,
beets, parsnips, radishes, salsify,
wrinkled peas, spinach and early
sweet corn, may be planted shortly
before the probable time for the last
spring frost. The planting of these
crops should be so timed that they
will escape frost and vet be started
Just as eaily as possible. The same
planting methods should be followed
as for the extremely early crops.
When Frost Is Past.

The third group of garden crops, or
those that should not be planted until
after danger of frost is past, includes
cucumbers, cantaloupes, okra swiss
chard, snap beans, cauliflower and to-
mato plants. The time of setting to-
mato plants, however, will demend
somewhat on whether or not they are
hecoming crowded In the plant bed. If
they are not crowded, it may pay to
delay setting them In the open ground
until the air Is thoroughly warmed.
Little Is gained by planting this class
of plants in the open very early.

The fourth group of plants, com-
monly known as the heat-loving
plants, Includes peppers, eggplants,

sweet potatoes and summer squash.
These crops are easily injured by cold
nights and periods of rainy weather,
and It is always best to delay plant-
ing them until a safe period has been
reached. It ghould be borne in mind
that certain solls warm up slowly In
the springtime, and that such plants
as eggplant and peppers are very sus-
ceptible to injury from cold solls.

FARM WOODLOT IS VALUABLE

Fuel Furnished to Average Farm Fam-

ily |ls Big Item—Should Not

Be Overiooked.

" About half the fuel used on farms
in general is furnished directly by the
farm in the form of wood. The aver-
age farm family uses aRhnually between
nine and ten cords of wood for fuel,
in addition to which about three tons
of coal 18 bought. The wood, fur-
nished almost altogether by the farm,
represents a very counsiderable item.
The farm woodlot should not be over-
looked by the farmer in planning for
the economical utilization of the re-
sources of his farm, says the United
States department of agriculture.

Railroads and Waterways.

“Any discussion of the question of
food supply leads very quickly to the
closely related matter of transporta-
tion.

In the case of those who know
the facts it is Insincere. Too much
cannot be sald In praise of those who
directed this work, nor of the men
who physically operated the lines un-
der the discouraging conditions of
poor equipment. But all of this Is
water over the wheel. The problem
of the railroads Is still with us. The
government and the public should
render every co-operation In the ut-
most good faith, to give thorough test
to private ownership. The railroads
have had their lesson. Government
regulation s accepted now as not only
a safeguard to the public, but as
a conserving process to the utility,
‘Financial credit I8 necessary to phy-
‘sical rehabilitation and It should be
suftficlent for the periods of maximum
demand. We should not lose sight,
however, of the vast possibilities of
supplementary service by water. The
Great lakes and St. Lawrence navi-
gation projeet, particularly, should
clalm the Iinterest of the government.
Federal Rcserve System.

“It Is almost unnecvssary to speak
of the Federal IRReserve system in coon-
nection with the winning of the wwgr,
a8, next to the consecration of our
manhood and womanhood {tself, the
greatest factor was the marshalling
Into one unit through the Federal Re-
serve banks of the stupendous wealth
of America. To those of vision who
look out beyond our shores Into that
commercial domuain where we are so
Justly entitled to enter In a time of
peace, latent power of the Federal Re-
serve system can be seen promoting In
every quarter of the globe an ever-
widening flow of American commerce.
We will soon have a merchant marine
flcet of 11,000,000 tons nggregate, every
ship flylng the American flag and
carrying In American bottoms the pro-
ducts of mill and mine and factory and
farm. This would seem to be a guar-
antee of continued prosperity. Our
facilities for exchange and credit, how-
ever, in foreign parts, should be en-

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Mall Order Houses Find It Easy to
Make Substitutions Because of
the Cost of Making
Exchanges.

It was a famous American showman
who declared that the American people
love to be humbugged. That saying is
many years old now but sometimes It
seems that there Is about as much
truth in it now as there was when it
was first uttered.

Peoplé as & yule do not like the idea
of having “something put over” on
them, but from the way in which the
great mall order houses In the big
cities flourish it seems that a great
many people do not mipd it a bit.

The business man who, when he gets
a call for an article which he has not
in stock, attempts to substitute some
other article of a similar nature with-
out telling the buyer of the substitu-
tion, 18 “putting something over” on
his customer. Few retall merchants

" nowadays attempt to do a thing of that

_ kind. The great majority of merchants
do not do this for two reasons. One
reason is that they wouldn't do it if
they could and the other is that they
couldn’t do it if they would. The man
who buys an article over the counter
and sees what he is buying before he
pays for It, Is pretty sure to get what
he wants.

Ordered Shirt, Got PajJamas.

But there is another class of mer-
chants, of which the same thing can-
not be said. A man who has been close-
ly connected with some of the big mall
order houses is authority for the state-
ment that the heads of the various
merchandise departments of many
mail order houses have standing orders
to substitute with the nearest thing
they have if the articles ordered are
not in stock and available for delivery.
It is related that In one instance as a
result of these Instructions, a man who
ordered a dress shirt from a mail order
house received a pair of pink pajamas
Instead.

It is easy for the mall order house to
get away with this substitution of an-
other article for the one that Is or-
dered for the reason that to exchange
an article recelved from a catalogue
house & a costly undertaking.

Exchanges Are Costly.

If a malil order buyer is disappoint-
ed in his purchase, as he Is very apt to
be when he compares the article upon
its arrival with the picture and flowery
description which appeared in the
catalogue, the wisest plan is to take
what he gets and make the best of it
for every time he sends an article back
to be exchanged, he is piling up the ex-
press or freight charges and even |if
the article is exchanged as requested,
the buyer Is not apt to fare much bet-
ter oa the second attempt.

The mail order houses are well
aware of the fact that the majority of
their customers will not go to the trou-

ble and expense of returning an ar-|

ticle if it does not come up to their
expectations andgas a result they can
work the substitution game to their
hearts’ content.

The home merchant, however, can-
not do business in this way and, as has
been said, the majority of them would
not do it if they could. The home mer-
chant, if he has not the article called
for may offer another with the expla-
nation that it i®s of the same quality
as the one for which the customer
asked. Good merchants nowadays even
hesitate to offer something “just as
good"” to the customer especially when
the article called for is one that has
become well-known and popular
through the advertising done by the
manuafacturer, but to attempt to make
a substitution without the knowledge
or consent of the customer! Well, it
isn’t being done by the local merchants
today.

Substitution Made Easy. ,

Substitution is made easy for the
mail order houses, also, by the fact
that they do not sell much of what is
known as “advertised” goods—that is,
goods that have been thoroughly ad-
vertised by the manufacturers and
have become nationally known through
such advertising. A large part of the
