Soldiers' Burial Pisco*.
Captain A. J. Chapman, superintend­

ent of the U. 8. National Cemetery at 
Baata Fe, has been busy of late gath­
ering information concerning Isolated 
burial places of ex-soldiers, who died 
in New Mexico and who have been 
buried away from military poets. 
These bodies are entitled to burial in 
the National Cemetery. As soon ns 
he finds a caas he reports the facts 
and the circumstances to the quarter­
master general. If it is proven thst the 
soldier had served and had been hon­
orably discharged he orders his re­
mains brought to the National Ceme­
tery for burial.

Superintendent Chapman la the Inst 
two weeks has discovered the location 
of two of these graves and the re­
main* found will be brought to Santa 
Fe shortly. One of the bodies recently 
discovered was thst of Paul D. Stone, 
now buried in the cemetery of the 
Catholic parish church at Los Lunas. 
He was well known to the old-timers, 
having been probate clerk of Valencia 
epanty for many years before his 
death.

Superintendent Chapman requests 
that any person having any knowledge 
concerning the graves of deceased ex- 
soldier* correspond with him and give 
nil possible particulars that he might 
take the matter up with the quarter­
master general's office In Washington 
for the transfer of such bodies to the 
National Cemetery at Sants Pe

The excursionist# 
are from Texas, Kansas, Missouri, 
Nebraska and other states, having 
been attracted by the announcement 
that this valuable tract of land was 
open to homesteaders, coupled with 
the fact that this section of New 
Mexico, heretofore considered purely 
n cattle country, has developed into 
one of the leading agricultural dis­
tricts of the Southwest.

The tract formerly designated as 
Santa Fe land, consists of 216,000 
acres, situated north and west of 
Clovis. In fact, part of It f t  within 

■four miles of Clovla and the Eastern 
railway of New Mexico, extends along 
the south line of the tract for miles. 
Strange ns It may seem, when other 
parts of this section were being set­
tled, hundreds of homeseekers passed 
over this fertile tract of land, believ­
ing that It was Santa Fe property.' 
This report was sUrted by some of­
ficial of the company, perhaps, but a 
search of the records in the general 
land oflice late this fall Indicated that 
the land did not beiohg to the Santa 
Fe and was open to settlement.

Clovis, the principal town on the 
Eastern railway of New Mexico, in 
the largest place near this Immense 
tract of land. The Eastern railway of 
New Mexico is owned by the Santa Fe 
and Is the new connecting line which 
win shorten California and Chicago 
time many hoars.

CHIN Egg KITE* ARE WONDERS

=

One Ingenious 
Represent

Davie* Was Mad*
i Hug* Cent!pad.

Probably the moet wonderful and 
ingenious achievement of a Chinese 
kltemaker Is designed to represent a 
gigantic cent!pod, says a writer in the 
World To-day. This la unquestionably 
the longest and moat fantastic amuse­
ment device that haa over been con­
structed for aerial flight. From bead 
to tall It measures nearly 40 feet, and 
Is made to fold up socordionllke. The 
fierce large head of the creature. with 
long protruding horns, huge eyes and 
gaping mouth, forms the front of the 
kite. This is the gem and marvel of 
the whole collection and entirely new 
to the eyes of the western world.

Its construction is as follows: Ex­
tending from head to tall and consti­
tuting the body portion are a series of 
bamboo sticks running crosswise to 
the center, to which are fastened 36 
or more pasteboard disks a foot or 
more In diameter. These are painted 
In circles of black, yellow and white, 
representing the all-seeing eyes of this 
mythological creature. A tall portion 
of narrow strips Is fastened to the 
last piece of bamboo. By a mechanical 
contrivance the curved pieces of paste­
board forming the eyes are made to 
revolve by the wind while the kite la 
being flown. Seen In the air, the ser- 
pentlnellke motion, its huge glaring 
eyes swiftly twirling In their sockets, 
the effect is said to be astonishingly 
realistic, producing quite an awe-in­
spiring scene, to the Chinese mind at 
least. While being flown a cord Is at­
tached to three or more points of its 
length, In order to keep it under con­
trol. In a strong wind, several men 
are required to hold the reel. Un- 
donbtedly we have here one of tbs 
first and moat ancient patterns of fly­
ing machines, thousands of years old.

DOCTORS IN GRAND JURY NET.

TWo Indicted In lews lor Conspiracy 
to Ferae an Independent Phyeh 

elan from a Surgical Case.

, Waverty, la.—The Bremner county
