The three attacks were made
almost simultaneously and the
destruction was completed be-
fore Chief Briggs could get his
scattered force, which is not
great at any time, together and
stop the depredations. Mean
time Bheriff Brailey was notified
He collected all the deputies pos-
sible and rushed them to South
Omaha to aid the police. It took
some time to get the force or
ganised, and during the interval
the Greeks were attacked on
every hand.
