“Can 1 mortgage my homestead
for irrigation purpose, before
making proof?” The question
has been asked by many people—
can we mortgage our relinquish-
ments for irrigation? 1 submit-
ted this proposition to the attor-
ney general, he referred my
question tn the commissioner of
the land office at Washington, D.
C. The answer that I got from
him is this.
