FIFTY TNREE THOUSAND SCHOLARS ATTEND SCHOOL /N REW MEXICO
Santa Fe, N. M., Jan. 13.—8uperintendent 6f Public Instruct-
, James E. Clark, today issued some interesting statistics on the
‘public schools in the territory. The total enrollment of public
school pupils is 47,000 and that of wission. parechial and private
schools is 6,000, making 53,000 in all.

That these figures will doubtless be increased at an enormous
rate from year to year and may be a certained when it is remem-
bered that the number of persons from five to twenty-one years of
age in the territory in 1906 was 78,000; in 1907 it was 84.804; in 1908,
98,804, and in 1909, 08,424. This makes an increase of over 20,000
in three years, but in view of the rumors that the census of 1906
showing 78,000 was a generous one, it is assumed that the increase
is,even greater and considering that the census of other territories
$0d states is taken on the basis of five to eighteen years of age, the
figures will sho~ about as high percentage of school attendance to
pe found anywhere. The number of teachers employed is 1,268.

TAFT'S MESSAGE ON CORSERVATION. .

EXPECT EARLY PASSAO®.DF STATEHOOD BILL.

Washington. Jan. 12.— The billfypreviding separate statehood
for the territories of New Mexicoand Arizona was considered by
the house committee on territories today and probably will be re-
ported to the house tomorrow.

At the hearing today the measure was practically completed
and the committe was unanimous for its early presentation. Only
minor changes have been made in it since its re-in-trodaction this
year by Chairman Hamilton.

EXECUTIVE ORDER THROWS OPEN MORE LAND FOR NOMESTEADERS, SOUTN OF PECOS

NATIONAL FOREST IN NEW MEXICO.

Through an executive ordeg of President Taft, which went into
effect December 30, or practieally with the beginning of the new
year, approximately 612,000 acres of land south of the Pecos na-
tional forest have heen released from temporary withdrawal by the
forest service. They are now open to settlers and create a consid-
erable opportunity for those looking for homesteads.

Most of the land lies along the high mesas south of the Pecos

river watershed in San Miguel, Torrance and Guadalupe counties.
The remainder is in the agea bounded on the east by the Tecolote
and Anton Chico grants, on the west by the Pecos grant and Pecos
river and on the north by the present Pecos national forest.

The release of the withdgawal on the lands makes available room
for settlers and will proveof benefit in the upbuilding of the great
southwest. It is thought that settlers will begin filing on the lands

at once and that spring will find considerable activity in that lo-
cality. —Tribune-Citizen

PROSRESS OF THE ANTI - SALOON MOVEMENT.

Last week the first of agroup of pronounced haters of the
saloon made their appearance in Chicago and this week the militant
hosts of the Auti-Saloon League are assembled in the thirteenth
national convention of this organization which is perfor such
splenid service in behalf of temperance and good ordey. The
convention began on Monday night with a banquet and
by distinguished speakers. Although the convention came on the
heels of the defeat of the constitutional amendment in Alabama, no
one appeared tabe in the least discouraged. Indeed, there is nof
need for discouragement In the light of what has been done during
the past year. Some idea of the things accomplished may be
secured from the biemnial address of Supt. P. A. Baker. In the
course of this itissaid: ‘“The concrete results of two years may
be estimated with reasonable correctness. That during the year
1008, more than 11,000 saloons were voted ontof existence, and
through restrictive measures and better law enforcement more
than 4,000 more were forced to closetheir doors; that since Jan. 1,
1909, saloons have been closed at the rate of forty per day; that 41,
000,000, of the people of the United States are now living in prohibi-
tion territory; that seventy per cent of the area of the United States
forbids the licensed liquor trafic, tells only & part of the visible
results. New and powerful friends are everywhere gathering to
our Anti-Saloon League standard.

From a'few struggling agitutors of sixtéen years ago, hammer
ing at the church doors in Ohio, seekingadmission and a chance to be
bheard, it is becoming a well-drilled, compact army, with brains and
ballot and consecience to use both for the speedy coming of the
Maaters’' kingdom.

““It the financial side of it could be eliminated we would be
making a long stride toward the reduction of the traffic. Desire
for dress, an attempt to escape from dangerous work, together
with the influence of ‘cadets’ and other unfortunate women, are the
usual propulsion to this life.

“Contrary to the general belief, I have found that the white
slave, so-called, goes out into the streets for the man who controls
her more or less willingly.”’

RIGNT COURT A GREAT AID.

To put it in Miss Miner's words: '‘The coming of the night
court in New York City, through the efforts of Judge Whitman,
has practically done away with the professional bondsman in the
station house, has granted the prisoner speedy justice and has cut
off some of the avenues of graft. It has at the same time, by bring-
ing wogether in one court nearly all the women arrested for im-
morality in Manhattan and the Bronx, caused ns to realize the ne-
cessity of working out a more rational method of dealing with of-
fenders. It has given us a sense of the enormity of the social evil
in our community, and has shown us that more must be done to eut
off the sources whence come the recruits to vice.”'

The first step in this direction was taken when wiss Miner and
her sister Stella opened Waverly house, the home of the New York
Probation Association, at No. 165, West Tenth street. Here there

is room for twenty-five, with no red tape.

Women held for examination and paroled in custody of the pro-
bation officér may find refuge at Waverly House. The unfortunate
discharged in the middle of the night may receive a welcome in the
fine old-fashioned house, with its tasteful interior. A stay of one
night, or two nights, or even three months, if necessary for the
help of the guests, is permissible. The babies of deserted and dis-
honored mothers are often their companions at Waverly House.

THEIR STORIES SOMETIMES FALSE.

While the girls learn sewing and attend classes in English and
gymnastics to keep them occupied while perhaps a position is found,
they are led to tell their stories.

“Their stories are sometimes quite false,” sald Miss Miner,
“but after they are convinced that they have a friend they will
finally admit the facts. These are, of course, investigated at once,
and every effort is made to find the man respoasible for the grl's
downfall, and gather evidence to convict him. If I cansend sucha
man up for a long term I always feel that I am accomplishing more
to abolish the traffic than by helping several girls."”

Miss Stella Miner last week succceded in sending a man t» jail
for &« minimuym sentence of ten years. The girl was cared for at
Waverly House.

WOT ALL TRAGTABLE.

“Do I find them tractable, willing to reform?” echoed Miss
Miner. “When they are young enough. in years and in that infa-
mous business to feel that a decent, self-respecting life is desir-
able.we have had surprising success. Some of them can do house-
work and are glad to get into families out of the city. Some, of
oourse, are utterly untrained and for such something else must be
found.

““The man who lives on such a woman’s earnings is technically
s vagrant, therefore the ordinary sentence imposed on him is six
months in the workhouse.

‘“Many of these white slaves are foreigners, with no friends in
this country. In other cases we find ourselves with a whole family
on our hands through the wayward girl, with perhaps another sis-
ter on the eve of adopting a similar life.

“In sll my experience [ have never known a case where a girl
was furcibly detained. They usually bend the knee.

“Of course, drink has played a large partin the downfall of
many. [ think that a small percentage are naturally depraved,
though they as naturally grow hardened to the life.

“Prevential measures are part of the plan of action. The im-
pairing of the morals of children is an offense for which many have
already been prosecuted. This occurs in the big public parks,
particularly in the congested districts of the east side.

DETENTION OF WITHESSES.

‘“The next step in the work will be the securing of a municipal
detention house, 8o that witnesses in cases may be kept apart from
the common prisoners and given a chance. Meantime, while many
organizations are studying the subject frown various view points,
scientific and others, and many means of bettering conditions are
shaping, Waverly House is dealing with the immediate need. If a
girl s afraid to go home because of the disgrace she has brought
upon her people, if her surroundings are such that she takes to the
streets in hope of greater ease, if she is just out of court and friend
less, Waverly House has open doors for her. Kindness, help, work
if she will—all lie before her. Should things go wrong she may
return.”

Judge Whitman is the president of the New York Probation
Association, and its first steps promise much for the future.
