seizing eagerly and readily ev-
erything that lends itself to the
advancement of their particular
calling or avocation. The Kan-
san is tied to nothing except his
ambition to succeed and to ev-
erything that helps him to that
end.

Happily Kansas people have
outlived that generation of wes-
terners who expect to get along
without work. The farmer in
Kansas really farms his land;

Along with the hedge nearly all
the early settlers appear to have
made friends with the cotton-
wood and to have planted these
quick-growing western trees in
large numbers. These also
grow wild about the creeks and
lagoons so that Kansas—which
twenty or thirty years ago was a
bald and sightless and almost
treeless prairie—is now one
great plantation, crossed and re-
crossed by cotton-wood trees
and boisdarc hedges, where the
wind is held in check and where
the w and corn crops prac-
tically wmever fail.
