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The constitution was approved 
by the voters of New Mexico by 
an overwhelming vote, the ma­
jority running close to 19,000, ac­
cording to the practically com­
plete returns. But two coun­
ties gave majorities against the 
constitution, these were San 
Joan and Sierra.

The result would eeem to vin­
dicate the wisdom of the people 
who asserted that the majority 
would be a large one sad that the 
people of New Mexico, tired of 
waiting longer for statehood, are 
determined, if it can be done, to 
have New Mexico a state wP*oot 
any more delay.

He will fenoe 
the tract with six miles of wire 
fenoe on ooocrete p o s t s ,  so 
that tumble weeds and trash can 
be burned without injury to the 
fenoe, and will put in four miles 
of ooocrete ditches, to prevent 
waste of water and save time In 
Irrigating.

Monroe representing as the 
chairman the committee of bus 
inesa men selected to act in con 
junction with the contract com­
mittee in working out the prelim 
inaries. It is needless to say 
that the Commercial Club as a 
body endorses the contract, as 
this energetic working force has 
labored in season and out of sea 
son to promulgate this matter 
ever since its inception. In fact 
the worthy secretary of this 
body has devoted his entire time 
in assisting this preliminary work 
and when the Herald goes into 
the matter of handing out bou­
quets to those who have faith­
fully worked at this matter the 
secretary may expect to be able 
to wear one in each lapel of his 
cost.

The proposition of the Albu­
querque C orn ing Journal to 
send a statehood special across 
the continent to Washington with 
the certified official returns of 
the constitutional election held 
Saturday, has made an instan­
taneous hit with the people of 
the territory and there is no 
longer any doubt that it will be 
an easy matter to find enough 
men to fill the special train. The 
latter, it was learned yesterday, 
will be furnished by the Santa 
Fe com pany, which will make the 
rate approximately $102 for the 
round trip, Including Pullman 
accommodations, provided ap­
proximately one hundred men 
are secured to take the trip. 
Passengers on the special will 
have the privilege of stopping 
over in the national capital for 
any reasonable length of time 
and the return trip may be made 
over any reasonably direct route.

The advertising possibilities of 
such a plan have spiraled at once 
to everybody and the possibility 
of getting the train at a very rea 
sonable rate makes the excur 
sion a certainty, es[>ecially since 
the plan has been so warmly en 
dorsed by the governor and oth 
er territorial officials.

The “ Statehood 8i>ecial” would 
be advertised in every news)>a 
l>er along the line and there is no 
doubt that it would receive an 
ovation at every stopping place 
where printed literature and 
booster speeches would spread 
abroad the fame and the resourc 
es and op|>ortunities of the brand 
new state. There is no doubt 
that the arrival of the boosters 
in the national capital would be 
greeted by a big demonstration 
and it would be little short of a 
triumphal procession all the way.

While the date has not been 
set nor definite arrangements 
made for the train, these things 
will be attended to without de 
lay.

* That New Mexico will be a 
■late by March 4 this year, and 
that state elections should be in 
order early in June, was declar 
ed yesterday by Delegate W. H. 
Andrews, shortly before leaving 
for Washington, where he will 
resume his seat in congress as 
representative from New Mex­
ico, said yesterday’s Albuquer­
que Journal. Mr. Andrews is 
further quoted by this jsaper as 
follows:

I firmly believe that New 
Mexico will be in the Union by 
March 4. Under the enabling 
act, the vote must be canvassed 
by the governor, the secretary 
and the chief justice of the su­
preme court of the territory, on 
the third Monday after the vote 
was taken. This will occur on 
February 0 and it will take one 
day to make the canvass. One 
copy of the constitution will be 
sent to the president and one to 
congress. I f  both approve, we 
are in the Union; if the president 
approves and congress does not 
disapprove, we likewise become 
a state. I f  everything goes on 
smoothly, as I confidently ex 
pect, New Mexico will be a state 
by March 4 and Governor Mills 
will have thirty days within 
which to call a state election. 
State elections are to be held not 
less than sixty nor more than 
ninety days after the proclama­
tion of the governor.”

Washington, D. C.—The people 
of the United States consume 
half their own weight in sugar 
every year; an average of eighty- 
one and one-half pounds per capi­
ta, in speaking in round terms, 
for 1910, and about a like quanti­
ty for 1909. The people of the 
United States are larger consum­
ers of sugar per capita than those 
of any other country of the world 
exceed England, for which the 
latest figures show a consump­
tion averaging eighty-six pounds 
per capita, against our own aver­
age of eighty-one and one-half 
pounds ;>er capita. The next 
largest per capita consumption 
is in Denmark, seventy seven and 
three-fourths pounds; followed 
by 8 w i tze r la?n d, sixty four 
pouds;8weden, fifty four pounds; 
and Germany and Holland, each 
about forty-three and one half 
l>oands.

WE IMPORT HALF OF IT
Not only is the United States 

the second largest sngar consu­
mer per capita, but the total 
amount consumed annually is 
much greater than that of any 
other country, aggregating more 
than 7,000,000,000 pounds per 
annum, against about 4,000,000,- 
000 pounds in England and about
3.000. 000.000 pounds in Germany.

About one-half of the sugar
consumed in the United Slates is 
brought from foreign countries, 
about one fourth from our own 
islands and the remaining one- 
fourth produced in this country.

The total production of sugar 
in the United States now amounts 
to 1,750,000,000 pounds a year, of 
which more than 1,000,000,000 
pounds is beet sugar and about
750.000. 000 cane sugar.

OROWTH OF DEBT INDUSTRY
It is only recently that the 

production of beet sugar in the 
United States has come to ex­
ceed that of cane sugar. In 1900 
domestic production of cane 
sugar was twice as great as that 
of beet sugar, and twenty years 
a,jo wan more than sixty times 
as great; but the growth of beet 
sugar producing has been very 
rapid in recent years, and in 1907, 
for the first time, exceeded in 
quantity that produced from cane 
and has so continued since that 
time.

Of the sugar brought from 
other countries, nearly all is 
made from cane. While about 
half of the world’s sugar is made 
from beets, most of it is produc­
ed in Europe and consumed in 
the country of production or in 
other pai ts of that grand division, 
while most of the world outside 
of Europe obtains its sugar sup­
ply from cane, grown of course 
in the tropical and subtropical 
sections. Of the cane sugar 
which we consume most of that 
coming from foreign countries is 
drawn from Cuba, the Dutch 
E ist Indies and smaller amounts 
from the West Indies, Mexico, 
Central and South America. Ail 
of that coming from our own is­
lands—Porto Rico, Hawaii and 
and the Phillippines—is cane 
sugar, while of the domestic pro­
duct about forty per cent is pro­
duced from cane. The beet sugar 
of the United States is grown 
chiefly in Colorado, California 
and Michigan, and some in Utah, 
Idaho and Wisconsin; while most 
of the cane sugar is produced in 
Louisiana, with smaller quanti­
ties in Texas, Florida, Georgia 
and South Carolina.

USB DOUBLES IN TH IRTY YEARS
The sugar “habit” is evidently 

a growing one with the people of 
the United States, and probably 
with those of other countries, 
since the total world production 
of sugar, including all countries 
for which statistics are available, 
has increased fifty per cent in 
the last decade and about doubled 
in fifteen years. In our own case 
the consumption has shown a 
rapid growth, the per capita

mous quanuty oi sugar consum­
ed in the United States? I f  we 
accept a general average of five 
cents per pound as the retail 
price paid by our people for the 
seven and one-third billion pounds 
of sugar consumed by them in 
1910, wc should get a total of 
$366,000,000, or an average of 
approximately $1,000,000 a day 
paid for sugar by the people of 
the United States.

The universal Quest Ion of the far­
mer Interested In poultry Is "What 
breed will prove most profitable for 
general farm purposes7*' He Inces­
santly besieges the poultry fancier, 
the editors of poultry Journals and 
similar authorities on chickens with 
this query. It Is Impossible to answer 
this question In the way the farmer 
desires. He expects a particular 
breed to be named outright and char- 
acterltod as the premier money ma 
her of all varieties.

Due to the great similarity existing 
between the breeds, extreme varla 
tlons In local conditions exist. As a 
result of Individual peculiarities and 
preferences of the owners of the 
flocks, no one breed can be named as 
the most profitable for all farm pur- 
poses.

In general, the dual-purpose breeds, 
capable of both meat and egg produc­
tion, are best adapted to farm condi­
tions. Specialised varieties are Im­
practical for tbs general farm, as they 
r<>qulre too much attention and cars. 
The farmer needs a bird with much

in some brush pile nest wherein the 
chicks are hatched. Another hen will 
produce 150 eggs annually under the 
proper conditions of bousing and 
care From which of these settings 
of eggs should one select the stock 
with which to replenish the breeding 
pensT Too often the choice Is made 
of the Inferior brush pile-reared 
roughers concerning whose egg prodw 
ring qualities and prolificacy the farm­
er knowa little.

Always breed from the hens which 
lay the best In the fall as they best 
serve this purpose Never save eggs 
for setting from a sluggish ben tNkt 
hangs around the roost "droopy" and 
sleepy and displays an Inactive, laxy 
disposition. The habits of the hen 
can be studied best In the winter and 
this season Is the proper time to se­
lect breeding stock.

Accurate and rigid selection of 
breeding stock should commence 
early. Study the flock carefully, espe­
cially as regards the laying hens 
which have the redd<wt combs and 
which hover around the neats Those,

to keep clean and presentable.

demnntory practise of the farmer Is 
to maintain one breed for a time and 
nbout when this breed la proving suc­
cessful, an alluring advertisement or 
a snappy bit of news matter charae 
terlrtng some other breed as a world 
beater" causes him to change the va 
rlety whb h he la raising

Thla continual shifting of breeds 
reacts uj*on the farmers' pockotbook 
nnd results In no good A rigid rule 
should be followed: "Select the breed 
which ha* proved It* merit and then 
adhere to thla choice.” Any of the 
abov^named breed* will prove profit 
ablo If rigid selection of breeding 
stock I* enforced and ordinary care 
I* afforded the fowls The search of 
the farmer for a perfect breed Instead 
of devoting hi* energies toward the 
Improvement of hla present variety 
should be condemned and derided 
The countryman Is not going to dls 
cover any such model variety no mat 
ter how ardent hla search.

Select Strong Males.
In the case of the dual purpose 

breed* the maintenance of one male 
lo every fifteen female* I* attend'd 
by beet results Much depends on the 
Individual vigor, vitality and prolific­
acy of the male A male of laxy, in 
active, sluggish temperament should 
never be retained In the breeding pen 
aa he would undoubtedly transmit 
these characteristic* to bl* progeny

Tbe breeding flock should be al 
lowed access to a large range Only 
the best pullets should be selected for 
breeding purposes, th* other* being 
sold for meat F\>r good results In 
brc.-dlnx. more than on# pen should 
be available In the poultry house*. 
For example In the fall when th# 
bird* are brought In from the range 
It always pays to have one pen In 
which to house the pullets, and a sec 
ond one for the older hens The pul 
lets are thus protected from ml a use 
and abuse of the older and stronger 
hen* until they mature aufflclently to 
be able to defend themselvea do*e, 
rigid selection among the fowla of 
these pens should ultimately result In 
the choice of the cream of the flock 
to l>e used in future breeding opera­
tion*

Us* Lag Bands.
Too much emphasis cannot be plac­

ed on the Importance of marking the 
pullets with suitable leg bands in or 
der to distinguish between them. Or 
dlnary leg hands can bo purchased for 
ton cent* a doton and should be used 
as a moans of Identification through 
out the flock A record Including the 
ig»o of the bird and the setting from 
which the fowl was hatched is abso­
lutely essential On the majority of 
farms there Is no way of determining 
whether a hen Is two or ten years old. 
Old hens unfit for further service are 
allowed to set and their progeny re­
tained for breeding purpose*. Thla 
evil can be remedied by Identification 
marks which would serve as a check 
on the bird s age and period of serv 
Ice

Another bad custom of the average 
farmer ts to send for eggs concerning 
which he rends an Inviting advertise 
ment, and then employing all, the 
birds hatched from this setting. Irre­
spective of their Inherited tendencies 
toward prolificacy and rigorous con­
stitution, In bis breeding operations. 
Promiscuous selection here permits 
the use of all these offkprtngs where 
rigid selection—the only ultimately 
successful method—would have con­
demned perhaps all except on# or two 
of the very superior pullets Breed 
only the best and the Improvement 
will be steady and sure.
