It  isn’t surprising.  Most of 
us used to read that in our geo 
graphics, where New Mexico 
was depicted as a subdivision of l 
the Great American Desert.

This conviction has become so ! 
deep rooted in the east that, as J 
Judge Webb says, our chief  dif 
ficult.v is in making the people of 
the east understand that the old 
su in s t i tu t i on  about the desert  
is a thing of the past. The cul 
tivated, developed, irrigated, 
blooming land of New Mexico, 
if all placed in juxtaposition with 
the intervening barren s tretches 
cutout,  would make the worlds’ 
greatest  garden; a great green 
state whose productivity would 
be unrivalled on the continent 
It is the size of New Mexico that 
the east cannot understand.
