Portales has very stringent
ordinances on matters sanitary
and their enforcement strictly,
not only in letter but in spirit, is
a matter of first importance to
our citizens, All the fly traps
poisons, ete., are of no avail
whatever, unless their breeding
ground is eliminated. As an ex-
ample, you will remember that
when Portales was first incorpor-
ated the flies were so thick they
broke the fence palings down
where they roosted but, under
the aggressive crusade of Dr.
Garmany, who was, at that time
town physician, they were prac-
tically, all destroyved within a
period of two or three weeks.
