Brito. Aug. 22—All the dispatches 
■weired here indicate that the revolu­
tion la Macedonia Is spreading. The 
sMaatlon Is causing Intense anxiety In 
ofltotal circles.

Ths moat alarmng news relates to 
M  outbreak covering a considerable 
area In the western part of the Adrtan- 
opto vilayet, where the Insurgents have 
captured ths town of Vasileko. They 
took the chief Turkish officials prison­
ers and brought them to'the Bulgarian 
frontier, where they liberated them. 
The Turkish officials, fearing to return 
to Vasileko, sought refuge with the 
Bulgarian authorities, who sent them 
to a hotel In Burgas, where they are 
at liberty to remain or depart.

The Insurgents burned Vasileko and 
twelve villages near by, and attacked a 
Turkish military post at the monastery 
of Elijah, south of Tlmevo.

The strength of the Insurgents Is 
unknown. It Is thought that the out­
break is not an organized movement, 
but Intended as a diversion to draw the 
Turkish troops from the other dis­
tricts.

The peculiar danger of the last out­
break lies in the proximity to the Bul­
garian frontier, thus creating a situa­
tion long foreseen and dreaded by the 
Bofla government Ths Turks are now 
certain to send a considerable force to 
thin territory to suppress the outbreak, 
which will necessitate the strengthen­
ing of the Bulgarian troops slong the 
frontier.

Cultivation at Ball.
Cultivation la probably tha most Im­

portant feature connected with the 
handling of soils. Nature has placed 
large quantities of plant food la our 
soils, and It depends upon our skill 
and knowledge how far we can make 
use of and work this mine for thn 
benefit of our crops. Cultivation to 
vital, and the subject Is so wide that 
one scarcely knows where to begin. 
For spring grains I try to plow In tha 
falL When the furrows are well and 
evenly set up and are frozen, and 
when the frost comes out, fertilisation 
takes place and the soil Is left in a 

ne, granulous condition. Plant food 
liberated and a warm seed bed is 

formed. When plowing for spring 
grain Is left until the spring, our 
teams are plowing wheo they should 
be surface cultivating, and drilling in 
the eeed. Every day’s delay In get­
ting In grain after the soil la dry 
enough to work means fewer buahels 
at threshing time. Soil plowed In 
the spring, too, is colder on the snr-

face than that plowed in the fall, 
whilch Involves slower germination 
and vegetation. As to the proper 
depth to plow. It seems to me that la 
u question which each farmer must 
decide for himself, according to his 
own soli, conditions and crop require­
ments. If the soil of a given field to 
deep, say ten or twelve Incites, and 
that field were plowed In the fall for 
spring grain, I would try to plow It 
about seven Inches deep. But If by 
some mischance that field were not 
plowed until the spring 1 would plow 
It lighter, as the deeper the plowing 
the colder the surface turned up. If 
that field were plowed In the fall for 
mangels, I would try for about eight 
Inches. But If the surface soil of this 
field is only six or seven Inches deep, 
I would try to plow it only five or six 
Inchexf fieep. In other words, the 
depth of the soil, the time of plowing 
and the nature of the crop grown are 
all factors In determining how deep 
to plow. I do not wish to bring any 
subsoil to ths surface If I can avoid 
It. Sometimes, however, the surface 
soil 1« so shallow that some of the 
subsoil must necessarily be brought 
to the surface In plowing. If I have 
s deep soil I want to give the roots 
of the plants liberal feeding grounds, 
because they will, if allowed, strike 
down deeply. As to the question of 
frequency of plowing. It appears to me 
that that also depends upon soils and 
circumstances. Heavy, compact soils 
require more plowing than lighter 
ones. Such soils tend to get hard 
and bake and become Inert, and hence 
require the plow to open them and Im­
prove their mechanical condltloa. The 
plow, too, Is the surest and quickest 
way to destroy many sorts of weeds. 
Where the land Is clean and the soil 
will permit It, surface cultivation with 
a disc or spring tooth often forms a 
better seed bed than the use of the 
plow—A. W. Peart.

When Mara Cam# Our Way,
“In 1977 Mars waa at his nearest to 

us; near, that Is, from an astronomer’s 
point of view, though really at thn % 
enormous distance of thirty-five mil­
lion miles,” says Mabel Loomis Todd.
In the St. Nicholas. “Yet a great deal 
was learned about this neighbor In 
tbs sky. among other things, that he 
Is attended by two tiny satellites, or 
moons, never seen before,”

Other things have ben learned about 
Mars: “For Instance, we feel quite 
sure now that Mars has an atmos­
phere, though not more than half aa 
dense as our own, but far better than 
none, as we can tell by looking at 
our bright though dead and desolate 
moon, from which air and water have 
long since disappeared. And If Mars 
has sir, the polar caps alone ' would 
seem to show that he has also ice and 
snow; and there appear to be, as well, 
areas of water or marsh, though less 
In extent than the land. The north­
ern hemisphere looks brighter through 
the telescope, even showing tints of 
red and yellow, which astronomers 
are Inclined to Jhink are chiefly dry 
land, probably desert; while the south­
ern Is dark, the ‘seas’ brown or dull 
gray, quite as water might appear. 
These spots were first called seas, like 
the smooth regions of the moon, and 
the1 name continues In both, whatever 
they may be.”— Farm and Fireside.

Hog Pasture.
It Is not safe or even desirable to 

rely upon a single crop to furnish pas­
ture for our hogs throughout the en­
tire season. It Is better to arrange for 
a succession of pastures from the be- 
glning of the season until the hogs 
are ready for market, making the feed 
richer and more concentrated toward 
the close of the season, and as we ap­
proach the finishing of fattening pe­
riod. For this purpose the following 
crops are recommended: Red clover 
or alfalfa, rape, cowpeas, soy beans.

On lands adapted to alfalfa It will 
undoubtedly prove to be better for 
hog* than red clover, Inasmuch as It 
will produce a larger quantity of feed 
of a somewhat higher value. Inas­
much as we have not yet learned to 
gTow alfalfa successfully on the ma­
jority of our upland clay soils, ws 
shall be forced to rely chiefly upon 
clover. It starts earlier In the spring 
than any hog pasture we have except­
ing alfalfa, and would therefore be 
uaed first, and should be used as long 
as It Is succulent and palatable. Usu­
ally not later than the middle of June 
the crop will have become so mature 
that the hogs will relish a change for 
the time being, and the surplus clover 
should be cut and removed, so as to 
allow the second or fall crop to start 
promptly.— Report Missouri Stats 
Board of Agriculture.
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Condition of Foreign Crop*.
According to reports received by ths 

Department of Agriculture relative to 
the condition of European crops July 
1st, In Russia the cereal crop prospects 
have considerably Improved even In 
regions where conditions at the be­
ginning of spring were unfavorable. In 
Germany there has been great Im 
proveroent In all the winter cereals, 
partlclarly rye. In Austria only a 
good medium harvest of spring sown 
crops Is to be expected. Hungary's 
output will fall considerably below 
that of 1902, the deficiency In the case 
of wheat being 15 % per cent. Most 
of the Bulgarian crops are In good con­
dition. Storms and floods have serious­
ly damaged crops and vineyards In 
Italy. In France the winter wheat 
area Is estimated to be 681,724 acres 
less than In 1902. Wheat and other 
crops made marked Improvement dur­
ing June and now look well. Reports 
from Denmark are generally favorable. 
Great Britain's wheat crop Is late and 
will hardly equal the average yield. 
The total wheat crop which India har­
vested this spring has been estimated 
at 290,261,104 buahals against 229,970,- 
890 in 1902.

Herman Kratz, a homstesder. who 

lived seventeen miles northwest of 
Ely. northeastern Minnesota, mysterl- 
ouslv_disappeare<1 last September, and 
no trace was ever found of him until 
a few days ago, when the skeleton of 
a man supposed to have been Kratz 
was found by a civil engineer In a 
deadfall set for bear five or six miles 
from his place In the deep woods The 
flesh had pracllcally all disappeared 
from the skeleton, but the scalp and 
hair still remained In part The 
clothing was rotted away so that It 
was of little use for purposes of Iden­
tification.

One puzzling thing Is that the hair 
seems somewhat gray, while the hair 
of the missing homesteader was dark 
brown, bat It thought that the ter­
ror of his situation In the bear trap 
and the knowledge that he could nev­
er escape caused his hair to whiten.

Sheodora Kratz, mother of the young 
omesteader, who lived on a farm 

seven miles from Elroy, WIs., ts re­
ported here to have become Insane re­
cently over the disappearance and hor­
rible death of her son.— Duluth Dis- >\ 
patch In New York World.

Fashion’s Chan0M  Hsvs Llttls to Do 
with Tholr Coetumss.

X t t y  Mohammedan women 1b India 
wear petticoats, generally Tory wlds 
Indeed, and falling In beAvy folds. 
Some wear an underpetticoat of flue 
calico as a protection to the costly 
stuff of which the outer garment- IS 
composed or to escape friction. The 
stuff—satin, silk or cotton cloth is 
gathered Into a strong band o f tape^ 
which is tied over one hip, and the 
plaits or gathers are carefully made, 
so as to allow the cloth to fall in 
graceful folds. Over the choleq or 
bodice Is a light muslin shirt, which 
Continues below the waist, called a 
Koortun. Over alt a scarf of white or 
colored muslin of find texture called 
doopatta, passed once around the 
waist and thence across the bosom 
and over the left shoulder and head, 
like the saree, completes the costume. 
When the petticoat Is not worn by 
Mohammedan women pyjamas or 
trouser* take their place. These are 
sometimes loose, as In Oude and Ben­
gal; elsewhere they are as tight as 
they can be made. The cutting out 
of these tight trousers Is no easy mat 
ter, for they have several gores on 
the inside of the thigh and are con­
trived so they are flexible, however 
tight, and do not hinder the wearer 
from sitting cross-legged. With the 
trousers, which are tight at the waist, 
are worn the cholee bodice, the koor 
tun or shirt and the doopatta or scarf 
in full dress the Mohammedan lady 
wears the peshwaz or Persian robe, in 
which dancing women usually per­
form. It has long tight sleeves, a 
tight body crossed In front and a very- 
voluminous muslin skirt, the most 
fashionable amplitude being about 
forty or even sixty yards In clrcumfep 
ence.

Costume of Hindoo Male*
To every male Hindoo In nil parts 

of India alike tha dhotee Is an indis­
pensable garment. Should he even 
wear drawers or trousers he would 
have a d.iotee, large or small, under 
neatu. The dhotee Is a single piece of 
cloth from two and a half to three and 
a half yarda long by two to three feet 
broad, with ornamented ends and bor 
tiers. It Is put on precisely like the 
saree, but Is generally worn In u sin­
gle fold only around the waist The 
plaited folds In front are made like 
those o f the saree, and If passed be 
tween the legg and tucked Into the 
wal»t behind the dhotee become a 
pair of drawers, as It were, reaching 
to the knee or even below It as may 
he desired. Dhotees are woven In 
palra and while one piece is worn as 
already described the other Is thrown 
jver the head and shoulders or passed 
across the chest only like a shepherd's 
plaid. The attire of a Brahmin with 
a shaven head and the upper nnd low­
er dhotee resembles In many respect* 
that of a Greek statue.
