Cooking W ithout Fire.
F ireless dinners are made in vessels 

nameu Norwegian kitchens, which are 
an idea imported from the peasants, 
o f Norway. The kitchen is a box with 
an interior packing o f fe lt or other 
non-conducting material, into which a 
heated saucepan with side handles is 
set, after first being put upon the fire 
thoroughly to-boil. The lid o f the pan 
or pans, for two or three may be set 
one upon another, must be fitted firm ly 
so that no steam can escape when the 
transfer o f the saucepan Is made from 
the fire to the cooking box; an inner 
padded cover to the Norwegian kitch­
en prevents any waste o f heat, just aa 
the inner icebox cover prevents the 
escape o f cold air. The peaaanta in 
Norway and Sweden start their food 
cooking at their earliest rising, wind 
many bands o f hay around, and pile 
hay on top until it is fairly burled. 
When noon time comes dinner is ready 
and is eaten fn the fields with their 
buckwheat breads and home-made 
liquors.

speeches of emperors, kings aad presi­
dents are composed by their ministers, 
or, at least, the material la furnished 
by them. This ia the case with every 
aovereiga la Europe except Wilhelm of 
Germany, who, like Mr. Rooeevelt, 
never Allows anybody to put words In­
to his mouth, although he often has 
several accomplished gentlemen to col­
lect facta and atatlstlcs for him. The 
messages of the presidents are usually 
composites constructed by the several 
cabinet officers. Mr. Adee, second as­
sistant secretary of state, has written 
the foreign affaire of the President’s 
message every year for a quarter of a 
century until last year, and his copy 
has been usually accepted with very 
few  changes. Last year It went Into 
the waste basket, although, no doubt, 
the President got many good ideas 
from It. Ordinarily, the secretary of 
the treasury prepares that part of the 
message which relates to the finances, 
the postmaBler general that which re­
fers to postal affairs, the secretary of 
agriculture that which relates to the 
condition of the crops and the products 
of the country, and the rest of the 
cabinet furnish contributions about the 
matters which come under their Juris­
dictions, but that plan was abandoned 
when the present occupant o f the 
White House sent his first message to 
Congress in December, 1901.

growth. An Irregular mass o f pith Is 
In the center, which In lim e growa less 
and ultimately disappears Outside 
this are a sheath and a layer o f hard 
cellular tissue, which from the very 
first presents a radiating structure, 
the beginning o f the medullary rays, 
by carpenters the silver grain Out­
side this again Is a layer o f cambium, 
the growth for new wood.

closing days of July, the comp­
troller of the currency reported 
that l(r i *banka in the United 
States had closed their doors 
ghtce the beginning of the year. 
The name of that official was 
James H. Eckols. The name of 
the president was Grover Cleve­
land. It was the tint year of 
hi* second term. The demo­
crats were in control of the en­
tire government of the United 
States.
