W ilson and tho  sc ien tis ts  a t th e  De­
p artm en t of A griculture w ho are  now 
devoting most of th e ir  tim e to  th e  co t­
to n  producing Industry , a re  c o n tin ­
u in g  to  receive Inform ation of a vast 
Increase of cotton  acreage of the  South 
a* a consequence of th e  high prices 
w hich have been paid for th e  present 
crop. Texas, It seem s. Is show ing a 
g rea te r  acreage Increase than  any o th ­
er S tate , and tho inform al Ion is re ­
ceived w ith d ism ay by the d ep artm en t, 
because of the  experim ents th a t a re  
being  undertaken  the re  to  comlrat th e  
ravages of tbe boll weevil.

T o  tho  as to n ish m en t of th e  d e p a r t­
m e n t even tho section* which w ere 
w orst ravaged by th e  weevil last year 
a re  reporting  enorm ou* increases 

Dr. Galloway says th a t  he sincerely 
hope* th a t th e  Texas fa rm ers  will not 
cu rta il th e ir  g ra in  am i a lfa lfa  acreage 
In order to  g e l rich  on co tton . He 
hopes th a t  the  norm al ac reag e  will be

better cu ltivated  and th a t  no backw ard 
step  in d iversification w ill he taken  
by a single fa rm er D iversification la 
one of th e  greatest lesson* w hich th e  
departm en t intend* to  dem o n stra te  to  
the farm ers th is  year, and g rea ter cot­
ton acreage can only in te rfe re  w ith th e  
p lans of the G overnm ent w ithout doing 
any good w hatever.

If th e  ac reage  of the average of 1903 
H cu ltiva ted  to  the best advan tage azvd 
according to  th e  p lan s which we a re  
try ing  to  set the  Texas farm ers to  
adopt, th e re  will bo co tton  enough to  
go around, and probably a m illion or 
tw o hales m ore  th an  the S tate  ever 
produced before, th e  boll weevil to  th e  
contrary’, no tw ith stand ing , said Dr. 
Galloway.

N evertheless, th e re  seem s to  be no 
way for th e  departm en t to  stem  th e  
tld s  of exchanging eotton  acreage In 
all th e  cotton  Slate*.
