TORPEDOES ARE NOT NEW.
Chinese Used the Explosive
8ix Hundred Years Ago.
The torpedo {s not a modern inven-
tion, as the majority of people sup-
pose. It, like many other devices of
which civilized nations boast, is hoary
with age. The invention of gunpow-
der by the Chinese centyries
ago, commonly att-ibuted to the Con-
fucians, has been disputed, and the
credit for the discovery has been giv-
en by various authorities to the
Greeks or Romans
Combustibles like naphtha, to which
class Greek fire belongs, were in use
in the armies of the Califs, and were
confounded with explosives. Marcus
(Graecus seems to have had a recipe
for making gunpowder from saltpeter,
coal and sulphur, and his career has
been placed as early as the ninth cen-
tury; but it would be more correct
to place his life in the middle of the
thirteenth, A critical sifting of the
evidence leads to the conclu-
sion that saltpeter was first known in
China, but not before the middle of
the twelfth century.

Venezuelans Care Little for Comforts
in Their Home.

A recently published book on Vene-
zuela says: “Not only the poorer class
of peasants but men of means owning
large cattle hatos or coffee plantations
ar? content to live in a miserable
manner. A rough table, a bench, a few
plates, perhaps a glass, the hammocks
of the family—that is the entire furni-
ture of the home of @ man like Medi-
na, who owns more property than any
one else at La Prislon. Not a single
person at this settlement could read
or write. Once every two or three
months a sort of traveling scribe visits
the place and stays for a few weeks
answering letters and arranging ac-
counts. During his absence notes of
the transactions between Medina ana
his peons are kept by a system of sym-
bols peculiar to the place. | was much
puzzled during my first visit by the
coal marks which disfigured the posts
of the house. These consisted mostly
of long and short bars and other irreg-
ular characters. By degrees | managed
to master the significations of most of
these symbols. BEach post was devoted
to a peon—was in fact his pass book.
A long bar meant a day’'s work, a short
one half a day; the other strange char-
acters represented the coffee, beans,
salt and other necessaries with which
he was charged.”

THE RAILWAYS OF EUROPE.
Rates Moderate All
Continent.

Most European railways carry three
classes of passengers, and those of
Prussia and Saxony carry four. In
Wurtemberg you can buy a ticket
good for fifteen days, which is a
general pass over the railways of
that kingdom. A third-class ticket of
this kind costs about $5. which makes
traveling very cheap indeed, for with
it a passenger can ride as often as
he ‘likes, stop where he likes, or
travel continuously if he likes, within
the fifteen-day limit. In Switzerland,
where the main lines of travel have
recently come into the hands of the
government, a similar pass is issued.
A passenger desiring one of the tick-
ets has to have his photograph affixed
to it to {dentify bhim and prevent
transfer., A fifteen-day ticket, third-
class, costs something over $5.25, but
it will take you practically all over
Bwitzerland.
