Dallas. June 9.—The Dallas 
Mews this morning publishes tha fol­
lowing summary of a detailed crop 
report covering the entire State:

Reports of an average date June 2 
from 62 correspondents of The News 
In East Texas, 112 in North Texas, 56 
In Southwest Texas, 112 in Central 
Texas and 18 in the Panhandle and 
West Texas, s total of 416 correspond­
ents In the State, indicate that the 
aerage In cotton has been increased 
over that of 1903 as follows:
East Texas .................. 1.8 per cent
North Texas ..................  9 per cent
Coast district ................11.3 per cent
Southwest T e x a s ............. 8 per cent
Central T exa s ................ 11.7 per cent
Panhandle A West Tex..G2 per cent 
For the S ta te ...............  9.32 per cent

The crop In the Coast district Is 
generally earlier than last year. In 
the remainder of tbe State tbe status 
varies, probably averaging wi*h last 
year In advancement. Taking the 
State as a whole the crop Is in good 
condition, except that boll weevils are 
reported numerous In the counties in­
fested by them last year and previous­
ly.

The high price reached by cotton 
during the past season is largely re­
sponsible for the increase. Other 
causes contributing to the swelling 
cool nights but with the warm weather 
o f the past fortnight there has been 
great Improvement. The reports in­
dicate that the crop in the coast dis 
trlct Is almost uniformly in good condi­
tion and some earlier than last year. 
In other portions of the State the 
status of the plant is variable, some 
crops being considerably earlier and 
some a little later than last year. This 
variation is doubtless due to local 
rains and the consequent difficulty In 
some sections in getting a Btand. Cor­
respondents in extreme Southwest 
Texas and the adjacent portions of the 
coast district report an unusually 
large acreage of cotton growing from 
last year's stubble. The bolls on this 
cotton began opening several days 
ago. and the early appearance of the 
"first bale” may be looked for. * 
of the acreage were the partial or to­
tal failure of the small grain crops, 
which in a good many Instances were 
plowed up and the land planted to cot­
ton. The reports indicate a wide di­
versity of ideas among farmers as to 
what policy should be pursued. In

portions at Um  region Infested 

with boll weevils, tka acreage was re­
duced, while la others it was largely 
Increased. In that region, as wall as
In nan-infested territory, the acreage 
was Increased la soma communities, 
while In adjoining communities It was 
reduced. In some sections of the Bras­
ov Valley, land which has told oat 
since.the overflow has been planted 
in cotton; In other sections more land 
has been turned out. Almost the larg­
est percentage of increase occurs in 
the Coast region, where the boll wee- 
vlll first appeared, and the largest po­
tential Increase is in Central Texas, 
much of which territory has been in­
fested.

Taking the State as a whole the 
crop has been retarded in growth by

Taken as a whole, the present con­
dition of tbe cotton crop of the State
may be said to be good. However, 
In very nearly every county which was 
Infested by the boll weevil last year 
the pest is reported to be again pres­
ent, and In most Instances to be more 
numerous than before. Some damage 
is already reported, and In a few coun­
ties the crop is already reported a 
failure. In tho majority of the coun­
ties, however, the plant is not suffi­
ciently advanced to receive attention 
by the weevil. Paris green is being 
used to a considerable extent in fight­
ing the insect, and in some Instances 
success to reported, while In others 
the results seem to have been unsatis­
factory.

The acreage of corn planted In Tex­
as appears to be slightly larger than 
last year, and. generally larger than 
last year, and generally speaking, the 
condition is good.

Harvesting and thrashing is now in 
progress. The production of the 
cereals will be very much short of 
last year. Truck and fruit crops as a 
rule have been good or are promising. 
The State made large crops of pota­
toes and onions, which were sold at 
satisfactory prices. An unusually large 
acreage is being planted In mllo maize 
sorghum, Kaffir corn and other forage 
crops in Western Texas, and moro 
than usual In other portions of tho 
Etate. Alfalfa has been planted In 
many places In the State and Is al­
most iftiiformly reported to be making 
good crops. In North Texas It is'ready 
for a vecond cutting, while in extreme 
Southern Texas the third cutting Is at 
hand.

FIGHTING IS FIERCE.
New York, June 8.—The Journal 

says this morning: A report is cur­
rent here that the Japanese have cap­
tured Port Arthur after a desperate 
assault all along the line. In whtch 
after fierce fighting, they lost more 
than 10,000 men. The report can not 
be traced to any authoritatlye source 
and is not credited.

Other and more reliable reports 
have reached here, however, which 
tell of hard fighting about Port Ar­
thur, both on land and at sea. The 
Russian squadron. It Is said, made an 
attempt to break through the Japanece 
blockadelng fleet. They were discov­
ered by the Japanese scout boats and 
found Togo's battle line ready for 
them. After the exchange of shots at 
long range the Russian Admiral 
thought better of It and returned to 
the shelter of the harbor. The Jap­

anese torpedo boat flotilla made a 
determined effort to get to the Russian 
ships, but so far as the reports reach­
ing here go. were not successful, and 
little damage was dane on either side.

On the land it is reported the Jap­
anese made a desperate attack on the 
Keek Wane forts on the east of the 
railroad and Just outside the main de- 

|fensea of Port Arthur Itself. The re­
sult of the attack is not known, but 
It is known here that not only Is the 
position, which is regarded as in a 
measure the key to the last line of 
defenses outsido the fortress Itself, 
defended by tbe guns placed there be­
fore the outbreak of hostilities, but 
a number of naval guns have been 
added to the defense.

If the Japanese have actually taken 
this position it must have been at a 
great sacrifice of men.

Chefoo: An impression prevails
here that a naval battle took place 
In the gulf of Pe Chi Li. Passengers 
on steamers passing the Liao Tleshan 
promontory at the time did not hear 
any firing, while reports come from 
Teng Chow of heavy firing being heard 
there from 11 o'cloak to 2 o'clock 
Tuesday morning. Vessels from the 
Miao Tao Islands confirm this report, 
and so do the residents of hills in the 
vicinity of this city, who heard the 
firing and saw flashes out at sea dur­

ing the night.
The fact that the Russians were en­

deavoring on June 4 to clear the road­
steads off Port Arthur of mines indi­
cates an intention upon their part to 
givo battle outside the harbor upon 
the first favorable opportunity.

A Japanese report from Talienwan 
says there is a persistent rumor there 
that the battleship Y’ashima struck a 
mine off that port recently and was 
sunk. Chinese arrivals from Talien­
wan are unable to confirm the story.

Claims Self-Defense.
Rryan: L. M. Wilhite, a blacksmith, 

27 years old, was lodged In Jail here 
charged with the killing of a young 
farmer named Jesse Hal tom. a son 
of Mr. and Mrs. L. M. Haltom of 
Benchley, at that place Tuesday aft­
ernoon about 3 o'clock. Wilhite sur­
rendered to the officers about a mile 
from the scene some two hours later. 
When seen Tuesday night he said he 
had no statement to make; that he 
acted in self-defense.

Delaware Bays Gray.
Dover, Del.: Contrary to the ex­

pressed wish of Judge Gray, the Dem­
ocratic Delaware State convention by 
unanimous vote has instructed Its 
delegates to the St. Louis convention 
to present the name of Judge Gray to 
the convention as the choice of 
the Delaware Democrats for President, 
and to work for his nomination. This 
action was taken after one of the 
most stormy conventions ever held in 
tbe State.

8ix Were Drowned.

The men accompanied him to the 
camp of the general and he was made 
a prisoner. Geronlmo says he thinks 
It was In Arizona, the territory of hts 
birth. Anyway, he says It was up In 
the mountains.

The tribal relations of hie Apaches 
have been dissolved, and they no long­
er look upon Geronlmo as their chief 
They consider him a childish old man. 
who Is too senile to advise them.—
