Bending with 
the grace of a flower swayed by the 
wind, tripping to the poetic rytbm of 
thenoogsof birds and aiukliug while 
her heart was tortured by the advance 
of a deadly malady.

L ittle  Klm i bad become the fad of 
the very rich and the very swagger, 
for though scarcely more than a child, 
hhe bod been sent to America as the 
representative actress of Japan, A t 
the St. Louis Exposition she won merit­
ed popularity, for it could be seen that 
her whole soul was in her art and that 
she was a true artist. Her father, 
Morita, now dead, was the oldest the­
atrical manager In the kingdom of ba­
bies and chrysanthemums.

He was at the head of his caste and 
it was his life's ambition that one of hie 
children become famous. Kunya was 
the oldest, but she did not develop the 
genius the father demanded. Kind 
was taught to dance at the age of four 
years and in her the aging parent saw 
that his ambitions would be realized. 
The greatest masters were obtained to 
train the tiny child Id the art* and 
mysteries of the dance. In Japan only 
those of the caste can become actors 
and win recognition, and only those of 
the caste can learn the forbidden se­
crets of the dance.

These mysteries are as closely guard­
ed as if they were treasures of untold 
worth. They are learned by the elect 
bit by bit, and little by little, according 
to the akill of the novitiate.

mm tot the la-

of tta  Far knatera war vaa made 
known la 01. Petersburg teacnlght. but • 
only in the foregoing elgLt word# 
from Gen. Knropatkln to Emperor 
Nicholas. This brief message was 
flan* about tbe streets in newspaper 
extras and it was passed from mouth 
to mouth. Tw o thoughts formed in­
stantly in the minds of every one and 
two words wefe.on every lip— "Surren­
der, peace"—  the former dreaded, the 
latter hoped for.

Oen. Kuropatkin Is no maker o f 
phrases; bis words never are quoted 
like tbe famous "A ll Is lost save 
honor,”  but his laconic message hides 
more than probably any two other 
sentences In the Hlerature of war.

St. Petersburg knows nothing o f the 
extent o f tbe disaster, not even tbe 
lines o f Oen. Kuropat kin's retreat, 
whether he Is endeavoring to cut his 
way through to safety or whether, M  
many pessimists believe, he has taken 
to the mountains. I f  he has fled Into 
the mountains he will Invttcably be 
hemmed In and starved Into surrender.

The dlsaptch from Oen. Kuropatkin 
has been studied and from the words: 
“ All our armies" optimists draw the 
conclusion that the bulk of the Rus­
sian forces got away clear, the Com­
mander In Chief sacrificing however, 
the devoted rear guard, which flung 
Itself as a prey to the Japanese, who 
were closing In on their trail, and sac­
rificing on either hand the greater 
part of his heavy artillery especially 
the siege guns and enromous quanti­
ties of supplies
