The May Day Celebrations May Run
into Blood and M

8t Petersburg, April 15.~Develop
ments all point 10 & crisis in the pres
ent agitation among the workmen of
the cities and the peasants in the
country on May day, and appeals are
pouring in from all quarters of Russia
for military protection.

8t. Petersburg workmen are prepar-
ing a great demonstration. Arms and
bombs in large gquantities have been
smuggled in and bloodshed on a large
scale is feared. "

Wealthy persons, who ordinarily go
to their villas on the islands of Neva
or to the neighboring country places
are this year going abroad. The gov-
ernment has taken few special meas
ures to meet the sitvation, evidertly
relylng on the troops and police to
guard the capital. The latter are ex-
tremely active. All prominent agita-
tors are being arrested or have al
ready been sent back to the villages
from which the originated. The pris-
ons are filled to overflowing.

There have been fresh disputes be-
tween the workmen and the managers
of the Putiloff and Nevski iron works
and between the employes and man
agement of the government cartridge
factory. At the latter place the men
refuse to continue to donate any por-
tion of their pay to assist in the sup
port of the families of soldiers at the
front, claiming the money is being
used to prosecute the war, to which
they are opposed.

News received from the interior is
alarming, especially from the Baltic
provinces, where the entire population
is In a stafe of Intense excitement
The citles are being flooded with a
revolutionary proclamation calling on
the people to rise on May day. The
criminal classes are taking advantage
of the situation to pillage and plunder,
while in the country the landlords are
powerless to cope with the peasants
and demand the stationing of troops
at every station.

FOR VIOLATING ANTLTRUST LAW

Prominent Citizens of Fort Worth Are
Indicted.

Fort Worth: The grand jury of the
Seventeenth distriet court impaneled
some days ago, with W. G. Newby, as
foreman, this afterncon returned six
indictments for felonles and un. for
misdemeanors, X

Among the indietments were two
each against E. H. Keiler, R. W. Ar
ford and John Bond, and ono against
George Gauze, officers and stockhoia-
ers of the Citizens' Ice Company, for
the atleged violation of the Texas
anti-trust law. The persons mention-
ed are active in the management .of
what is known as the Citizens’' Ice
Company, doing a retall ice business
in the city. ’

The indictments are the result of
an investigation begun some days ago
in Justice John L. Terrell's court on
compalint of County Attorney Jeff D.
MclLean. About fourteen witnesses
were examined, theilr evidence being
taken down before Jusilce Terrell

Thepenalty of the violation of the
anti-trust law is confinement in the
penitentiary for a period of years not
less than two and not more than ten.
It provides also for the forfelture of
the charter and for a penalty of $50
per day during the violation of the
act.

County Attorney McLean declined
