Relies Found In Irish Bog.
In teresting finds have been made In 

tbe Stokestown, County Roscommon.

W hat 
is supposed to be a gold tray or sal­
ver of great antiquity and of a  rare 
Celtic design, together with a pair 
i t  old duelling pistols, was uaearfhqjL 
ind not far from the spot where thesd 
articles were discovered the tu rf men 
found, some eighteen feet below the 
aurfaoe, a coffin containing a skeleton, 
to which were clinging fragm ents ol 
clothing, evidently of rich material. 
Trom some mouldering m ilitary em­
blems found In the coffin it Is surmised 
that the rem ains are those o f a 
Trench officer of high rank, who must 
tyive died on the m arch from Klllala, 
In the year of the French Invasion. On 
the top of the coffin was a horse pistol.
