The Death of judge Hunt.
Judge Hunt was bora in San Augus­

tine county, Texes, Fsb. 22, 1844, be 
spent his boyhood and youth oo his 
father’s farm. When the war between 
the states broke out he was one of the 
first to cast his fortune with the stars 
and bars. His company was assigned 
to duty iu the first Texas Regiment 
and sent to Virginia and was s part of 
Hoods old brigade and followed Stone­
wall Jackson. That brigade made its 
mark oo every battlefield during the 
four years of conflict. No troops in the 
southern army fought with more cour­
age than Judge Hunt’s regiment. 
When their yell was heard from the 
strong throats o ( the Texas boys the 
enemy knew that work was to be done. 
Judge Hunt served through the war 
with Stonewall Jackson always main­
taining that bold courage that made 
the name cf Jackson s terror to the 
enemy. After tbs war be. Like U 
sands of other southern boys, went 
home to work out his destiny. Foot 
sore and weary he returned with noth­
ing left but that true manhood that 
made him a real confederate soldier. 
Judge Huat was a man of bold open 
disposition that mads him impregna­
ble to an open attack, but was always 
open to the insidious attack of a slick 
sly vtlliaQ. The Bedford Forest Camp 
of U. C. V. passed the follow lug 
lutioos:

Whereas, according to the unknown 
laws of nature our oomrade and brother 
has left us here and crossed the dark
river.

Therefore resolved, that in his de­
parture we have suffered a loss that we 
can t replace, that in our meetings 
there will he aa empty shale aad a
vacant seal that no one else can fill. 
But we have the memory of his manly 
life, in peace or war left us, which we 
will keep and cherish until we have to 
go. The muster roll of the First Texas 
gives a brand of nobility that is a pass­
port to all that is good in this life and 
the life to corns.

Fort Worth A Denver Change of Tram lor 
Winter i* announced.

After October 14, under a readjust­
ment of the schedules for the winter 
season, the Fort Worth A Denver City 
railroad trains Nos 7 and 8 will be 
operated between Fort Worth and Dal- 
hart, Texas, only, instead of being 
carried through to Denver as here-to- 
fore. Under these new condition these 
trains will operate Pullman sleepers 
between Ft. Worth and Amarillo, 
maintaining close connection with the 
Fecos Valiev Railroad aod other lines 
connecting at that point and Interme­
diate junctions.

This service in being established 
through to Dalbart is eighty miles 
greater than has been afforded during 
previous winter seasons, but Is at pres­
ent justified through the immense in­
crease in the local as well as through 
travel to the Dal hart A mart I lo oountry 
by the Influx of homeaeekers and pros­
pectors.

It is the policy of the Denver road 
to facilitate the further growth of that 
section of the country aa much as pos­
sible by giving the bomeeeeker aod 
prospector an excellent train service 
to Dalbart, which connects with the 
Hock Island for points east and west.

It also gives Dalbart somewhat of a 
precedent as a growing city. The dis­
tance from Ft Worth to Amarillo, the 
terminus of this train In former winter 
seasons, is 336 wiles and from Ft Worth 
to Dalbart the present terminus of the 
run, is 416 miles.

PORTALES, the county seat of Roosevelt 

* county is a town of 1200 or 1500 inhabits 
near the center of the county, and in the he a 
of the famous Inland Valley. All lines «f 
business common to a live western town 
found here. We have several general 
chandise and three drug stores, three coal aad 
grain stores, two good, strong banks, 3 livefy 
stables, local and longdistance telephones and 
a good public school building. Our school fa 
conducted by a corps of seven excellent teach­
ers and runs about nine months each yea*. 
We have just completed a splendid stone court 
house and are now at work on a good stode 
jail and arranging to commence a $25,000.00 
school building which is urgently demanded 
by our rapidly developing town and county.

IN L A N D  V A L L E Y
Is a broad valley about 100 feet lower then 

the surrounding plains country and is from 
six to twelve miles wide by forty to fifty miles 
in length.

Water of excellent quality and in inexhaus­
tible quantity is found throughout this valley 
at from six to forty feet deep.
