On the
Simpson farm the group observed
permanent pasture. They were
greatly impressed wilh the in-
tensity with which Simpson is
farming his 65-acre place. The
Jumbo farmer manages to include
legumes on every acre of his farm
sometime during the year and has
maintained a high level of over-
all production. He milks about 20
cows which feed on a permanent
pasture of grain sorghums and
high-yielding sileage crops. All of
the milk is marketed.

At noon the party stopped at
the Jumbo Community Center
where they were treated to a
barbeque dinner by members of
the Jumbo Rural Neighborhood
Progress Club. Members of the
club had been up all of Sunday|
night  preparing the * barbeque.

Rain Improves
Wheat Prospects

Wheat prospects in  Castro
county were improved somewhat
by recent rains, especially i the
eastern part of the county, al-
though the general outlook for
the crop is certainly not encourag-
ing, County Agent Charlie Hud-
son reported this week.

Of some 134,000 acres seeded to
wheat last fall, which is the coun-
ty allotment, at least a third has
been abandornted, plowed up, or so
heavily chisled that little or no
prospects remain for a harvest on
this particular acreage.

Hudson estimated that from
30,000 to 40,000 acres are under
irrigation, and barring hail or
other storm damage, should yield
approximately 28 to 30 bushels
per acre. Of the remaining ac-
reage, additional rains, immediat-
ely wouldimproveprospects. How-
ever, under existing conditions at
least half of this acreage will
probably be abandoned without an
attempt being made to harvest
it

t

Dry land wheat in the county
likely will average over five or
six bushels per acre, the county
agent concluded.

CONTRACT PRECAUTIONS
OUTLINED

Since contracts may be enter-
ed into quite informally, many
people fall into seriouss difficul-
ties by binding themselves to ag-
reements which they do not fully
understand. It is very easy for
the unwary individual to obligate
himself beyond his intent or ab-
ility to perform, and thereby in-
vite litigation and consequent
judgment of forced performances
or damages in favor of the other
party or contract.

Contracts are absolutely essen-
tial to the functioning of modern
business. In order to plan for the
future—to set up a business, in-
sure a steady supply of neces-
sary materials and goods, set a
price and delivery date on what
we have to sell, etc—we know
that the courts will, if neces-
sary, - enforce the contracts we
make with others.

Only a minute percemtage of
the millions of contracts annually
made find their way to the courts.
But by seeing that the exception-
al cases which reacses litigation
is settled justly, the courts make
it possible for the remaining mul-
itude of transactions to be con-
ducted with a mimimum of fric-
tion.

How can we minimize the poss-
ibilities of litigation over our
contracts? How can we protect
ourselves in the event we should
later wind up in court?

questions. Justice demands that
we be held to the letter of our
lawful contracts, lest the other
party by damaged by our failure.
Knowing this, we should apply a
few common sense rules in our
dealings with otsers.

First, let's take a look at the
ordinary verbal agreement. Any
terms about which you do not
reach a specific agreement will
probably be supplied by the cus-
toms of the particular business, or
by a pattern set up by your prev-
ious dealings with the other par-
ty. Do you understand those cus-
toms? Do you want this contract
to be carried out just like last
time? If not, talk it over. Have
a clear conception of your obli-
gations and the other party’s dut-
ies. And be sure that he, too, un-
derstands fully.

If you have doubts comcerning
the integrity of the other party,
why deal with him at all? If you
feel compelled to deal with him
in spite of doubts, try to complete
vour oral agreement in the pres-
ence of other, disinterested per-
s. Their version of the terms
y be helpful later.

in the courthouse. Human mem-
ories are faulty, and we have dif-
ficulty recalling the exact words
spoken six months, or even six

signed by both parties at the time
or even a simple exchange of let-
ters assenting to the material
terms, may prevent trouble.
‘When executing a written comn-
tract without benefit of legal
counsel, take time to read and
understand every word, even at
the risk of being considered dull.
Read especially the fine print,
or regulations printed on the back
forming a part of the contract.
Be wary when the other party
offers a verbal explanation which
seems at variance with the print-
ed terms. When you get to court,
you will probably find that the
printed word means just what it
says, and that the contradictory
oral explanation will not be ad-
mitted as evidence.

Contest Closes June 30

The government now has more
than 1,300,000,000 pounds of dairy
products in storage. These sur-
pluses were acquired by support-
ing dairy prices at 90 percent of
parity.

The solution lies not with gov-
ernment or its officials but with
millions of Americans who -can
and should drink an extra glass
or two of milk each week and eat
a few additional pieces of butter.
I am ryuired by law to fix
dairy supports at a point between
75 and 90 percent of parity and
at the same time, assure an ade-
quate supply. In view of the large
surpluses and a production rate
axceeding consumption, the Soiic-
tor of the Department of Agri-
culture ruled I would have to set
the supports for the coming year
at 75 percent.

There has been some complaint
that under the President’s new
farm program, the reduction in
dairy supports should have been
gradual. Actually the President
proposed zradual changes in mov-
ing basic commodities from rigid
to flexible supports and from old
to modernized parity. There was
no such recommendation on dairy
products, which were -already on
a flexible basis.

The basic commodities are stor-
able and subject to production
control. Dairy produets are per-
ishable and are the only such
commodity with mandatory sup-
ports on which there are no pro-
duction controls.

It appears that dairy supports
were cut 15 poimts. The actual
cut is 12 and 9 points. Because
of wider marketing margins last
vear, 90 percent supports reflect-
ed 87 percent of parity to the
farmer on butterfat and only 84
percent on manfactured milk. As
I understand the law, the full 75

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WASHINGTON NEWSLETTER

There are many able
members of that Association who
could do an outstanding job, but
that does not mean that there
are not plenty of good lawyers
in the United Statets who are
not leading figures in the Ameri-
can Bar Association, who could
do a wonderful job of investigat-
ing this situation here in Wash-
ington. In fact, I have often said
that a good West Texas county or
district attorney, with a - good
West Texas grand jury, could
probably get more facts in short-
er time than has been the case
int the past. I know a number of
good justice of the peace lawyers
that could really make this thing
sizzle, if it's the truth they want
the facts. A good justice of the
peace and a couple of good coun-
ty seat lawyers can get more
facts and more truth in less time
than many an investigating com-
mittee.

Speaking of investigations, I
made a little private one of my
own to find out how many organ-
izations listed as subversive by
the Attorney General and the Un-
American Activities Committee,
were enjoying second class mail
permits. (The second class of mail
is that class of mail that has nev-
er paid its own way. The tax-
