THE STORM'S WRATH

Fearful Htvn‘ Wrought By a Fierce |

Tropical Storm,

Havana, October 20.-~-The cyclone
which began here Wednesday after-
noon reached its full fury on Thurs
day morning. The greatest damagé
occurred in the harbor along the
docks. A number of smaller craft and
lghters were sunk and some small
houses were blown down., The total
number of deaths was twenty, all
Cubsns of the poorer class. There
are a number of sallors among the
dead. Several score of longshoremen
and sallors were injured.
