Since the retirement of Gov­
ernor Hagrerman, J. W. Raynolds, 
secretary of the territory, “has 
been placed prominently in the 
public eye. Until the arrival of 
the new governor, Mr. Raynolds 
will have the duties of both, the 
office o f governor and secretary 
to look after. It is said he will 
devote his time in the forenoon 
to the office of secretary and in 
the afternoon to the office of gov­
ernor. The Santa Fe New Mex­
ican published a sketch of Mr. 
Raynolds as follows:

“ Acting Governor James Wal­
lace Raynolds is k westerner by 
birth and the son of parents who 
are pioneers of the Southwest. 
He was born on March 2J, 1873, 
at Pueblo, Colorado, then a town 
which gave little promise of its 
future greatness. Three years 
later the Raynolds family re­
moved to Las Vegas, where Mr. 
Raynolds attended the public 
schools. Later he attended the 
schools of Canton, Ohio, the 
birthplace of his father, who was 
a close friend and neighbor of the 
martyred President William Mc­
Kinley. From Canton, the young 
man went to Boston and there 
graduated from the Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology 
with the degree of M. E. In De- 
cemlier of the same year he was 
united in marriage to Miss 
Brownie Baum, of Omaha, a un­
ion which has resulted very hap­
pily and has been blessed with 
three sturdy boys. Mrs. Ray­
nolds is deservedly esteemed and 
popular in local society circles in 
which she is a leader. When 
George H. Wallace was appointed 
secretary of the territory in 1897, 
Mr. Raynolds, although a very 
young man, was summoned to 
Santa Fe to assist in placing the 
office of the secretary of the ter­
ritory on a business basis. After 
successfully accomplishing the 
task he returned to Las Vegas, 
where he accepted a position in 
the First National bank. In 
April, 1901, upon the death of 
Territorial Secretary Wallace, 
Mr. Raynolds was appointed to 
succeed him, and he has been 
twice re-appointed.”

Since the retirement of Gov­

ernor Hagerman, J. W. Raynolds, 
secretary of the territory, lias 
been placed prominently in the 
public eye. Until the arrival of 
the new governor, Mr. Raynolds 
will have the duties of both, the 
office o f governor and secretary 
to look after. It is said he will 
devote his time in the forenoon 
to the office of secretary and in 
the afternoon to the office of gov­
ernor. The Santa Fe New Mex­
ican published a sketch of Mr. 
Raynolds as follows:

“ Acting Governor James Wal­
lace Raynolds is k westerner by 
birth and the son of parents who 
are pioneers of the Southwest.
He was born on March 23, 1873,✓
at Pueblo, Colorado, then a town 
which gave little promise of its 
future greatness. Three years 
later the Raynolds family re­
moved to Las Vegas, where Mr. 
Raynolds attended the public 
schools. Later he attended the 
schools of Canton, Ohio, the 
birthplace of his father, who was 
a close friend and neighbor of the 
martyred President William Mc­
Kinley. From Canton, the young 
man went to Boston and there 
graduated from the Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology 
with the degree of M. E. In De­
cember of the same year he was 
united in marriage to Miss 
Brownie Baum, of Omaha, a un­
ion which has resulted very hap­
pily and has been blessed with 
three sturdy boys. Mrs. Ray­
nolds is deservedly esteemed and 
popular in local society circles in 
which she is a leader. When 
George H. Wallace was appointed 
secretary of the territory in 1897, 
Mr. Raynolds, although a very 
young man, was summoned to 
Santa Fe to assist in placing the 
office of the secretary of the ter­
ritory on a business basis. After 
successfully accomplishing the 
task he returned to Las Vegas, 
where he accepted a position in 
the First National bank. In 
April, 1901, upon the de.ath of 
Territorial Secretary Wallace, 
Mr. Raynolds was appointed to 
succeed him, and he has been 
twice re-api>ointed.”

L. A. Hughes, who was ap- 
j>ointed territorial treasurer by 
Gov. Hagerman and assumed the 
duties of the office April 20, re­
signed the office again on the re­
tirement of Gov. Hagerman. 
Acting Governor J. W. Raynolds, 
last Saturday, appointed J, H. 
Vaughn, of Santa PAe, to fill the 
position. Mr. Vaughn is cashier 
of the First National bank of 
Santa Fe, has held the office of 
territorial treasurer for eight 
years just previous to Mr. Hughes’ 
occupancy of the office and has a 
good record. — j

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maaSR THE HAGERMAN CASE.
The Santa Fe New Mexican in iu  

issue of last Saturday published a con­
cise statement covering the entire 
transaction between Ex-Governor Ha- 
german and the Pennsylvania Develop­
ment Company. This statement was 
prepared by a well known attorney o f 
Albuquerque, who is not a republican. 
The statement is said to be moderate 
in tone and gives the facta as they 
were, and the legal points connected 
therewith.

This is the transaction that caused 
the retirement of Mr. Ilagerman from 
the office of governor, and that the 
readers of the Times may have a com­
plete connected story of the affair we 
print the statement with a few gpnim- 
portanl paragraphs omitted.as follows: 

The Pennsylvania Development Com­
pany entered into a contract with the 

i Board of Public Lands for the pur­
chase at S3 an acre of all the land 
owned by the Territory in two certain 
townships; amounting in all to about 
11.206 acres. They further agreed not 
to enter .upon the land or cut timber 
from it until it was paid for and the 
deeds delivered. Twelve entries of 
160 acres each were made and the pur­
chase price to-wit the sura of $5,760 
paid and deeds were executed for the 
same. These deeds were not, how­
ever, delivered, but held by the Board 
of Public Lands as security for the 
faithful performance on the part of the 
Pennsylvania Development Company 
of the balance of their contract. Af­
terwards twenty-three other entries 
were made of 160 acres each, a part 
oayment on the purchase price was 
made and the balance of the purchase 
price, which was in all $11,040, was 
represented b y notes; tweuty-three 
deeds were made out and perfected 
with the exception of the seals. These 
deeds were not delivered, but were 
held with the other twelve deeds as 
security for the notes and for the 
faithful performance on the part of the 
Pennsylvania Development Company 
of t h e  balance of their contract, 
which required the entry of about 5,- 
600 acres in addition and their pay­
ment at $3 per sere. The Board of 
Public Lands under which this con­
tract was made was legislated out of 
existence in 1905—the Governor of the 
Territory had been at the head of the 
Itoard. The legislature in 1905 consti­
tuted . a Territorial Land Office and 
made its executive officer the commis­
sioner of public lands and Mr. A. 
Keen was appointed as such commis­
sioner. He was specifically made the 
custodian of all the records of the old 
board, including, of course, the seal, 
and was specifically authorized to en­
force the contracts entered into by the 
old board. Under the law he was the 
only person who could use the seal of 
the old board or who had the right to 
carry out their contracts and agree­
ments.

Such was the condition of affairs 
when Governor Hagerman was ap­
pointed. The Pemwylvania Develop­
ment Company approached Mr. Keen 
and offered to pay their notes pro­
vided the thirty-five deeds were deliv-_ 
ered to them. They were told that 
the deeds were held as security not 
only for the payment of the notes, but 
for the faithful performance of their 
agreement; that they must file appli­
cations for the balance of the lands 
belonging to the Territory in the two 
townships. This the company was un­
willing to do as the balance of the 
land in those townships were not, in 
their judgment worth anything. Mr. 
Keen told them that they must comply 
with the terms of their agreement and 
take the poor land with the good land. 
This they were unwilling to do.

At this point the United States gov 
ernment through the interior depart­
ment entered the field of controversy 

' and intioduced an entirely new factor 
which was, that the law contemplated 
the sale of lands to indivuals not to 
exceed 160 acres to each person and 
that individual applications where it 
was the purpose of securing a larger 
quantity of land for any individual or 
corporation must be rejected as a man­
ifest violation of the law and a fraud 
upon the government. This interfer­
ence came about in this way: In 1904 
Holt and bis associates made appllca- 

■ tton for a quantity of land. The ap­
plications were received and favorably 
adtod upon and the land selected and 
nothing remained to be done but to de-

' & &  ' ■K.yv.
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liver the deeds upon the peyment of 
the agreed price. This contract was 
made under the Otero administration. 
Early in 1966 Mr. Holt went to Santa. 
Fe with the money for the land and 
asked tor the deeds. It happened that 
at that time there was in Santa Fe a 
special officer of the interior depart­
ment. Mr. Keen went to him and 
talked over the Holt transaction and 
the officer expressed the opinion that 
the transaction was a violation of the 
law and advised Mr. Keen not to de­
liver the deeds. Mr. Keen informed 
Mr. Holt that he could not complete 
the transaction. Mr. Holt was quite 
indignant, declsring that the transac­
tion was a complete one and Mr. 
Keen was merely called upon to per­
form a ministerial act. Mr. Holt then 
appealed to Governor Hagerman and 
perhaps because he did not specially 
interest the Governor that individual 
concurred with the decission of Mr. 
Keen and Mr. Holt very much to his 
annoyance was obliged to go without 
the deeds.

Afterwards a special agent of the 
interior department was sent out to 
investigate and he made an elaborate 
report of the Holt transaction and de­
cided that it was a gross violation of 
the law and recommended that it be 
not carried out. This report was made 
in March, 1906, and was transmitted 
by the Secretary of the Interior to 
Congress where t h e  report w as  
printed. The following month the 
same special agent made a report on 
the Pennsylvania Development Com­
pany transaction and came to  the 
same conclusion and advised Mr. 
Keen not to deliver the deeds relating 
to it. This report was also transmit­
ted to Congress. Governor Hager- 
ru&n was well aware of the acts of 
this special agent and his reports and 
knew that the Interior Department 
looked upon the transaction as viola­
tion of the law. Hprfever, in an in­
terview in a Roswell paper after the 
meeting of the last legislature be ap­
peared to give the information that he 
had delivered the deeds to Mr. Hope- 
well only after he had been instructed 
to do so by the President and Secre­
tary of the Interior. It is not difficult 
to understand the indignation felt by 
both President Itoosevelt and Secre­
tary Garfield when they read that in­
terview and the extreme difficulty ex­
perienced by Governor Hagerman in 
his attempts to explain.

Fortified by this additional reason 
for refusing to comply with Mr. Hope­
well’s request to deliver the deeds on 
the payment of the notes, Mr. Keen 
could not be moved from the position 
be bad taken.

Mr. Hopewell then appealed to Gov­
ernor Hagerman. The Governor de­
cided that the deeds should be deliv­
ered and made attempts to persuade 
Mr. Keen to deliver them on the pay­
ment of the notes. This Mr. Keen de­
clined to do. So anxious was the Gov­
ernor to accomodate Mr. Hopewell 
that during Mr. Keen’s absence on 
business connected wjgh the office, he 
sent to Mr. Keen’s offioe and asked 
for the deeds and Mr. Keen’s clerk 
delivered tfiem to him under protest. 
He then found that twenty-three of 
the deeds lacked seals. He then sent 
to Mr. Keen’s office, got the seal of 
the old land board (which was no 
longer in existence) and affixed the 
sea) to the documents himself, Mr. 
Keen's clerk refusing to do so because 
he was not authorized to use the seal, 
and deliver the thirty-five deeds to 
Mr. Hopewell upon Mr. Hopewell pay­
ing the amount of the notes.

It will be seen from the above that 
the transaction was very far from be­
ing completed; in fact application had 
been made for only about one-half of 
the lands which the company had 
agreed lo buy; in addition to that ii is 
asserted that the company had also 
violated their agreement by entering 
upon some of the land and cutting 
timber.

There can be no question that Gov­
ernor Hagerman did absolutely wrong 
in going into a man’s office in his ab­
sence and undertaking to transact 
business which the law placed exclu­
sively in that man’s hands, especially 
when he knew that that man had de- 
dined to transact that business on the 
ground that he could not legally de­
liver the deeds simply on the payment 
of the notes.

There can be no question that Gov. 
ernor Hagerman, did absolutely wrong 
in taking a seal which was under the 
law exclusively in Mr. Keen’s posses­
sion and using the same as though he 
belonged to the land board and had 
a right to use the seal when he knew

These conclusions would be true 

even if the transaction was completed' 
as it is said; the consequences of the 
acts are of course more disasterous to 
the Territory because if the deeds are 
allowed to stand, the company will 
have taken the good land at $3 an 
acre and left the Territory with an 
equal amount of land not worth any­
thing.

Governor Hagerman’s friends say 
that even if the acts complained of 
were a little irregular, he obtained no 
personal benefit from the transaction 
and thought he was acting in the best 
interests of the people of tbe Territory 
and under the advice of his attorney 
general.

Mr. Hadden, one of his admirers, 
tells a Pittsburg paper that Governor 
Hagerman knew that tbe transaction 
was fraudulent and he did not want 
to complete it, but wsi compelled to 
do so against his will on account of 
the advice of the attorney general.

Governor Hagerman in his reply to 
the report of the legislative investi­
gating committee said that he did it 
because he felt it to be his Christain 
duty to relieve the painful indecision 
of Mr. Keen. It is possibe that it is 
because President Roosevelt has pun­
ished him for doing his “ Christian 
duty’ ’ that the clergymen of the Ter­
ritory and many good people are ap­
pealing for a mitigation of the punish­
ment.

The papers said that on the Gov­
ernor leaving the White House after 
the first explanation, he remarked 
that this transaction was a legacy from 
the Otero administration and that he 
was in no way resposible. As he has 
always contended that the Otero ad­
ministration wac tainted with fraud, 
does it not seem that he would have 
looked upon any legacy with decided 
suspicion and would not have carried 
out any contracts of that administra­
tion unless he had been forced to by a 
more puissant authority than an at­
torney general.

Summary of Dry Farming.
The bulletin recently published by 

the Agricultural Experiment Station 
of New Mexico, wriiten by Prof. J. J. 
Vernon, contains the following valua­
ble summary:

1 The term “ Dry Farming”  is a 
misnomer, but its meaning is now well 
understood and its use is now almost 
universal.

2 “ Dry Farming’ ’ practices include 
the following:

a. Deep plowing before the rainy 
season sets in, in order to provide in 
the soil a capacious water storage res­
ervoir and an ample space for root de­
velopment.

b. Light, deep even seeding or 
planting in a well prepared moist soil.

c. Frequent, thorough, level cul­
tivation before as well as after sowing 
or planting.

d. The use of seed bred and se­
lected for the conditions prevailing.

e. The use of machinery of large 
capacity.

f. Tbe adoption of methods for 
the concentration of crops.

3 Fall seeding of cereals is prefera- 
ble to spring seeding wherever the

I conditions will permit for the follow-i ,
i ing reasons:

a. The w ork is distributed over a 
long period.

b. The root system of the crop be­
comes well developed so that spring 
growth is more rapid.

c. The growth above the surface 
of t h e  ground, though sometimes 
small, serves a valuable purpose by 
motlifying the wlndsweep at a time 
when its effects are most marked, thus 
preventing, in a measure at least, the 
blowing of the soil from around the 
roots of the plants, andj- at the same 
time, holding the snow fall upon the 
ground until it melts.

d. The crop covers the ground 
earlier in the spring, thus reducing 
the loss of moisture through surface 
evaporation.

e. The crop usually ripens earlier, 
a feature that is important for two 
reasons: First, the work of preparing 
tbe ground for tbe next crop can be 
begun earlier, and second, the crop 
may escape frost more frequently in 
sections having short seasons.

4. It is important to retain the 
snow upon the land, especially in sec­

The snow fall may 
be retained in several ways: First, by 
leaving the ground rough when the 
plowing is done late in the fall; second, 
by throwing up borders across the 
field at right angles with the prevail­
ing winds as winter approaches: and, 
third, by planting hedge rows or shrub­
bery across the fields at short intervals. 
The last named method is preferable 
wherever possible.

5. Usually less seed should be plant­
ed per acre under dry farming condi­
tions than is used in humid sections. 
The less the precipitation the smaller 
should be the amountwf seed planted.

6. The yields In dry farming belts
may he and sometimes are very large, 
but it is not best to expect as large 
yields in dry 'arming belts as are se­
cured in humid sections, unless the 
cultural methods are very much supe­
