SEVEN YEARSThe second serious fire that 
has ever occurred in Portales 
happened last Thursday evening 
the Vendome hotel and contents 
being totally destroyed. The 
Oklahoma restaurant building, 
across the street from the Ven­
dome, and the office of the Por­
tales Immigration company were 
also burned. The Oklahoma 
restaurant had just lately been 
vacated. The Vendome was a 
two-story frame structure and 
the fire started in the kitchen 
shortly after eight o’clock in 
the evening. It was a mass of 
flames in a very few minutes and 
was down within an hour. The 
loss of this building and furnish­
ings was about $12000, and was 
the property of P. W. Swift 
The insurance on the buildings 
and contents was $7000.

The fronts of the Lovely A 
Williams furniture store and the 
Club saloon, opposite the Ven­
dome and near the railroad, 
were saved without much diffi­
culty, though the fronts were 
badly damaged. This is a dem­
onstration that sheet iron build­

ings stand fire pretty well The 
Portales Immigration company 
got out most pf their fixtures, 
but lost their building. The 
Oklahoma restaurant building 
was the property of H. T. Ahrens.

The main center of attention 
during the fire was to save the 
Newsom restaurant building, 
which was the next building on 
the same side of Main street and 
across a cross street from the 
Vendome. If the Newsom build­
ing had have caught fire noth­
ing could have saved a  whole 
block of business houses, all 
wooden buildings, extending up 
to the Blankenship ft Woodcock 
corner where they have their 
large general store. The wind, 
which was blowing quite brisk, 
was such that the Newsom 
building was almost in the track 
of the flames, and if there ever 
was a lively bucket brigade car­
rying water j^nd passing it up on 
that building they were to be 
seen right there. The real heroes 
of the light though, were men 
who stayed on the roof of the

Territorial Legislature Meets
Amid scenes of great enthu­

siasm and perfect harmony, the 
fourteenth legislative assembly 
of New Mexico Monday convened 
in regular bi-ennial session at 
Santa Fe. Charles A. Spiess, of 
San Miguel county, was elected 
president of the Council, and EL 
A. Mierra, of Sandoval county, 
speaker of the House of Repre­
sentatives. As the present as­
sembly will be the last one held 
while New Mexico is still a terri­
tory. more than usual interest is 
attached to the session. W. F. 
Brogan, of the Albuquerque 
Citizen, is chief clerk of the 
Council, and E. H. Salazar, of 
Ias Vegas, holds the same office 
in the House. Many prominent 
citizens of the territory are in 
Santa Fe.

The governor’s message was 
read by the governor himself and 
is a very able document Be­
fore reading the message. Gov­
ernor Curry read three tele­
grams, one from Chairman Ham­
ilton, of the house committee on 
territories, another from William 
Loeb, secretary to the president 
and a third from Delegate An­
drews, all of them expressing 
conviction that the statehood 
bill will pass at the present ses­
sion.

The governor urges amend 
ments to the election laws which 
will make corruption of the bal­
lot punishable by penitentiary 
sentence. He asks abolition of 
the death sentence and the en 
actment of parole and indeter­
minate sentence laws. He de­
sires change in the management 
of the penitentiary by making 
new and more active form of 
commission instead of the pres­
ent penitentiary board. He re 
commends local option on the 
liquor traffic, and makes a power­
ful recommendation for good 
roads legislation,, which, if 
carried out, will be worth much 
to New Mexico, and in a num­
ber of other equally important 
matters his recommendations 
are strong.

Regarding county division 
Governor Curry says: "Ireccom- 
mond the creation of new coun­
ties where it can be shown that 
there is sufficient population and 
wealth to maintain them success­
fully. In drafting the acts for 
the creation of new counties 
great care should be taken to 
cover every contingency likely 
to arise in connection therewith, 
for in the past such acts, at 
times, have been drawn very 
loosely.”____________

Judge William H. Pope, pre­
siding judge of the Fifth judicial 
district, has decided the so-call­
ed ' ‘fence cases’kin favor of the 
homesteaders in Chaves and 
Roosevelt covnties. The settlers 
brought suit for d a m a g e s  
against the live stock owners for 
losses caused by stock trampel- 
ing down and eating crops on 
unfenced homesteads.

To Print the Naoajo Language.
An interesting article in the 

Santa Fe New Mexican by John 
L. Cowan contains the follow­
ing concerning an arrangement 
to print the Navajo language:

“The first printing press ever 
built to print the Navajo lan­
guage has recently been ordered 
: ‘or installation at the Rehoboth 
Mission, five miles from Gallup, 
N. M. For the first time in the 
listory of the tribe, the Nava- 

, os now have an alphabet, a 
grammar, a translation of a por- 
ion of the Bible in their own 
vernacular, and the beginnings 
of a real literary language. This 
represents the life work of Rev.
L  P. Brink, of Tohatchi, New 
Mexico, a missionary of the 
Christian Reformed church. For 
years he has been laboring upon 
i he colossal task of reducing the 
Navajo language to literary form, 
laving invented an alphabet, 
written a dictionary, and form­
ulated a grammar conforming to 
Navajo usage. The Gospels, 
most of the Books of the Old 
Testament and a hymn book 
have been translated into the 
aboriginal language. The only 
book yet printed in Navajo is a 
compilation of a few familiar 
hymns.”

'T he translation from English 
into Navajo is said to be at­
tended by peculiar difficulties. 
To illustrate the nature of these, 
it may be mentioned that the 
Navajos have no less than twelve 
verbs meaning "to give,” the 
one used in any particular in­
stance depending upon the na­
ture of what is given. Similarly, 
there are nine unrelated verbs 
meaning "to eat,” the one used 
depending upon what is eaten 
So it is with the verbs expres­
sive of almost all actions; there 
are many words for each English 
equivalent, the one selected de­
pending upon its - grammatical 
object The construction of the 
language i^ somewhat similar to 
that of the Latin, the verb usually 
coming last in the arrangement 
of the sentence. . For several 
sounds common in Navajo, there 
are no English equivalents. For 
these new characters haye been 
invented, although the letters of 
the English alphabet are em­
ployed as far as possible for the 
indication of equivalent sounds 
in Navajo. To listen to a con­
versation carried on between two 
Navajos, one unfamiliar with 
the language would think that 
it consisted mainly of inarticu­
late grunts. But a difference 
in sound so slight that the un­
trained ear cannot detect it fre­
quently makes a vast difference 
in meaning. It is evident, then, 
that the task undertaken by the 
missionaries, of reducing the 
spoken language to written form, 
is one of unusual difficulty and 
will be a great accomplishment ”

Prickly Pears a* Cattle Feed.
The New Mexico experiment 

station has just issued a  bulletin 
entitled, ‘‘Experiments in the 
digestibility of prickly pear by 
cattle.” Of this bulletin the 
Santa Fe New Mexican says: 

“Quite often. statements find 
their way into print as to the 
great nutritiv# value of the 
cactus and the great boon that 
would come to the stock in̂  
dustry. if the prickly pear and 
other common rarities of the 
cactus which abound on the 
Southwestern plains, were found 
available for cattle and other 
stock. Many experiments along 
that line have been made and 
gratifying results have been ob­
tained. but thus far, the feeding
