He has probably 
the best wind mill pumping plant 
in the county, having two mills, 
one a twelve foot wheel and the 
other an eighteen foot wheel. 
From his description o f his plant 
he is able to develop a lot of 
water with wind power. His 
eighteen foot wheel throws a six 
inch pipe about two-thirds or 
three-fourths full o f water. He 
has a large tank built and when 
he gets it so it will hold well he 
can impound a large amount of 
water and can then get a good 
head for irrigating. He is going 
to put out some alfalfa this sum­
mer and later a large orchard. 
All over the country people are 
irrigating gardens and small or­
chards with wind mills, but a 
wind mill o f the size Mr. Tram­
mell has gives promise o f doing 
greater work. One thing cer­
tain ia they are very economical, 
the first cost even being no great 
amount and when once started 
all the coat is oil and repairs.
