Ohio, and 
have lately installed a  pumping 
plant for the United States8ugar 
and Land company at Garden 
City. Kansas. Mr. Rittenhouae 
was called on and m adea very for­
cible argument fo r irrigation and 
made a verbal proposition to the 
people of Portalaa Valley to put 
in a power plant to furnish elec­
tric power for pumping wata 
Briefly stated. their proposition 
is that they would put la the 
plant, fumiah everything, In­
cluding wiring, motor, pump and 
meter, build a house for the 
motor, and thia la to cost the 
farmers $36.00 for each acre ir­
rigated, payable in cash and 
notes, $7.00 per acre to be paid 
as soon as the proposition fa or­
ganized and an acceptable bond 
filed by the company represented 
by Messrs. Rittenhouae and Det- 
weiler, the balance to be paid in 
six annual payments. The notes 
to draw 6 per cent interest and 
to be secured by first mortgage 
on the land to be irrigated. The 
minimum land to be subscribed 
to be six thousand acres, to be 
included in an area o f not over 
twelve miles square, and indi­
vidual farmers are expected to 
subscribe an average o f some­
thing like forty acres to be irri­
gated, the mortgage to cover 
only the land to be irrigated.

This proposition, after being 
generally discussed, waa referred 
to the executive committee ap­
pointed at tike previous meeting. 
The meeting adjourned to meet 
Main next Saturday at 2 p. m. 
at the court house for further 
consideration and to receive the 
report of the eommittee.

The cost o f $36.00 per acre. 
*t»ted above, represents the coat 
of installing the plant, and the 
Proposition provides that when 
these payments are made the 
Plant shall be the property o f the 
People who subscribe fbr the 
Power. The cost o f operating 
the same is guaranteed to be not 
over 18 cents to put one foot o f 
*ater over one acre o f ground 
*ith a fifteen foot lift, o r96 cents 
f°r a thirty foot lift, or 72 cents 
for a sixty foot, lift.

for pumping in the vicinity of 
Arteeia, provide the people agree 
to pay, in cash and notes, the 
sum of thirty dollars per acre 
for the amount o f land sub­
scribed, five dollars to be paid in 
eaah when the company has furn­
ished an appioved bond for the 
faithful performance of their 
part o f the contract, five dollars 
per acre on the first day o f Oc­
tober, 1910, and five dollars per 
acre on the first day o f each Oc­
tober thereafter till the full sum 
of thirty dollars fa paid.
