4  very serious shooting affray 

occurred a t Clovis last Saturday 
evening in which John Childress 
waa killed and Qua Von Elm was 
seriously wounded. The trouble 
arose o v ers fire in a store owned 
by Childress A Lily which was 
set on fire in a suspicious man­
ner* three times between 9 o’clock 
Friday night and 3 o’clock S at­
urday morning. I t is stated that 
during one of the fires, which 
practically destroyed the store. 
Childress made an assault on one 
of the firemen named W. F . Skel­
ton. who was working to put out 
the Are, he was approached by 
Childress from the roar and 
dealt a murderous blow with the 
butt tof a  heavy pistol The 
■(are th at waa set on fire, owned 
jointly by J . W. Childress and 
Louis Lilly, waa a bankrupt stock 
and heavily insured.

Gua Von Elm is chief of the 
fire departm ent and owner of the 
White House saloon. J . W. 
Children waa also in the saloon 
business, conducting the Elk Bar 
saloon. Early in the day Satur­
day Children and Von Elm had 
a  heated argum ent in which it is 
alleged th at Von Elm intimated 
that C hildren had n t  fire to the 
store. Childress had been a r­
rested a t 7 JO  o’clock th at morn­
ing, charged with assault with 
iatent to kill and also for arson. 
Louis Lilly was also arrested at 
the same time. Children was 
released on $3,600 bond and Lilly 
on S I,500.

Shortly after six o’clock that 
evening C hildren jumped into a  
buggy in front of hie saloon and 
drove to W hite House saloon 
owned by Von Elm , who had evi­
dently been warned th at Chil­
d ren  waa on his way to his 
place, appeared on the street, 
gun in hand, just as C hildren  
stopped his horse and opened 
Are. Von Elm opened fire about 
the same time and each man 
fired three shots, all of which 
took effect Von Elm ’s knee 
and thigh were broken and hit 
left hand shattered.
