My, Cadwa‘lhder just arrived
Monday from Rocky Ford Colo-
rado, and is sure getting strung
in on the work in greaf shape.
Yesterday he drove out toward
Bethel and is today out east get-
ting acquainted and giving sug-
gestions to the farmers. - Mr,
Cadwallader is taking a firm
hold and can be found at the of-
fices of the Irrigation company,
ready and willing to do anything
that may come up in relation to
cantaloupes, He is kept here by
Crutchfield and Woolfolk to se-
cure the production of the best

cantaloupes possible as that is
the only kind that they can han-
dle profitably.

There is something like three
hundred acres of cantaloupes
now signed up and it seems cer-
tain that there will be five or six
cars shipped from Portales each
day during the shipping season.
This probably sounds rather
small to some but nevettheless
it is a good starter and we’ll have
a much greater acreage next
year. This association is the
best thing that has been organ-
ized in Portaleg in_a long time.
It means the marketing of all
the produce that we can raise
and that means that from year
to year we will raise more and
more and that in a very few
years the Portales Valley will be

the most widely known place in
the west. Portales is swiftly
coming into her own and may
the day hasten when she shall
be recognized in all her value to
the world.
