It was
looked upon with suspicion and
the ruin of home and nation was
predicted. But instead of ruin-
ation and chaos, we see a higher
civilization, higher standards of
morality and a more ‘thoughtful
and conscientious nation. We
do not claim that through the
effort and advancement of woman
alone, has the change been
wrought, but we are convinced
| that her influence has played no
|small part in the newer order of
things. With the organization
of women’s clubs, came oppor-
tunities for her intellectual ad-
vancement, for the cultivation of
mental power that had laid dor-
mant, in a certain sense, waiting
it seems, for this opportunity of
mental growth, for the broaden-
ing and enlarging of her field
of usefulness in the world and

with life and its various and un-
solved problems, its serious res-
ponsibilities and the influences
that make for good and evil.
Instead of detracting from the
home, it is through the club that
woman is beginning to learn that
the home is the unit of civiliza-
tion, the center from which must
radiate those ideas and principles
upon which our national life must
rest and upon which our mental,
moral and spiritual existance

club. The club woman is the

The club organization is still
young in age. | can remember
its earlier period of birth and
growth, as | am not very old. 1|
can distinctly remember the eriti-
cisms which were hurled at it
the many things which were
said about its taking the mother
from the home and the children,
and from the home duties, which
if done properly, was enough for
women to do.

We did not, and could not at
that time, realize the cause of
this new, strange activity in
woman's world. Progress, en-
lightenment and invention in the
commercial and material world
was, itself, taking from woman
by far the larger per cent of
those duties which formerly con-

brought her into a closer relationlwmed the larger portion of her

time and strength, we might say.
She was kept busy in the home,
and very busy; but it was en-
ergy and effort expended for the
physical comforts and necessities
of her children, such as weaving
the cloth for all the clothing of
the family, knitting the stock-
ings, making the bed clothing,
and in fact everything that was
necessary to physical life, Con-
sequently she could not look to
her own intellectual advance-
ment, or that of the children.
The children’s education, even,
was a secondary matter, since
the necessities of life must come

ble then, as the term is now ap-
plied to our modern women, but
there was a genuine capability,
of its kind, in our grandmothers
and great-grandmothers. A
capability, a strength of purpose,
a force of character, unequaled
determination and energy, and
an unexcelled ambition and de-
sire which was, and is, the foun-
dation stone upon which our
great American civilization has
been built, and still rests today.
They served their day and age
and generation in accordance
with the highest standards of
living, in their day and time, and
they served well and good. And
that, my friends, is the best
definition 1 know of for capabili-
ty.

. «A short story by Abe Martin,
told in a comical way, best illus-
trates the difference between
the life of our grandmothers and
our mothers and modern women,
It was written as an argument
for woman suffrage, but I am
using it only as an illustration of
the point in view. The story
goes as follows:

““Miss Mama Moon, our leadin’
suffragette, spoke to a fair crowd
in front of the post office this
mornin’ on ‘Th’ Emancipation
o’ Women.”

I think we can all agree that
that is a true representation of
frets, whether it be for suffrage
argument or not. The assertion
that the four walls of the home
were growing stronger, although
said probably in a jest as much
as sincerity, is a striking thought,
and upon consideration of it, we
will all admit that it is true.
There are no results that eclub
women can point to with quite
so much pride and satisfaction
as those results which have been
obtained in seeking to make the
work of the woman’'s clubs bene-
ficial and strengthening to the
home, That is the foundation
principle upon which the
woman's club lives and operates.
Its purpose and mission is to
educate and inform the mother,
to assist and help our women
adapt themselves to the newer
ideas of civilization in our age
and the present day. While we
are relieved of much that our
mothers and grandmothers did,
there is in turn responsibilities
and duties that are just as seri-
ous and important to our age and
generation as theirs were and
should be performed by us to
the best of our ability.

It is through the club that the
mother has been afforded an cp-
portunity of a thorough study of
child life and child welfare in its
many phases of existance. She
knows more properly how to care
for her child, since its physical,
mental and moral nature has
been more clearly revealed by
study. The mission of the club
is to strengthen and help the
mother, since in order to benefit
the home the mother must first
be benefited, and as she becomes
more enlightened and informed,
we see the light of knowledge
reflecting back into the home,
removing that dreaded blight te
all child life, the cause of ignor-
ance. The purpose of the club
is to help us know how and what
to do, It has passed the stage
of experiment and is a recognized
force in the world. Nearly all
nations have felt and acknow-
ledged its power and force. It
is purely unselfish, having for
its aim the highest and truest
service of humanity in every
way possible. While self ad-
vancement is one of its supreme
objects, and ever will be, yet we
are beginning to realize that one
of the greatest helps in self-ad-
vancement is to help others to
higher and better things in life.

The woman’s elub, in the true
sense, is a broad, unbiased,

‘unprejudiced organization recog-

nizing no political, social or re-
ligious beliefs or doctrines as its
boundaries. It is not a reform
organization, although broadly
sympathetic with reforms of all
nature. It does not, as an or-
ganization, enter into such ques-
tions as woman suffrage, politics
or prohibition, or other national
issues upon which individuals
differ so broadly and bitterly.
Personally, I believe in, and

lifting influences that make for
our moral progress as a people.

But no matter what our indi-
vidual beliefs may be on disputed
questions, the organization of
the elub does not seek to influ-
ence us toward any one especial
line of thought, but womans club
work will influence us individu-
ally to be broader, more unselfish
and more charitable in our opin-
ions and views toward others,
whose beliefs differ from ours,
while at the same time, it may
make us all the more firm and
unshakable in our own., If you
will here pardon a personal ref-
erer.é, 1 want to say that I will
ever be truly thankful for the
mental and spiritual growth that
has come to me through womans
club work. It has been an in-
fluence in my life that I do not
bglieve could have come from
any other source. Especially
since | have become more fami-
liar with the great general plans,
purposes and objects of club life,
through a study and knowledge
of federation principles, | have
been brought to the belief that,
while we may not believe it'or
claim it, it is indeed a great
christian work and is having an
indirect, unconscious influence
toward christianity that few of
us realize. The church has ever
been and ever will be the home
of christianity. It must be the
central force which teach us
the principles and virtues of the
christian life, the source from
which we draw strength and
courage to put into action any
work that tends towards the bet-
terment of humanity. But itis
through such organizations as
the federation of women’s
clubs, the large secret order or-
ganizations and the men’s reli-
gious movement, which is just
coming into being, that a unity
and oneness of purpose and
ideals are felt. The churches
and pulpits alone cannot bring
about this unity of thought and
action, for whether we. admit or
deny the fact, the “‘powér of the
pulpit,”” as we formerly con-
ceived it, is a thing of the past.
It is not that we, as a people and
a newer civilization, do not de-
gire the same spiritual life and
thought that was once sought

after. Bat it is because men’s
visions of God’s love, have
changed and broadened. It is

said that the last thirty years has
brought a revolution in the
world’s thought, and that at last,
in the fullness of time, a newer
and better conception of chris-
tianity possesses the minds of
men and women, a christianity
no based on creed but on service.
We live in an age of social con-
consciousness, Through the
many organizations that now
exist, we as a people are brought
into closer touch and contaect,
and as a consequence, we are
awakening to a new understand-
ing of brotherhood and in so
doing are attaining a more vital
conscienceness of the fatherhood
of God. Just here, 1| want to
say that there is no organization
that has done more to promote
this universal, social awakening
than the general federation of
woman's clubs. And in every
instance where we find the

those all around, eouist}entup-,

in nearly every city, town and
village, with organizations in
nearly every foreign country.
Its influence has been felt in
every state in the Union. A
variety of interests, touching
upon every phase and condition
of our modern mode of living and
existance, are being studiously
considered and remedies for so-
cial and economiz problems are
being proposed and agitated
which has and will continue to
revolutiouize modern thought
and acuion. +

To enumerate these many in-
terests woyld be impossible. One
of the fireatest victories gained
was the passage of the Pure
Food Bill which we are all fami-
liar with. Then the great work
in ecivic matters has been the
cause of literally hundreds of
towns and cities being cleaned
and made more sanitary and
healthful and more beautiful
with civie attractiveness. The
great hygienic movement, em-
bracing pure water, pure air,
pure food, drinking fountains,
ventilated school houses, every-
thing pertaining to preservation
of health has been due to this
agitation. The civil service re-
forms, the educational commit-
tee, library extention, legislative,
child labor committee which wae
instrumental in getting the child
labor law, large philanthropic
endeavor, and many others have
achieved as much as those men-
tioned,

My friends, is it any wonder
that we have come to believe
that this great army of club wo-
men, this union of forces is not
merely a happening, not here for
a few years, but that it is a part
of the plan af the world, a great
helpful, uplifting influence for
the making of the kingdom. An
army of builders ready, alert,
systematic, sympathetic and
scientific; arousing and moulding
public opinion and sentiment
upon questions which make for
better citizenship — not only a
potent force in this generation,
but transmitting to the next, a
vigor and strength which have
never been given by any race of
women to their inheritors. Such
work, my friends, is what I con-
sider the mission of the club
women.

When we try to conceive of its
immensity, its great proportions,

it is hard for us to get the con-

nection of ideas that exist be-
tween it, as & great organization,
and our own little organization
of Portales women. Yet it is
just such organizations as ours
that make it possible. Its suc-
cess is due to the efforts and
ideas of each individual club in
the nation. If each c¢lub contri-
buted only one little idea each
year, we could not begin to cal-
culate the immense chain of en-
ergy and effort that would be put
in motion. Therefore, let us feel
that we are a part of and are
contributing our mite toward
this, the greatest movement in
woman’s history.

Aside from the present posi-
tion of woman, and the mission
she is now fulfilling, we cannot
refrain from thinking and speak-
ing of a future position, which
we now have every reason to be-
lieve, she will be called upon to
fulfill, at no distant day, and
that is casting the ballot or the
woman’s suffrage question.

I do not care to enter into a
discussion of the merits of this
question, or to seek to influence

»Mﬁchtof reason, u-n-

ment and justice, women should | though
have the ballot. [ believe it
would make for higher standards
of morality, a purer and better
civilization for woman to have a
voice in national affairs. But,
bv nature, I could never be an
ardent or persistent agitator for
woman suffrage, a real suffra-
gette as.we say, and personally
do not care for the ballot, but
think it is right on general prin-
cipals. But the question which
now confronts our women of the
United States, to my mind, is
how best to use the ballot when
it is granted. There is not much
doubt in my mind but that it will
be granted her long before the
most ardent supporters of the
movement anticipated it. Ac-
cording to recent developments
in national politics, we have
every right to reason that this
will be the case and not by the
effort of woman either. The men
are forcing it upon her. With
Mr. Roosevelt out openly for it
and Messrs, Taft and Wilson each
courting the favorable opinion of
the feminine sex by encouraging
women platform speakers in
their behalf, that no matter
which candidate is elected, wo-
man will have gained a promi-
nence in the political world that
she little dreamed of attaining,
except by the most persistent
effortt But the question, my
friends, has teased to be, shall
the women vote, or is it right
for woman to vote? but how
shall we receive the ballot, and
are we ready for it? With this
suddenness of thrusting the
whole of American womanhood
in the political battlefield that
the best and brainiest men of
ages have given their entire time
and thought to, it would be folly
to try to predict the outcome.
It will be a power the immensity
of which we can yet hardly
grasp. We are not inclined to
doubt the capability of our Amer-
ican Womanhood, but I must
frankly confess that I do doubt
the larger per cent of our women
being able to intelligently con-
gider and cope with the situation
of having a clear idea and com-
plete understanding of the basic
principles on which our govern-
ment rests and which the ballot
controls. It would seem that we
should need some preparation,
and I think the political clubs for
women that are being organized
all over the coyntry now, are in-
deed the wisest steps that women
could have taken. They are not
for partisan principles, but for
a study of the issues that all
political parties stand for. Itis
the only way that our women
can really become intelligently
prepared and competent to judge
these issues, and if the vote is
given us, [ say let’'s study and
prepare ourselves forit. So far]
in all public life, the American
woman has commanded the res-
pect and admiration, the atten-
tion and recognition of the
American man. If she continues
to center her intellectual forces
upon the perpetuation of higher
ideals in national life, in the
home and child life; if she seeks
to put her home instincts into
public life; if she allows good
judgment and reason to control
rather than radical impulses and
desires; if she seeks to influence
intelligently rather than force
and control; if she still holds fast
to the principles of truth, hon-

esty, purity, womanliness and
virtue, it is then, and then only,

But no m whether or not
that be the case, let us be equal
to any occasion that may present
itself. Let us remember that
the woman of voday is not a ben-
eficiary, but a benefactor in this
world. Let us, by careful think-
ing, judicious proceedure, con-
servative methods and serious
consideration, fulfill whatever
mission may be ours to do. Al-
ways guided in our relation with
each other by the christian vir-
tues of truth, honesty, patience,
kindness and justice; always
remembering the greatest of all
virtues which is charity; chari-
table in all things and especially
in opinions and views, for truly
that is the crowning virtue of a
succesaful and happy life. In
closing this part of the address
I desire to give you'the most
practicable definition I know of
for womans clubs work: ‘“The
woman's club is not explained by
this or that characteristic, but

an effort for which at length the
time has come,”’

And now in conclusion I de-
sire to say a few words in regard
to our own club work.

It is not my purpose at this
time to outline a general policy
or to make but few suggestions
for your consideration, outside
of the work as planned and out-
lined in our year book. But if
our work and plans, as outlined,
goes successfully forward it will
strengthen our ranks and posi-
tion until we will be enabled to
take into .consideration larger
and broader avenues of action.
I sincerely hope this may be the
case, which I believe it will be,
and then as | feel occasion de-
mands it, 1 shall expect the
board of managers of this club
to take into consideration with
me certain lines of work, which
I have under consideration, but
do not at this time think it
would be of any advantage to
discuss. But I should much
rather prefer to urge, and insist
if I may, that we strive to carry
to a successful culmination the
work of all departments and
committees, as we have planned
according to our constitution,
and outlined in our year book,
for the year’s work. Our plan
is a large one, covering a broad
scope of work, but which I do
not believe impossible of achieve-
ment. | have studied the plan
our club operates on, and espe-
cially the outlines and intentions
of this year’s work, I have care-
fully reasoned from every stand-
point. 1 have carefully consid-
ered every phase of work we
have undertaken to do, and I
have tried to think of the possi-
bilities of failure, to reason
wherein we might fail as well as
succeed, and I am convinced in
my own opinion that we are
thoroughly capable of these
undertakings. and that not one
of them is either impractical or
impossible. The plan of the de-
partmentsl club is a beautiful
and attractive one. It covers a
variety of interests, granting
the membership the privilege of
working along any lines which
suit them best, and finally merg-
ing together «into one harmo-
nious whole wherein each is
strengthened by all. That is the
principle upon which the departs
mental club operates, and they
are fast becoming the leading
kind of club as the general federa- | ble.

Washing the eyeball night and
morning with id water and an an-
tiseptic such as salt or boracle acid,

cents, and the tinlest pinch of salt is
all that is needed, this being mainly
to soften the effect of the water,
which, when used alone pains the
eyes considerably.

{The water will only take up as much
of the acid as it can hold, so more
jwater can always be poured over the
remaining crystals.

The proper location for the well can

wells in the immediate neighborhood.
Where the distance is too great for
this method, test holes may be put
down with a two or three-inch auger
and light derrick, made of 2x4-inch
timbers,

The points desirable to know are:
(1) Depth to water level; (2) material
encountered in sinking test well; (3)
amount the water lowers In the well
during pumping; and (4) kind of well
most desirable, whether dgllled. bored
or dug.

With this information, some idea of
the amount of water which can be ex-
pected In the locality can be formed,
thus deciding to what extent irriga-
tion can be practiced.

After water has been located, the
method for making the well must be
decided. Where competent well drill-
ers can be obtained, the drilled well is
the most satisfactory, especially 1If it
is necessary to go to any great depth,

The most important thing to ascer-
tain in a drilled well, as in pther meth-
ods, is the size of perforations In the
strainer the water bearing gravel will
permit.

This can be determified in the test
hole or the neighboring wells.

The openings of the stralner should
be equal to 10 or 12 times the cross
sectional area of the casing or suffi-
clent, if possible, to allow the water to
pass through into the well as readily

or stratum. Long slots, punched in
the casing from the Inside, with the
burr on the outside, are the best In
coarse¢ materials, but quicksands or
very fine materials often necessitate
special wire strainers.

In some localities It is also neces-
sary to ascertain which water bearing
stratum to use on account of the min-
erals they may contain, and the objec-
tionable water can be cased off.

The style and size of pump will be
determined by the depth to water and
quantity that can be developed.

DISTRIBUTION OF THE WATER

Important Part of Supplementary Irrl-

gation as Seepage and Evapora-
tion Must Be Reduced.

The distribution of the water is an
fmportant part of supplementary irri-
gation, as seepage and evaporation
loss must be reduced to a minimum.
The canvas hose, made by stitching
together the edges of a strip of can-
vas, wide enough to pass around the
outlet pipe to reservoir, is the most
practical and economical method of
distributing a limited water suppiy.
The slip joint pipe is also a good
method but the first cost I8 the chief
objection to It

The method of Irrigation most com-
monly and profitably used Is the fur
row method. The plants should be
sot and seed planted along the edge
of the furrow,

requires more cultivation to keep the
crust from forming on the soll and is
wasteful of water,

Motor Car With Wings Is Latest
in French Capital.

Successful Experiments Have Been
Made With Machines That Combine
the Principles of the Autome-
blle and the Aesroplane.
Paris.—Paris Is gossiping over the
latest type of motor car—one with
wings.

In the early days, when all that por
tion of the coast of Florida swept by
the Guit of Mexico, afforded abundant
funting ground for turtles, they were
such a common article of food that
they were little appreciated, but dur-
ing recent years their ‘commercial
value has increased.

The most important commercially
are the green turtle, the turankbacks,
the hawkbills-and the loggerheads.
Though some of them welgh only a
few pounds, there are some mammoth
specimens captured, the claim being
made, on good authority, that the
largest have been known to reach a
welght of 1,200 pounds, The green tur
tle is also known as the Chelonia my-
das, and is the variety most prized
by the natives of Southern Florida.

Captured by Nets.

At the present day turties are cap-
tured malnly by nets, and also from
the land by probing into their hiding-
places along the banks of streams
with a turtie-hook fastened to a long,
stout pole. What. is known as “tur
tleturning™ is mainly followed as a
sport by boys. But the old residents
claim that ir the early days turtle
turning was made the most Important
manner of capture, as well as sport
An early authority thus tells of the
method used:

“Here (along the southern coast of
Florida) one can follow the most sar
donic of all sports—turtie-catching.
You walk along the lovely beach at
night, when the turtie has come up
from the waters to deposit her hun-
dreds of eggs. You see one. You
advance, and coelly turn It over on
its back-—-and that is all. You leave
it leisurely and pursue your stroll;
turn another on its back leave It
ndwmud]mlnum When
Jou come again on the morrow there
they are. To walk up to a turtle In
the morning, having treated him In
this manner over night, and look
steadily in the eye thereof without
cartain titllating sensations at once
in your diaphragm (where you laugh),
and in your consclence (where you do,
not laugh) requires more grim rigidity
of the former and more supple elas
ticity of the latter than some people

| possess. Nor can there be anything

in life, considered without reference
to your own act In making it so, more
preposterous than an upturned tur
tle lying, poor innocent, on its mildly
convex back, with its mildly white
eyes staring weakly at heaven, and its
fippers wriggling in flabby helpless-
ness toward the four quarters of the

In these more practical days one
questions why they should have been
turned on their backs, thus to remain
over night. Why there was not a pos-
sibility of some one else getting there
first in the morning and reaping the
fruits of the “turner's” labor. Why
thers was not considerable danger of
the “wriggling flippers” giving the
sudden twist that will send the aver
age small turtle “right side up with
care,” after a few effective struggles,
and why it wouid not be just as easy,
and much more sensible, on going
aturtling, to take along means of car-
rying home the prizes when first
caught, instead of allowing them to
lie on their backs until morning,

Only a few years ago, when the
turtie industry first began to be ap-
preciated from its commercial stand-
point, the beef and turtle markets of
Key West stood side by side, many
preferting the latter as a regular
meat supply, and it then began to be
a profitable industry to ship turties
alive to the northern markets, not
only from Key West, but from all
along the southern coast of Florida.

Among the visitors to the famous tur-
tling grounds'along the coast of Flor
ida, inquiry Is often made as to why
the name tortoise is so seldom applied
to the many varieties of marine chelo-
nians found on the borders of the
Gulf of Mexico, 1t is true that tor-
toise is the correct name for all these
various species—both the land and the
marine species-—as the name is de-
rived from various French and Latin
words meaning twisted, crooked or
contorted, describing the crookedness
of the curious feet and head protrud-
ing from the toftoise shell. How the
tortoise of early days became known
by the name of turtle is explained by
the fact that certain species of sea-
turtles show such great affection for
their mates, that the name of turtle
(from turtledove celebrated for the
constancy of e affection) came to
be applied to them. Later the name
turtle was applied tgp many species of
the marine tortolses, with turkey
frequently used for the species found
in the West Indies,

Green Turtle the Favorite.

Among the private turtle ponds own-
ed and operated by progressive Flor
ida farmers who possess many acres
of submerged land bordering famous
turtle streams, many loteresting fea-
tures await the study of the northern
tourist. The green turtle is the fa-
vorite, not only begause of its fame
in regard to “green turtle soup,” but
also for the delicacy of its flesh for
various articles of diet. The tortolse
shell of commercial value is also most
highly prized when secured from the
green turtle, with its delicate color
ings. Both the upper shell-—the cara-
pace, or carapax; and the lower shell
--the platron, are utilized for articles
and ornaments of commercial value.
The most common method of prepar
ing the shells for use is to soften
them by means of bolling. They are
then formed into various shapes, or
are fiattened by being passed through
a press.

The Florida native entertains the
visitor with many interesting legends
and traditions concerning the numer
ous turties commonly known in the
early days as Chelonias. This name,
applied to various river and sea tor-
toises, was derived, ’'tis sald, from
the besutiful nymph Chelonia of
mythological fame. According to the
legend, she alone of all the nymphs,
was not invited to the bridal of Zeus
and Hera, because she had amused
herself at the cost of the immortal
couple. But Hera was not contented
with this vengeance. She made Mer
ocury throw the witty but unwise maid-
on into the sea with her house, and
metamorphosing her into a tortolise,
condemned her to carry It on her back
in eternal sllence. For this reason
the ancients called the tortoise Chel-
onia.

In an effort to stop the migration of
dylng consumptives to the southwest,
the National Assoclation for the Study
and Prevention of Tuberculosis will
ask physicians to be more careful in
ordering patients to go away, and will
also ask railroads to discontinue their
practice of selling “charity” tickets
to those who cannot afford to pay full
falr. "“No consumptive should go to
Colorado, Califgnia, or the west for
his health,” says the association, “un-
less he has a good chance for recov-
ery from his disease, and unless espe
clally he has at least §1.000 to spend
for this purpose, over and above what
his family may need.

“Tuberculosis can be cured in any
part of the United States, and It is
not necessary for a tuberculosis pa
tient to go west. Whenever possible,
the National assoclation urges tuber-
culosis patients who have not ample
funds to go to a sanatorium near
home, and if they cannot do thism to
take the cure in thelr own homes, un-
der the direction of a physiclan.”
