acre on the land. This year he
has done considerably better,
having taken off of the four and
one-half acres, six hundred sev-
enty-five dollars worth of stuff
This is stuff actually sold and
the money received.

~ He has strawberries of the

ever bearing variety, that have
produced all summer and are
still producing, and this is their
first year. He has other varie-
ties that, though a poor stand,
made a wonderful cash return
for the labor and money invested.

that measure two and one-half
inches in the trunk, a six foot
spread and nine feet high;
peaches, the same age and same
time in the ground, with a two
and one-half inch trunk, seven
foot spread and eight feet high:

In this collection of trees he
has apples from South Africa,
nectarines from India, peaches
from Bolivia, South America,!

ON WEDNESDAY
MORNING ALONG
CLOVISHIGHWAY

In Which a Shot Gua and a Wia-
chester Rifle Play an Impor-
portant Part, Occurs

James Antle Gets a Hole Through
His Leg and Thomas Crump
Is Under $1000 Bond

Wednesday morning of this
week Thomas Crump came into
town and gave himself into the
custody of the sheriff, stating
that he had shot a man, the
scene of the alleged shooting be-

ing about seven or eight miles
frqn town and along the Clovis
road. Sheriff Deen went to Clo-
vis, where the man said to have
been shot was taken, and Deputy
Sheriff B. B. Clayton, took
Crump in his car and went to
the scene where the shooting took
place.

The story of Crump is as fol-
lows: He says that James Antle,
the man shot, came to his place
and drew a shot gun on him,that
he argued with him for a while
and, finally, made a break for
the house, whereupon Antle fired
upon him, the shot entering the
wood of the house not far from
the door. Crump then secured
his gun, a 38-56 Winchester, car-
rying a steel jacketed ball, and
fired upon Antle. When Antle
fired the shot alleged, he was
supposed to have been at the
wind mill, a distance of about
one hundred steps from the
house. Both agree as to the
place where Antle was when the
difficulty arose.

James Antle, the man shot,
tells the story as follows: He
says that he had gone over to
Crump’s house to see him about
pay for the damage done to his
crop by Crump’s ecattle; that
upon arriving Crump drew a
piece of iron pipe upon him; that
he then reached down in his
wagon and got his shot gun,
whereupon Crump agreed to set-
tle with him, but stated that he
would have to go to the house to
get his check book to pay him.
That he went to the house and
came out with the rifle and be-
gan shooting at him; that one
shot went over him and that the
second shot wens through the
wagon bed and entered his leg
just above the ankle joint; that
he did not fire a shot.

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WOULD GUARD AGAINST FIRE

National Board of Underwriters
Urges Greater Care in the Con-
struction of Dwelling.

Realizing the large annual losses
gustained by thousands of home own-
ers through construction which tends
to spread fires instead of retarding
them, the committee on construction
pf buildings of the national board ot
fire underwriters has issued a book-
let of 115 pages on methods of in-
rreasing the fire-resistive qualities of
dwellings, says Engineering Record.
Builders everywhere, especially in lo-
ralities outside the control of bulild-
ng ordinances (and by far the ma-
|ority of ordinary dwellings are bullt
n such localities), will find valuable
nformation in this presentation of
nethods for making houses reasonably
jafe from fire. Particalarly import-
ynt, not only for builders, but for
ywners and the general public, are
‘he sections devoted to floor and roof
ronstruction; chimneys, flues, smoke-
sipes and fireplaces; fire stopping
ind general precautions for fire pro-
tection.

Generally recognized dangers from
such old offenders as shingle roofs,
inlined chimneys, unprotected stalr-
vays and shafts are strikingly !llus-
‘rated, and many simple and effective,
while relatively inexpensive, devices
m construction which retard the
jpread of fire are clearly explained.
Every potential house owner will find
it profitable to become famillar with
these building precautions, which may
prevent loss of life as well as of prop-
erty. Engiueers, through their posi-
fions {n building departments and
thelr participation as plain citizens in
clvic associations, chambers of com-
merce and similar organizations, can
let it be known that ordinary dwell-
ings can readily he improved as to
their fire-resistive qualities, apd can
direct interested parties to the proper
source of information.

INVITES AND PROTECTS BIRDS

Massachusetts City Has Common-
Sense Plan of Guarding the Trees
on Its Streets.

The town of Brookline, Mass., is
tenching the country at large a valu-
nble lesson. First of all, of course,
Brookline had to learn the lesson for
itself. The town prized its trees, and
sought by the usual means to guard
them against the attack of Insect
pests. The campalgn, however, was
not entirely successful. The leopard
moth invaded Brookline, and agalnst
this tree enemy polsonous sprays avall
little. Birds alone can hold It in check.
So Brookline, a few years ago, went
=eriously about the business of induo
ing birds to come and stay. In 1910
it wanted woodpeckers, and It {ssued
its Invitation, but only a few respond-
ed. Three years later Brookline had
learned enough through experiment to
Justify the municipality in bullding
and placing 100 nesting boxes.

That was the beginning; year by
year since then the work has been ex-
panded. The nesting boxes increased
in number and variety, and during the
winter thousands of birds were fed
dally at 125 municipal feeding sta-
tions, operated by the town authors
fties at the public's expense. And now,
gays a report from Brookline, “the
plans for the securing of bird help in
fnsect destruction will be ecarried on
during the coming season with greater
determination than ever.”

Vegetable Ashes,

Do not throw away any vegetable
ash, for all ashes have a decided gar-
den value. Some seem to have the
impression that trashy material re-
turns ashes of little worth, but the re
verse {8 often true. Ashes from cotton
hulls have shown as much as 30 per
cent of potash and sold for $40 a ton
Some weeds would prove equally rich.
In addition there is always some phos-
phoric acid and a heavy per cent of
lime. That most precious element, ni-
trogen, however, was all burned out,
therefore these substances would
prove of greater value if allowed to
decompose in the soil rather than be
destroyed by combustion. Ashes of de-
ciduous trees, being nearly all hard-
woods, are of more value than those
from evergreens, for the latter are

nearly all conifers—pines, cypresses,
etc.

Making House Entrance Attractive.
To one who must watch expenses
carefully, the solution of the entrance

| to the grounds of the country house is

often a difficult task. When one can
afford to employ the services of a
landscape architect the problem is, of

| course, simplified.

The guiding spirit here, as in the
structural features of the house itself,
should be to create an entrance, simple,
attractive, substantial and in harmony

| with the surroundings.

Stones are generally easy to procure
in the country; therefore stone pillars
with a durable gate between make an
attractive entrance, within reach of
even the limited purse.

Growing vines and flowers will add
greatly to the general attractiveness
of this approach and furnish the con-
necting link between entrance and
grounds,

CONCRETE TANK

{(By M. A. R. KELLY. Missourl

of Agriculture.)

College

A good sanitary water supply Is nec-
essary on every farm. Where springs
and running water are not present it
18 necessary to rely on wells and a
tank big enough to hold three or four
days’ supply. Concrete is good ma-
terinl for such tanks. It is easy to
handle, can be made in any shape or
size, and is easily waterproofed. The
sand and gravel
structing the tank are often found on
the farm, and If such I8 the case, the
cost of constructing is materially re-
duced.

A good mixture for concrete tanks
is one part cement, two parts sand and
four parts broken stone or gravel.

the forms. This will*prevent the dry
boards from absorbing the molsture
from the concrete, which if permit
ted, would cause the walls of the tank
to crack.

Make the bottom of the tank small-
er than the top by sloping the inner
walls. This wlill prevent ice from
breaking the walls. The inoner forms
should be buillt so that they may be
easily removed. A wedge can be
used to advantage if the forms swell
and are difficult to remove.

' OLD STRAWBERRY BEDS

Dead Leaves Around Old Crowns
Should Be Removed.

Plants in Center Should Be Thinned
and Rest Thoroughly Cultivated
With Hoe—Give Young Plants
Chance to Start.

(By E. P. BANDSTEN, Colorado Agricul-
tural Callege, Fort Collins, Colo.)

As soon as the picking season I8
over, the strawberry bed should be
mowed and raked off. The dead leaves
around the old crowns should also be
removed and burned. The rows are
generally crowded with plants in the
center, and these should be thinned
out and the rest thoroughly cultivated
with the hoe. Then the beds should
he given a coating of well rotted barn-

yurd manure and worked into the
ground, and a liberal supply of water
applied.

In many cases where the rows are
""heavily matted and the young plants
have taken root between the rows, it
is advisable to plow up the center of
the rows, leaving the young plants to
form the new row.

Strauwberry plants produce the heav-
lest at the first season’'s frulting and
decline very rapldly after that time.
For this reason, It I8 advisable to re-
move the old plants and give che
yvounger ones a chance to develop. The
old plants can easily be told from the
voung plants by the roots. Old plants
have dark-colored roots, while young
plants have light-colored. Also the
crowns of the old plants become bluck
and elongated, while on the young
plants the crowns are short and light-
colored.

Good fruit growers will ordinarily
not frult the beds more than two sea-

HOW TO USE A HOE

S0 many people have a horror of
using a hoe It is the most comforta
ble implement to be found in the
equipment of a gardener or farmer
It is so handy to use for so many pur
poses that one cannot get along with-
out it

Probably one reason that people do
not like a hoe is that most hoes ex
plain at once how ““dull as a hoe  came
into proverbial use

A dull hoe is certainly not a pleasant
implement with which to work. The
good gardener will keep his favorite
hoe filed to a sharp edge all the time
It is impossible to grind a hoe on a
grindstone because the level must be
on the upper side of the blade when
it 18 in use, In order to make the hoe

bite into the soil.

File your hce, making the bevel
abcut twice as wide as the thickness
of the blade Then keep {t bright,
and when you go out after weeds the
hoe slips through the soll so easily
that hoeing is not much Ilike hard
work

In hoeing., a long. slow movement

should be made, if the soll is Iin good
Simply “scuffing” half an
fnch of the top soil is enough to kill
and one can go lot of

ground in one day‘if the hoe is sharp
and bright and the strokes long and
smooth.

With a sharp hoe one can cut this-
tles, dock, dandelions and other nox-
fous weeds with quickness, dispatch
and ease. It is light to handle, easy
to use and more effective than any
other implement for many purposes.

In choosing a hoe, select one the
blade of which lies not quite flat on
the floor when you are standing erect,
with the hoe handle extending from
your hands when in working position
to the floor. The heel of the hoe
should not quite touch the floor from
this position.

Such a hoe will bite into the woil
easily, when it is bright and sharp,
and will work smoothly and effective-
ly

Sharpen the hoe as soon as it gets
noticeably dull. This will be hard on
the hoe, but it saves muscle, and hoes
are cheap

Carry a small flat file in your hip
pocket, and do not allow a nick to stay
in the hoe a minute after it is made

WORK WITH SICK PLANTS

Christmas needs but little
root room and the soil should be por-
ous, rather sandy with good dralnage.

Watering a cactus too freely some-
timmes causes it to rot off at the base,
Take the plant off, cut away the de-
cayed part with a sharp knife, let it
dry a few hours, then insert a half
inch, In moist sand, and It will throw
out new roots.

If you/ plants get broken, If It Is
not om,;r‘:-l_v separated from the mailn
stalk, Atralghten It back into position
carefully and wind a narrow strip of
cloth around the break, as you would
bandage a broke limb. Leave one end
of the strip long enough to fasten \o a
slender stake set upright in the pot to
bhold the plant. Wet the bandage thor-
oughly every day and leave until you
are sure the break Is healed.
