GOLDEN TEXT-"Whatsoever we ask,
we recelve of him, because we keep his
commandments, and do these things that
are pleasing In his sight.”—I John 3:22,

Some twelve or fourteen years after
the revival of the worship of Jehovah

! under the administration of Ezra, Ne-

hemiah led a cofipany to Jerusalem to
restore the city walls and civil author-

[ ity. ‘The walls and gates of the clty

had lain in ruins ever since they were
broken down by Nebuchadnezzar; In
this condition the remnant of the
Jews who had gone back to Jerusalem

saunlts from the surrounding encmies.
Not only was this exposure detrimen-
tal to the peace and comfort of the
people, but it was a matter of severe
reproach to them (v. 8). Nehemiah
was a man of strong character. Though
occupying a position of high honor and
responsibllity in the very center of
the great heathen capitol, the desire to
honor God was uppermost in his heart.
He is an example to all young men,
demonstrating to them that it Is pos-
sible to be true to God regardless of
the environment fn which he may be
compelled to Hve. In order for a man

to thus stand, his life must be rooted |

in Christ, and these roots—our falth—
must be watered and kept allve
through vital communion with God in
prayer and study of His Holy Word.
I. Nehemiah Learns of the Affiic-

tion and Reproach of the Returned |

Remnant in Jerusalem (vv. 1-4).

He wap greatly moved by the story of
the distress of his brethren. Though
occupying a position of honor, and en-
joying all that heart could desire, he
keenly took the misfortune of his
brethren to heart. He not only shed
tears of sympathy, but took these bur-
dens In prayer to God. This is the
proper way to sympathize with the un-
fortunate. It i1s manly to weep with

those In distress, and to pray for |

those who have need. Jesus wept over

Jerusalem and prayed for his own.

Nehemiah exhibited the =spirit of true

patriotism. The afMiction and shame |
of his own people went close to his |
own heart.

patriotism. The reproach and afflic-
tion of a nation 18 the reproach and
afMiction of every member thereof.

11. Nehemiah’s Prayer for Israel ’
(vv. 5-11). We are taught that In the |
midst of affliction, we should pray. |
Nehemiah in this early time practiced |
this New Testament direction.
