We have been losing ships in
great numbers, and so have our
Allies. These must be replaced.
The farmer knows what would
happen if the freight care on
the railroads were burned up —
he would be cut off from the
market. Ships are just as im-
portant and necessary as freight
CArs.

Several Million Dollars of the
amount subscribed to the Lib-
erty Loan is teing used by The
United States Government to
provide a fleet of freight ves-
sels to maintain eur trade with
Europe. It follows that in
subscribing to the Liberty Loan,
the farmer is putting money
into his own business, with Un-
cle Sam as a partner, with a
certain knowledge that he will
receive 4 per cent interest on
his money, and that his princi-
pal will be used for his
trade convenience and expan-
sion. Was there ever a clearer
case of an investment profitable
in two distinct ways?

The German Government have
realized the necessity of pro-
iding a merchant fleet and re-
cently have set aside Thirty-
fve Million Dollars for the
building of ships, which are to
be delivered as soon as possible
after Peace is declared. let us
at least be as wise as the Ger-|
mans.

The compensation In case of death.
given by the government wlithoul

charge and regardless of rank or pay
ranges from $20 to $73 a month, based
on the number of dependents. Pay
ments under the compensation feature
of the military and naval Insurance act
in case of death are payable to a
widow, children, or dependent wid
owed mother,

The automatic insurance ceased on

February 12, but the compensation
feature of the act is & separate pro-
vision. The scale of compensation In
case of death follows:

(a) For a widow alone, $25.

(b) For a widow and one child, $35.

(¢c) For a widow and two children,
84750, with 85 for each additional

child up to two.

(1) If there be no widow, then for
one child, £20,

(¢) For two children, £30.

(f) For three ehildren, $40, with §3
for each additional chlld up to two.

(g) For a widowed mother, $20. The
amount payable under this subdivision
shnll not be greater than a sum which
when ndded to the total amount pay-

able to the widow and children, does
not exceed $70.

It i= the opinion of the Unlited
States food administration that the
gross maximum profit for wholesalers
in flonr should not exceed from 50 to
75 cents per barrel. The profit to re-
tall dealers in original mill packages
«hould not exceed from 80 cents to
$1.20 per barrel, depending upon the
chnracter of service performed. Where

retailers sell In amounts less than the |
original mill packages, the gross profit
should not exceed 1 cent a pound.

Sinking of Transport Tuscania
Inspires Nation to Carry War
On to Victory.

LADS FACED DEATH BRAVELY

America Ready With New Methods to
Combat the Submarines—Russian
Bolisheviki Fighting All Their
Neighbors—President Wil-
son Asks Further
Powers.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD.

The United States sustained its first
severe blow In the wgr on Wednesday,
when the transport Tuscanla, carrying
American troops to Europe, was tor-
pedoed off the north Irish coast and
sank In two hours. At the time of
writing the number of missing, pre-
sumably dead, i{s 101. Of these 57 were
American officers and enlisted men,
the others being members of the Brit-
ish crew. That the losses were so
small was due to the excellent work
of the convoying vessels and the time
the Tuscania remained afloat.

The fact that such disasters as this |
were expected in the process of trans-
porting hundreds of thousands of men
to Europe does not lessen the shock
to the nation or mitigate the anguish
of the relatives of the victims. But
those relatives have the great consola-
tion of knowing that their boys met
'thelr fate bravely and calmly, as Amer-
fcan soldlers should, and that they gave
'their )lives for thelr country and for
civilization as truly as if they had dled
on the fleld of battle. Most of these
troopers were but partly trained mem-
,bers of forestry and other contingents
'going over to work behind the lines,
'but when the first excitement of thae
~explosion had passed these lads, like
veteran soldiers, lined up on the deck
{and sang national airs while they walt-
.ed thelr turns in lifeboats.

The sinking of the Tuscania has
!merved to weld the determination of
| the entire nation to see the war|
i through to a victorious finish. It also
' has brought forth the Information that
|
i the Amertcan navy, which so far has
been fighting the U-boats with make-
shift devices, is now about ready to
| put into operation new devices and
l methods that, it is confidently believed,
i will prove most effective in dealing
{ with the murderows submarines. The
movement of troops to the other side
| will not be checked In the slightest by
fthe loss of this one transport. Says

Secretary of the Navy Danlels: *“Just
| as fast as our ships can carry men to
| Burope they will go, and just as fast
| as they are equipped they will be sent,
and ships will carry them, and no man
living will ever agaln see the day when
!onr goods will be carried across the
| Atlantic except In ships flylng the flag
| of the United States.”

It I1s quite evident that Trotzky has
‘been counting on a real revolution of
ithe workers of Germany, and It Is
‘equally evident that no such revolution
I8 forthcoming In the near future. The
widespread strikes which were hailed
with joy by the foolishly optimistic
were quickly crushed by the military
power of the government, many of the
leaders forced Into the army and the
rank and file of the workers driven
back to thelr Inbor. In this Internal
struggle the German autocracy seem
Ingly did not yield a single polnt to the
demoecracy, though some effect of the '
strikes may appear In the future. The
radieal leaders In the emplre are not
backing water, any more than are thelr
autocratic opponents, and the situation
there is still critical.

—

As a substitute for the war cabinet
and munitions directorate bills which
he so firmly opposes, President WII-
son on Wednesday had Introduced in
the senate by Senator Overman a bill
designed to do away with bureaucratic
inefficiency and to give the chief exec-
utive vast powers. It was drafted for
Mr. Wilson by the attorney general |
and authorizes the president during
the war to distribute’ co-ordinate, con-
solidate and otherwise reorganize any
and all existing administrative fune-
tions and agencies and create such
new agencies as he deems necessary
for the conduct of the war. He Is al=o

" authorized to transfer appropriations

from one department, bureau or com-
mission to any other agency he may
designate.

Those who gupport the measure say
it properly confers on the president, |
as commander in chief of the nation's
armed forces, whatever power he
deems necessary to perform his task
with eflficlency. Other congressmen
declared the blll actually creates a mil-
ftary dictatorship. There doesn’t seem |
to be much difference hetween these |
two views. ‘

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February 22nd---Washington- Wilson.

This being George Washington’s birthday brings to
mind some bits of history worth considering, especially in
comparing some distinctions of two of America’s greatest
men—Washington and Wilson.

George Washington was slow to take any part in the
American revolution, but once in, he stuck. When finally
convincea that the colonies could not exist under the Ger-
manized Toryism then ruling Great Britain, he fought and
fought until the issue was won. Who can doubt that his
clearness of vision, singleness of aim and unflinching cour-
age in action are the only qualities that will enable us to
finish this war and finish it right? Compare Woodrow
Wilson’s hand guiding the destinies of this country to that
of Washingtonjand see the resemblance. No president
since Washington has had the confidence of the people in
a higher degree than the present occupant of the White
House. No other president, since Jackson at least, has
enjoyed the hearty confidence and admiration of the Amer-
ican people under his right name. We call your attention
to the momentous fact that Woodrow Wilson conducted a
successful campaign for re-election without any consider-
able body of his fellow citizens feeling it necessary to cer-
tify their affection for him by calling him Old Cockeye, or
Bully Boy, or Gander-Shanks, or even Woody. This is a
great fact, marking the culmination of an epoch in the
political development of the United States, the opening of
a new chapter.

Future historians will remark that in the first quarter
of the twentieth century the United States definitely took
its place as one of the Great Powers, and coincidentally its
newspapers fell into the way of calling the chief executive
““Mr. Wilson,” they will point out that spiritually the two
phenomena are merely two facets of the same fact, signi-
fying the end of adolescence. Washington and Wilson
resemble each other in many ways, as great leaders, and

are probibly the only two presidents that never was nic-
named.

JESUS TEACHES BY PARABLES—
THE GROWTH OF THE KING-
DOM.

LESSON TEXT-Mark 4:21-34

GOLDEN TEXT-The earth shall be
full of the knowledge of Jehovah, as the
waters cover the sea.—Isa. 11:9.

DEVOTIONAL READING-—Isa. 11:1-10.

ADDITIONAL MATERIAL FOR
TEACHERS-Matt. 13:24-60 (vv. 31, 32);
Isa, 2:3-4; Eszek. 47:1-12; Rev. 21:1-§; 2-27;
Chap. 22:16; Rev. 21:1-8

PRIMARY TOPIC—Jesus telling a story
about sowing.

MEMORY VERSE—Jesus advanced in
wisdom and stature and In favor with
God and man.—Luke 2:52.

INTERMEDIATE TOPIC—The import-
ance of small beginnings.

Jesus Is now revealing to his disci-
ples the kingdom In secret which they
ywere later to reveal In public. Noth-
ing which he now reveals should be
'hid, and he is also teaching that, If
‘we do not use that what is committed
ito us, we lose it.

1. Hearing (vv. 21-25). It is an ob-
ligation resting upon each of us who
thas the light of truth that he should
80 set it before men that It can be
seen that men may be enlightened,
cheered and served by it (Matt. 5:14-
16; Phil. 1:15-16). The secret things
of our lives will be brought to light
some day. Ears are given with which
we are to hear, and possession of hear-
Ing Involves the responsibility as to
what we hear. *“The Gospel is the
power of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth” (Rom. 1:16), but
belleving comes through “hearing”
(Rom. 10:17). In this there is a mis-
slonary suggestion for our teachers,

ut there is also a caution as to what
and how we hear. “Take heed what
we hear.” Many today are being swept
into all kinds of damning here-
sles because they do not follow this
warning (2 Tim. 8:1-18). Not only are
we to be good listeners, but we must
be doers as well (Jas. 1:22). This
parable of the lamp follows closely
upon the parable of the sower In
pur last lesson. *“God, who first cre- |
pted light, and Christ, in whom was |
life, and the life was the light of |
men,” both together are ones whom |
we are equally obliged to see, and |
hear and obey. To Impress the duty |
of this seeing, hearing and using of |
light upon his disciples, Jesus reminds |
them of some familiar things. A can-
dle is not placed under a bushel nor |
under a bed, but on a candle stick, |
where It may be seen of all. If our|
virtues go not forth from us, it will |
be as though we had hidden them
from the world. “To him that heareth |
right shall more be given,” (v. 24)
but for him that hath not and seeth
not, from him shall be taken. He
that hath not I1s he who neglects his
opportunities, and “from him shall be
taken even that which he hath” In
this we see a spipitual multiplication,
and also a spiritual subtraction, de-
terioration.

1l. Growing. (1) Secrecy vv. 26-29).
This is a parable of falth and hope,
found only In Mark. Again the good
seed Is referred to, but in this ease
unseen growth reeeives the emphasis,
for the seed will spring and grow up,
though we know not how. It Is com-
forting to think that, |f we sow the
true seed, It grows while we sleep
(v. 27.) The best selected seed (the
holy word) 1s essential for results. All
of our seed must have this silent pe-
riod for growth. It is the earth that
brings forth the fruit of herself
through the energies and powers with
which God endows It. These powers
are wonderful. We do not understand
them, but there is order and symmetry
in growth. First the blade, then the
ear, and after that the full corn In
the ear. Then Is the harvest, the
purpose of the seed having been ace
complished. Mark alone gives us this
parable, and it is given In close reia-
tion to the parable of the sower and |
of the wheat and tares. Jesus Is the
great harvester (v, 20), and knows the
right time to reap the grain, the mo-
ment when it is “ripe” (v. 20 R. V.).
Then he putteth in the sickle. o

(2) There Is also a marvelous out-
ward growth of the kingdom (vv. 80-
82). There Is the closest relation be-
tween the parable of the mustard
seed and the two parables that pre-
cede. In Matthew the parable of the
mustard seed Is used In relation to the
kingdom of heaven, which Is the
sphere of the Christian profession.
Here it 1s used of the kingdom of
God, which is piritual. Why Is it used
of both? The explanation, according
to Doctor Scofield, lies ‘In the fact
that the kingdom of God in this age
and the kingdom of heaven have this
In common, that from an Insignificant
beginning they had a rapid growth.

If the abnormal growth of this
common garden shrub f{llustrates di-
vine Increase, why Is it not more glor}-
ous? There Is not here anything
like the greatness of the Assyrian and
Babylonian emplires. (Ezek. 81:848;
Dan. 4:20-22). 1Is the significance of

SMALL TOWNS MAKE RECORD

Ahead of Cities in Buying the Smile-
age Books—American Soldiers Lost
on Tuscania Protected by Govern-
ment Insurance.

Washington. — Another scheme for
swindling the farmers of the United
States has been discovered by the fed-
eral farm loan board. A man adver-
tising himself as an authorized orgnn-
izer of national farm-loan assoclations
is sending out advertising matter em-
blazoned with the national flag, stat-
ing that he will orpnlze such associn-
tions at $500 each, gnd will teach oth-
ers the trick for a certaln sum of
money. His advertisements
reached farmers and business men
over a large part of the United Stutes.
He claims to be so busy organizing
national farm-loan assoclations that
he needs help, but will take time to
teach others for a monetary considera-
tion,

All such representations are fraudu-
lent. In order to borrow under the
farm-loan act, it Is necessary for
farmers to organize co-operative na-
tional farm-loan assoclations In their

local communities. It is a violation of |

a ru.ing of the federal farm loan
board, published more than a year ago,
for a national farm-loan association

or a Joimt-stoc iand bank to spend | Mmen for getting

any money for promotion purposes.
Associations thus organized will not
be chartered by the federal farm loan
board. Farmers are warned therefore
nganinst anyone asking a fee for hils
proffered services In connection with
applying for a loan under 1Le federal
farm-loan act.

General Crozier on Age Limit Enlarge-

ment of Selective Service Law—LlI- |

Washington. — Over 6,000 glasses |
have been recelved by the navy In re- |
sponse to Its call through the news-
papers for binoculars, spyglasses, tel-
escopes, sextants, and chropometers.
There Is urgent need for many morve.

Heretofore the Unlited States has
been obliged to rely on foreign coun-
tries for most of Its supply of such ar- |
ticles. These channels of supply be-
Ing closed, It has been necessary to ap-
peal to the patriotism of private own-
ers for “eyes for the navy.”

All articles should be tagged with
name and address of the donor and
sent to Hon. Franklin D. Roosevelt, as-
sistant secretary of the navy, eare of
Naval Observatory, Washington, D. C.
Those not suitable will be returned to
senders. Careful records will be kept
of accepted glasses so they may, If pos-
sible, he returned at the termination
of the war,

As the government under the law
cannot accept services or material
without payment, $1 will be pald for
each article accepted.

-

Discussing enlargement of the age
limit for selective military service, Pro-
vost Marshal General Crozier sald :

“A pronounced majority of the |
boards favor some enlargement, but |
there Is great diversity of opinion as i
to the proper age limit. Nineteen and
thirty-five are perhaps the limits most ;
frequently suggested; but some recom- ]
mend forty or forty-five years as the |
upper limit. There s a dllﬂnmly‘
stronger demand for raising the maxi- '
mum age than for lowering the min!
mum.”

Genera) Crozier estimates that 1,329, 1
388 acceptable single men would be
made avallable by an Increase In the
age limit to Include men up to forty-
five years. The estimate places the
number of acceptable single men be- |
tween eighteen and twenty-one years
at 1,546.283. The number of probahly |
acceptable single men already regis
tered, but not ealled, Is 1.321.845. Ac
cording to these figures, should the age |
Himit be enlarged to Include men nr]
from eighteen years to forty five years,
Inclusive, 4267516 physically and oth-
erwise qualified unmarried men would
be open for call to service,

" The war trade board Is calling at-
tention to the fact that llcense (s re.
quired to ship abroad goods on the
conserved list, even when sent in amall
quantities by parcel post. In many
cases this has been done by persons ig-
norant of the president's proclama-
tion concerning exports, or who do
not know of the many articles which
may be exported only under license.

For violution a fine of not more than
$10,000 or Imprisonment for not more
than two years, or both, form the pen-
alty. Licenses may be appllied for at
the bureau of exports, Washington, D.
C., or any of Its branches which are
located at Seattle, Portland, San
Francisco, Los Angeles, Nogales, Kl
Paso, Bagle Pass, Galveston, New Or-
leans, Moblile, Savannah, St. Louls, Chl-
engo, Boston and New York.

A copy of a broadside forbidden In
Germany has reached the committee
on public Information. It is a single
sheet of foolscap size, printed on both
sides, and bears a coarsely executed
woodcut representing a soldier In arms,
a workman In a blouse, and a woman
shoving a rock off a precipice, beneath
which Is seen the head and bust of the
emperor, crowned and sceptered and
mustached, looking up In terror at the
fate Impending. The last paragraph
of the text is as follows:

Man of toll, awakae from nrumbor!

Recognize thy growing might.

All the wheels will lose their motion

Without thy strong arm’s devotion,

Down with the war! Down with the gov-
ernment! -

Peace! Freedom! Bread!

Men of the selective service age who
are accustomed to handling horses
have opportunity for specialized serv-
fce In the enlisted veterinary corps,
enlistments for which are now heing
taken. The 2,000 men wanted include
veterinary and agricultural students,
farmers, stablemen, and others who
have had experience handling horses.
Pay ranges from $30 to $58 a month,
with elothing, food, and quarters.

Application for enlistment may be
made at any army recrulting station.

Newspapers in Italy are now reg-
ulated by the government as to size
and price. With some exceptions dally
papers must not contain more than
four pages, and ten times a month they
must be published In two pages.

Persons In military service are per:
mitted, under certaln restrictions, to
write for publication In newspapers
and magazines. They may not re
celve payment for material furnished
by them.

All letters contalning matter for pub-
lleation written by men in service must
be sent through officers, who will de-
lete all references capable of furnish-
ing Important information to the en-
emy.

Regular newspaper correspondents
not In military service are not regired
to submit copy for censorship, being
gulded by the requests for secrecy pub-
lished by the committee on public In-
formation. If these are ignored the
privileges of the camp may be with-
drawn In the discretion of the camp

commander,

None of these rules apply to troops
in France, where the commanding gen-
eral of the expeditionary forces will
establish such regulations as are nec-
sary.

Wood pulp Is being manufactured
into cloth In Germany, according to ad-
vices received by the bureau of foreign
and domestic commerce.

The pulp Is spun Into a thread and
then woven Into a fabriec, the warp
of which 1s linen thread. Tt is said to
be durable and to stand washing five
or six times. It is utilized for cloth-
Ing of all kinds, but especially for
underwear.

Any baker will be permitted to ad-
vertise his product as “victory” bread
it it contains not more than 80 per
cent wheat flour. No stipulation Is
made as to what Ingredients shall com-
pose the other 20 per cent, so long as
they are selected from the first recom-
mended by the food administration.

Until March 8 rye may be used In
making victory bread. After that date
it will be placed on the same basis as
wheat, as rye flour is now being ship-
ped to the sllies. Bread made of gra-
ham or whole-wheat flour may be term-
ed victory bréad.
