Upon enlistment we had Identity 

g , t l  leaned to n*. These were small 
disks of red fiber worn around the neck 
by means of a string. Most of the Tom­
mies also used a little metal disk which 
they wore around the left wrist by 
means o f a chain. They had previous­
ly figured It out that If their head* 
were blown ofT, the disk on the lefi | 
wrlat would Identify them. I f  they lost 
their left arm the disk around the nec» | 
would serve the purpose, but If then 
head and left arm were blown off. n< 
«o e  would care who they were, so i

did not matter. On one side o f the 
disk was Inscribed your rank, name, 
number and battalion, while on thd 
other was Itamped your religion.

C. of E„ ‘ met.nlng Church of Eng» 
land; R. C„ Roman Catholic; W., Wes­
leyan ; P „ Presbyterian; but If you 
happened to be an atheist they left it 
blank, and just handed you a pick and 
shovel. On my disk was stamped O. of 
E. This Is how I got I t : The lieuten­
ant who enlisted me asked my religion.
I  was not aure of the religion of the 
Brltlah army, so I answered, "Oh, any 
old thing," and he promptly put down 
C. o f E.

Now, Just Imuglne my hard luck. Out 
o f five religions I was unlucky enough 
to p lA  the only one where church 
parade was compulsory!

The next morning was Sunday. I 
waa sitting In the billet writing home 
to my sister telling her of my wonder­
ful exploits while under fire— all re­
cruits do this. The sergeant major put 
his head lo the door of the billet and 
shouted: “C. o f E. outalde for church 
parade !"

I kept on writing. Turning to me. In 
a loud voice, he asked, "Einpey, aren't 
you C. of E . r

I anawered. “Yep.”
In an angry tone, he commanded, 

“ Don't you ‘yep’ me. Buy, ‘Yes, ser­
geant major.’ "

“ I did so. Somewhat mollified, he 
ordered. “Outside for church parade."

I looked up and unswered, "1 am 
not going to church this morning.”

He said, “ Oh. yes, you a re !"
I answered, “Oh. no, I ’m n o t B u t  

I  went.
We lined up outside with rifles and 

bayoneta, 120 rounds of ammunition, 
wearing our tin huts, and the inarch 
to church began. After marching about 
five klloa, we turned off the road Into 
an open field. At one end of this field

y ip

the chaplain was standing In a limber. 
We formed a semicircle around him. 
Overhead there was a black speck cir­
cling round and round In the sky. This 
was a German Fokker. The chaplain 
had a book In his left hand— left eye 
on the book—right eye on the airplane. 
We Tommies were lucky, we had no 
books, so hud both eyes on the air­
plane.

After church parade we were 
marched back to our billets, aDd played 
football all afternoon.

CHAPTER IV.

“ Into the Trench."
The next morning the draft was In­

spected by our general, and we were 
assigned to different companies. The 
hoys In the brigade had nicknamed 
this general Old Pepper, and he cer­
tainly earned the sobriquet. I was as- | 
signed to B company with anothar 
American named Stewart.

For the next ten days we “ rested.” 
repairing roads for the Frenchles, drill­
ing. and digging bombing trenches.

One morning we were Informed that 
we were going up the Hue, and our 
march began.

It took us three days to reach re­
serve billets—each day’s march bring­
ing the sound of the guns nearer ami 
nearer. At night, way off in the dis­

tance we could sea their flashes, which 
lighted up the sky with a red glare.

Against the horizon we could sea 
numerous observation balloons or "sau­
sages" as they are called.

On the afternoon of the third day'a 
march I witnessed my first airplane 
being shelled. A thrill ran through me ; 
and I gazed In awe. The airplane was 
making wide circles In the air. while 
little puffs of white smoke were burst­
ing all around It. These puffs appeared 
like tiny balls of cotton while after 
each burst could be heard a dull 
“plop." The sergeant of my platoon 
Informed us that It was a German air­
plane and I wondersd how he could tell 
from snch a distance because the plane 
seemed like a little black speck In the 
sky. I expressed my donbt as to 
whether It was English. French or Ger­
man. With a look of contempt he fur­
ther Informed us that the allied anti­
aircraft shells when exploding emitted 
white smoke while the German shell* 
gave forth black smoke, and. as he ex­
pressed It. “ If must be an Allemand be­
cause our pom-poms are ahelling. and 
I know our batteries are not off their 
bally nnppers and are certainly not 
*trafelng our own planes, and another 
jilecq of advice— don't chuck your

when overhead cam* a through(
the air, rapidly followed by throe oth­
ers. Then about two hundred yards to 
our left In a large field, four columns 
of black earth and amoka rose Into the 
air, and the ground trembled from the 
report— the explosion of four German 
five-nine*, or “coalboxes.” A sharp 
whistle blast. Immediately followed by 
two short ones, rang oat from the head 
of our column. T B i waa to take up 
“artillery formation." Wo divided Into 
■mall squads and went Into the fields 
on Jhe right and left of the road, and 
crouched on the ground. No other 
shells followed thlg atlvh It was our 
first baptism by rfiell fir*. From tbs 
waist np I wa* all enthusiasm, but from 
there down, everything waa missing. I 
thought I should die with fright.

After awhile, we reformed Into col­
umn* of fours, and proceeded on our 
way.

About five that night, we reached the
ruined village of H------ . and I got my
first sight of the awful destruction 
caused by German Kfiltur.

Marching down the main street we 
came to the heart of the village, and 
took up quarters In ahellproof cellars 
(shellproof until hit by a shell). Shelia

were constantly whistling over the v il­
lage and bursting In our rear, search 
lng for our artillery.

These cellars were cold, damp and 
smelly, and overrun with large rats— 
big hlnck fellows. Moat of the Tom­
mies slept with their overcoats over 
their faces. I did not. In the middle 
of the night I wqke up In terror. The 
cold, clammy feet of a rat had passed 
over my face. I Immediately smoth­
ered myself In my overcoat, but could 
not sleep for the rest of that night.

Next evening, we took over our sec 
tor o f the line. In single file we wend­
ed our way through a tlgaag com 
munlcatlon trqpch, six Inches deep 
with mud. This french waa called 
“ Whisky street.” On our way up to 
the front line an occasional flare of 
bursting shrapnel would light up the 
sky and we could hear the fragments 
slapping the ground above us on our 
right and left. Then a Frits would 
traverse back and forth with hla “type 
writer" or machine gun. Tbs bullets 
made a sharp cracking noise overhead.

The boy In front of me named Pren­
tice crumpled up without a word. A 
piece of shell had gone through hla 
shrapnel-proof helmet. I felt sick and 
weak.

In about thirty minutes we reached 
the front line. It was dark as pitch. 
Every now and then*a German star 
shell would pierce the blackness out 
Id front with Its silvery light. I was 
trembling all over, and felt very lonely 
and afraid. All orders were given In 
whispers. The company we relieved 
filed past ua and disappeared Into the 
blackness o f the communication trench 
leading to the rear. As they passed as. 
they whispered. “ The beat o’ lock

'  I  ant am the firs step of the trench 
yvtth the raft of the men. flu each 
ten rat as two of (he older men had been 
put on guard with their beads sticking 
over the ton and with their eyes try- 
lag to pierce tha bteckneea In “No 
Man's Land." In this trench there 
wars only two dngouta, and these were 
used by Lewis and Vlckera machine 
funfters, bo It was tbs fire step for 
oars. Pretty soon It started to min. 
Wa pnt on our "maqka,” but they were 
not much protection. The rala trickled 
down our backs, and It was not long 
before we were wet and cold. How I 
passed that night I will never know, 
but without any unusual occurrence, 
dawn arrived.

The word “stand down” was passed 
along the line, and the sentries got 
down off the fire step. Pretty soon the 
rum Issue came along, and It waa a 
Godsend. It wanned our chilled bodies 
and put new life Into ua. Then from 
the communication trenches came 
llxlea or Iron pots, filled with steam- 
’ng tea, which bad two wooden stakes 
through their handles, and were car­
ried by two men. I filled my canteen 
and drank the hot tea without taking 
•t from my Ups. It waa not long be- 
*ors I waa asleep In the mud on the 
Are step.

My ambition bad been attained! I 
vaa in a front-line trench on the west- 
irn front, and oh, how I wished I ware 
mck In Jersey City.

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The red garden beet may be grown 
In any good soil, but rich sandy loam 
will give the best results. The seed 
may be sown In spring as soon as the 
around Is In condition to work. They 
may be planted two weeks before dan­
ger of frost Is past. I f for horse cul­
tivation, the rows should be from 2% 
to 3 feet apart, or wide enough for the 
horse to walk between the rows. If for 
hand cultivation the rows need not be 
more than 12 to 18 Inches apart. The 
usual custom la to sow the seed some­
what closer together than the b'vits 
are desired, and after the beets are up. 
to thin them from time to time, using 
the ones removed for greens until the 
beets finally are some 4 to 5 Inches 
apart In tha rows.

It should be remembered that what 
la commonly termed beet seed Is really 
a seed ball, containing several Indi­
vidual seeds, and for this reason each 
one of these balls may bring from 3 
to 4 plants. All of these plants except 
one should be removed during the thin­
ning process. Two ounces of the seed 
are aufflctetft to plant a 100-foot row.

Beets should be planted Id succes­
sion at Intervals o f about two weeks 
during the summer so as to have a 
supply o f young tender beets at all 
times. The beets should be used be­
fore they exceed a diameter of 2 Inches 
as the young beets o f moderate size 
are of much better quality than those 
allowed to make a greater growth. 
The beets that remain unused during 
the latter part o f the season should be 
allowed to grow until frost, pulled, 
trimmed and stored for winter use. I f 
not desired for table use, they make 
an excellent stock or poultry feed.— U. 
8 . Department of Agriculture.

o r  AOWiCyiTugg
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The turnip requires a rich soil and 
may be grown either aa an early or 
late crop. For an early crop, sow the 
seeds In drills 12 to 18 lnchea apart 
as early In the spring aa the condition 
o f the soil will permit A half-ounce 
o f seed la sufficient for a 100-foot row, 
A fter the plants appear thin to about 
8 Inches apart. The roots will be 
ready for nee before hot weather.

For late turnips, the seeds are usu 
ally sown broadcast on land from 
which some early crop-has been re­
moved, and for this reason the tumlt 
la a good crop to grow for storage 
for Winter. They are quite hardy, 
and the roots need not be gathered 
until after the first frosts. They may 
be stored In banka or pits or In the 
out-door cave or cellar, and keep, best 
when kept rather cool.

The turnip Is a good crop for Inter- 
planting between rows o f late corn oi 
late beans.—U. 8. Department of Agrl 
Culture. _______  ____

The cauliflower requires a rich, 
moist soil, and thrives best under Irri 
gatlon. It wilt not withstand as much 
frost aa cabbage, but la very sensitive 
to hot weather. To moke a auccene of 
the crop It la best to plant It about 
the time of the last killing frost In 
spring, using plants grown In the hot­
bed or window box. This gives It time 
to muture before hot weather comes. 
The rows need not be more than 2%  
to 3 feet apart for horse cultivation, 
or 24 to 30 Inches apart for hand work. 
The plants should be from 14 to 18 
Inches apart In rowa. The culture Is 
the same as for cabbage until tha 
heads begin to develop, after which 
the leaves may be tied together over 
the heads to exclude the light and 
keep heads white.

Germans Gain Little by Heavy Attacks
— Holland Being Pushed to War's

Brink— John D. Ryan Made 
Director of Aircraft Pro­

duction.

Last week brought forth one of the 

most spectacular and dashing opera­
tions of the war the raid of British 
and French naval forces on the (Jer- 
nian U boat bases Ht Zeebrugge and 
(Intend. Five obsolete cruisers and 
two old submarines were sacrificed. 
The former. Inden with concrete, were J 
to bo sunk In the channel mouths, and 
the lutter full of explosives, were drlv- j 
on against the moles. These vessels, 
escorted by destroyers and all making 
a dense smoke screen, approached the 
Belgian coast In the night hut were 
discovered and deluged with shells 
from the shore batteries and from (ler- ! 
man destroyers. The chief fight took 
place at Zeebrugge There the cruiser 
Vindictive ran Inside the harbor under 
heavy fire, and landed her crew on the 
mole after a great gap had been blown 
In It by a submarine. The men cleared 
the mole, destroyed all Its guns and 
sank a destroyer and were able to get 
away again, though their losses were 
severe. Meanwhile three of the block 
ships were sunk at the entrance of the 
••anal or In the harbor, and one of the 
old submarines was believed to have 
destroyed the lock gates, letting the 
water run out of the Bruges canal. 
At Ostend the operation was simpler 
and at least one of the block ships has 
been observed from airplanes block­
ing the greater part of tty channel.

At this time It Is not known Just 
how successful the operation was In 
bottling up the U-boat hn«rx. hut prob­
ably It was no more so than was Hob­
son's artempt to bottle tip the Spanish 
fleet In Santiago harbor However. It 
was a gallant enterprise, fearlessly 
carried out. and American navy men 
boi»e It will be followed up by addi­
tional naval exploits.

The terrific slaughter of 
since their offensive opene< 
their custom of advancing 
formation across open ground, has 
been more than they could stand, nnd 
Ludendorff has put n stop to that 
method of attack.

The seed for eggplant should be
sown In the hotbed about six week* 
before the time to set the plants In 
the open. The eggplant la a beet-lov­
ing plant and cannot be successfully 
planted until tbe ground >>*■ become 
warm and the weather settled.

Tbe soil best adapted to the egg­
plant la a rich. raDdy loam, well 
drained. The plants should be set la 
row* 8 feet apart, with tb# plants 2 
feet apart In the rows. Cultivation 
should be frequent and thorough. 
Fresh msnure should not be used on 
eggplant, but well-rotted manure may 
be applied freely. In fact, there l« 
little danger o f getting the ground 
too rich. Eggplants may be used u  
soon as large enough and cannot be 
kept for any length of time.— O. * . De­
partment of Agriculture.

able, is inconvenient for a major­
ity of the voters of the precinct, 
or otherwise impracticable.
