A t 11:80 that night twelve men. our 
(teaunant end myself went out tq 
front on a patrol In No Man's Land.

W o cruised around In the dark for 
Sboot two hours. Just knocking about 
looking for trouble, on the lookout for 
porho working parties to see what 
they were doing.

Around two In the morning we were 
gainfully picking our way about thirty 
yards In front o f the German barbed 
fcrtre, when we walked Into a Boeha 
covering party nearly thirty strong. • 
then the music started, the fiddler ren­
dered his bill, and jye paid.

Fighting In the dark with a bayonet 
|s not very pleasant. The Germans 
took ft on the run. but onr officer was 
ho novice at the gartle nnd didn't fol­
low them. He gave the order “ down 
on the ground, huif.lt close.”

German ara Iron. My heart stopped 
besting; by mistake I  hod crawled 
back to tbs German lines.

1 turned slowly about and my tunic 
caught on tbs wire and mads a loud 
ripping noise.

A sharp challenge rang out. I 
sprang to my feet, docking low, sad 
ran madly back toward our lines. The 
Germs ns started firing. The bullets 
were biting all around me, when bang! 
1 ran smash Into our wire, and a sharp 
challenge, “ ’Alt, who comes thereT” 
rung out. I gasped out the password, 
and, groping my way through the lane 
In the wire, tearing my hands and 
uniform. I tumbled Into our trench and 
was safe, but I was a nervous wreck 
for an hour, until a drink of rum 
brought me round.

CHAPTER XVIII.

Staged Under Fire.
Three days utter the Incident Just re­

lated our company was relieved from 
the front line and carried. We stayed 
In reserve billets for about two weeks 
when we received the welcome news 
that our division would go back o f the

r » t  lanes through It; If so. this pres­
aged nn early morning attack on our 
trenches.

O f course I had to he one of the four 
selected for the Job. It was Just like 
pending a fellow to the undertaker's 
to order bis own coffin.

At ten o'clock we started out. Hrmed 
With three bombs, a bayonet nnd re­
volver. After getting into No Man's 
I-arcI we separated. Crawling four or 
five feet at a time, ducking star shells, 
with strays cracking overhead. I 
peached their wire. 1 scouted along 
this Inch by Inch, scarcely breathing. 
I could hear them talking in their 
Jrench. my heart was pounding against 
tiy ribs. One false move or the least 
poise from me meant discovery anil 
klmost certain death.

A fter covering my sector I quietly 
Crawled back. I had gotten about half 
way when I noticed that my revolver 
was missing. It was pitch dark. I 
turned about to see If I could find I t ; 
It couldn't be far away, because about 
three or four mlnntes previously I had 
felt the butt In the holster. I crawled 
around In circles and at last found It. 
then started on my way hack to our 
trenches, as I thought.

Pretty soon I reached barbed wire, 
*nd was Just going to give the pass- 
» « r d  when something told me not to. 
t  pot out my band and touched one Of 
the barbed wire stakes. It was Iron.

Everyone was happy and contented 
at these tidings; ull you could hear 
around the billets was whistling and 
singing.

Wood— False Statements by Prus­

sian Minister of War— Gallant

Aiming at Complegne and Kstree St. 

i Denis, with the evident intenUou of, 
forcing the French out of the Noyon) 
salient, the armies of Crown Prince 
Ruprecbt of Bavaria, under the imme­
diate command of General von Hutler, 
started u great drive southward be­
tween Montdldier and Noyon on Sun­
day The result was the most desper­
ate and bloodiest fighting of the entire 
war. for the French resisted fiercely 

• and alaughtered the enemy lu trernen- 
doua numbers By sheer weight the 
Germans were stile to push forward 
down the valley of the Mat* for several 
miles, making their greutest advance 
to the southwest, tint by Tuesday they 
were brought almost to a standstill.
Then General Koch struck buck with 
force and on the west side of the ene­
my salient drove the Huns to the east, 
retaking Courcelles, I.e Fretoy Mery,
Relloy wood and other strong posi­
tions and .reaching the edge of St.
Maur. The defense of Courcelles, Im­
portant because of Its commanding 
heights, was especially heroic, the Ger­
mans trying by every means to gain 
and hold the village. In vain

On the east of the salient the Ger­
mans. by tremendous efforts, were 
able to force their way past Rlbecourt, 
and by Tuesday they had reached the 
Olae at Machemont and Bethancourt, 
the latter village being the scene of 
especially sanguinary fighting This 
ao threatened the French troops It, tha 
thin wedge extending toward Noyon 
that In the night they were quietly 
withdrawn without the knowledge of 
the enemy, and the line, thus short­
ened and straightened, thereafter was 
held. In this move the Carlepont for­
est was abandoned and the new line 
extended through Ballly. Tracy |p Val 
and Nampcel.

With the west Jaw of the pincers 
thus pushed down the Matx. the Ger­
mans tried to shove the other Jaw In 
from the east, between Hotssons and 
the Marne, hut there they apparently 
were almost unsuccessful, for the 
French gave ground only slightly on 
the plateau west of the villages of Cut- 
ry and Dommlers and repulsed attacks 
against St. Pierre Algle and Amhleny.
At Haute Bray, north of Sotssona. the 
Huns met a smashing defeat

Further to the south In the region 
of Chateau Thierry, the Americana 
and French continued their good work 
of the previous week Kach day Per­
shing's men struck at the foe hard and 
by the end of the week they had 
scored considerable advances, the 
most valuable gain being the tnklng 
-of Belleau wood, which had been full 
f *  machine gun nests In the fllgnon 
vfelle.v. Just north of this, the Germans 
used up five divisions In futile as 
saults on the American positions. The 
French In this region occupied Mont- 
x-ourt and part of Russia res.

In the latter part of the week the In­
domitable French struck heavy blows 
at the Germans on the eastern wing 
'o f the new front ami drove them bark 

x across the Mat* with severe losses.
Between the Alsne and the \Ttlers Cot- 
terets forest the enemy made some 
progress, hut southwest of Soissons his 
attack was broken

The outstanding fact In las, week's 
fighting Is that the Germans suffered 
enormous losses. In return for which 
they gained ground that Is comparn 
tlvel.v unimportant Certainly al the 
beginning of the week there was a feel 
Ing of nervousness among the allies 
the etrlllans. not the sntdters tint rhts 
quickly disappeared and was replaced 
by the former confidence In the ability 
of the allied nrnilea to resist the ham

Americans. In vain counter attacks 
after the crown prince’s advance had 
.come to a halt on the Marne. The en­
tente. he added. Is beginning to admit 
heavy defeat and Is comforting Its peo­
ple with having the help of America. 
The German press adds that the sub- 

i marine raid In American w aters stop­
ped the sending of our troops to 
France.

The public may rest assured that all 
of these statements are absolute lies,

Lea on II.—As tils earthly career was 
approaching Its end, Jesus began to 
take account of his ministry. He 
wanted the disciples to have definite 
and personal knowledge aa to hla per­
son. He knew that the opinion* of 
other* would not suffice them In the 
hour* of darkness which were Immedi­
ately before them.

Jesus taught them that 
humble. ,*elf-deny!ng service Is the 
sign of true greatness. This Is a les­
son which needs to he learned by most 
of us today, a* despite our best effort* 
wp note Insldlou* self-seeking making 
Itself known.

Lesson V.— A certain rlrh man In­
quired of the I,ord a* to what he must 
do In order to Inherit eternal life. 
This young man was of an amlahl* 
disposition and earnest and sincere, 
hut he had wrong notion* as to salva­
tion. Jesus showed him that his su­
preme need was not doing something 
to he saved, hut to he willing to *ur- 
render all things for him.

Le**on VI.— While the I.ord was 
consciously facing the cross, the disci­
ples were concerned shout positions of 
pre-eminence. Jesus taught them that 
those who would follow him must not 
seek for greatness or position, hut to 
render lowly *«rv1rp. In thl* Christ 
I* the grand example. In due time he 
will exslt those who in lowliness of 
heart serve him.

Lesson VII.— Jesus drove out the 
money changer* from the temple. *n< 
declared that the house of God should 
he s house hf prayer Instead of a 
house of merchandise. This lesson 
need* to h# learaed hy many churches 
today.

Lesson V I I I—The scrlhea sought to
entrnp Jesus hy asking caption* ques­
tions. To the question as to what was 
the greatest commandment, he replied 
that It was love to God with all one’s 
heart, soul, mind and strength Sine# 
thl* I* the first ano great command­
ment. to violate thl* commandment I* 
to he guilty of the greatest sin.

Lesson IX.— While Jesus *st si 
meat, n certain woman annolnted hire 
with preclou* ointment In anticipation 
of h!« hurlal.

Southern Pacific railroad to find tho 
most efficient means of handling tho 
locomotive whistle show the average 
motorist or pedestrian Is familiar with 
the standard creasing signal—-two long 
and twn short blasts— and that, un­
less the signal Is given Just ro , he Is 
apt to dispute priority right to a cross­
ing. Superintendent T. Ahern, in a 
letter to engineers, Raya; “ Extensive 
test* show that a whistle rail for a 
station signnl should never he less 
than five seconds, the long Masts of 
the crossing signal, two and a half 
teconds, and the short ones, one sec­
ond. Particular care should he ex­
ercised to cut off the Masts sharply 
and not to slur them. It I* o f the ut­
most Importance In causing sound to 
travel that these Instructions be cur­
ried out.”

■y THOMAS W. GRIGORY, 
Attorney General of the United States.

The sporadic activities o f a few agi­
tators who, led by good or bad motives, 
seek to hamper our work In the war 
Justify me as the chief law officer o f 
the executive branch of the govern­
ment in calling attention to the duties, 
moral and legal, o f all persona owing 
Amporary or permanent allegiance to 
the United States.

The German government began this 
war by a contemptuous breach of Its 
formally plighted faith made in solemn 
treaty and from the beginning until 
now has more thun mude good this 
ominous earnest of Its Intention and 
temper. The president has shown us 
how one by one, as opportunity offered, 
the safeguards which civilization has 
been able during the centuries to throw 
around neutrals and the nontightlng 
people o f 'warring nations were ruth­
lessly torn down ; how patient and long- 
■uffering remonstrance and request 
were met by fair words, and fairer 
promises made only to be broken.

We all know as but sober fact, plulnly 
stated, that the imperial government 
bas allowed no rule of war, no prin­
ciple o f civilization, no consideration 
of humanity, no teaching of Christian­
ity to stand bet^*en It and the work­
ing ont o f its illegal purposes. For 
half a century that government has 
icbemed and prepared to dominate the 
world by “ blood and Iron.”  Kor half 
l century the officials o f the Imperial 
fovernment, from the kaiser down, 
including even the teachars of their 
;hlldren, have prostituted the minds 
vt their youth until the whole people 
Ms been led to a toleration, if not ap­
proval, o f the hideous outrages and 
barbarities practiced by that govern­
ment In this war. While yet we were 
Mutral, struggling to keep free from 
‘Jm  conflict, the representatives of that 
government in this country planned 
to destroy our factories and our rail­

roads, forged oar public papers, de­
r ived  us when convenient, violated sword were to rnlo around the 
tor hospitality end oar sovereignty.

—

while they plotted against oar territo­
rial Integrity; they deliberately and 
with malice and affronting forewarn­
ing drowned oar helpless women and 
babes and declared a public holiday 
that their own Innocent children might 
celebrate the murder.

Bosk to Rul*.
They have bombarded unfortified 

towns and bombed the unprotected 
homes o f their foes, taking their toll of 
wounded and dead from the aged and 
mflrm, the young and the helpless, 
rbey have made barren desert o f the 
garden spots o f the earth; they have 
aeedleasly pillaged and willfully 
burned towns; they have reduced to 
Uavdry men. women and children; 
they have wrecked and torn asunder 
families with a system diabolical la 
Its efficiency.

As the war has gone on, the ultimate 
»lm o f the itpperlal government has 
become more and more clear. Drunk 
with the sense o f Its own power end 
,ts asserted superiority. It has pro­
posed to secure a dominating position 
tor Itself and for Its system over the 
entire world. Nowhere yielding/b the 
people tbelr rightful powers, and 
everywhere see klip; to uphold autoc­
racy and despotism. It bas shown Its 
Intention to perpetuate absolute gov­
ernment o f which it admittedly is the 
head and front. Its “ kultur” la 
•vowed to he the acme of human good­
ness and endeavor, and is to boast the 
rulershlp o f the' world, gained by force 
and arms.

The world'm ust fight to preserve 
Itself. O f this there cun be no doubt.

King* Against Peoples. 
Heretofore, save in rare cases, wftr 

jins been a fight between armies; hut 
this war, because o f the initial prepar­
ation for (t by an autocracy which 
prostituted a whole mighty nation to 
its purpose is a contest between peoples 
themselves. It Is correspondingly In­
tense and relentless. The march of 
events shows that it is now a war of 
system— kings against peoples. I f 
onr enemy win, kings will dominate 
the world, because no democracy fights 
with or for them. The Prussian auto­
crat and the brutal Turk will impose 
upon us their wills, tell ua what we 
may do, what we may not do, and the 
horrors and atrocities of Belgium and 
Armenia leave no doubt what this 
means.

Thus our own very life came to be 
bound np In the outcome o f this war 
long before we entered It, and even 
years before the war broke. To the 
man o f vision It is as clear as sunlight 
that the aim and the plan of the Im­
perial government was and Is to con­
quer the world, nation by nation. It 
was first to defeat France and Russia, 
next to dominate Great Britain, and 
ytfth Europe at its feet to turn to

Gove
With ell title before then 

the chosen repceoents fives of the pen
pie, exercising their constitutional doty 
and with a realising sea OS o f  their 
great responsibility, announced in Joint 
resolution “that tb* state o f war be­
tween the United State* and the Im­
perial German government which has 
beqp thrust upon the United States la 
hereby formally declared,”  and that 
“ to bring the conflict to a successful 
termination all the resources o f tb# 
country are hereby pledged.”

This Is our promise to those we help, 
our warning and threat to thoee we 
fight Our own fair name la bound 
up In this pledge. Our honor demands 
that It be met to the full measure. 
From the time congress and the presi­
dent thus spoke for us it became the 
duty, moral and legal, o f each o f os 
to abate nothing that lay within his 
power to make onr pledge good. What­
ever our views, whatever our sympa­
thies heretofore had been, the quarrel 
was now our quarrel, and we must be 
true to it In order to be true to our­
selves. That this meant that some o f 
us must break with cherished memo­
ries. with friends, home, and kindred, 
rannot matter. So broke our fathers, 
who gave us our liberties; so must 
we break to preserve them. The man 
who Is unwilling to make that sacrifice 
Is unworthy the liberties he enjoys and 
Is unwelcome In our midst. The sov­
ereign people of the United States have 
willed that our every available re­
source o f men and Industry must play 
Its part In winning this war, and no 
bead Is too high or too low to wish t# 
-scape the heavy head o f our sover- 
•lgn necessity.

No Half Measures In Future.
I have spoken thus far, not o f the 

egal penalties which attach to obstruc­
tion and disloyalty to this government, 
jut of the broad political and moral 
elements of our situation and of the 
;onslderatlons o f Integrity and honor 
which mast Impel us to loyalty to our 
cause and compel our active aid and 
jupport. I have done this because 
ifter all our safety lies not In penal 

! itatutes, but In a realizing sense o f a 
righteous cause, a firm resolution to do 

! our full duty, and understanding 
that we fight for the liberties o f onr- 
lelves, our families and our posterity.
1 have purposely moved slowly and 
with caution In Invoking the strong 
•rra of the law for seeming disloyalty,

I believing that more mature considera­
tion would show the occasional aglta-' 
I tor that he was w rong and the rest of 
[ as were right. However, I shall not be 
! balf-measured fh undertaking the con­
trol of those who persist In their dla- 
.oynlty and schemlngs against the gov- 
•rnment and Its purposes.

The federal government Is not pows 
-rless to handle such malcontents.

W e are In this war with Germany 
because It la a war for freedom more 
truly than ever before was a war 
fought for the liberty o f man. In times 
past. It is true, men have fought fo r 
freedom from oppressors Sometimes 
they have won sod sometimes they 
have lost. Bat always there has been 
a place In this Mg world where those 
who had lost In the strugle at borne 
might go and find a country where 
they might enjoy the liberty they 
loved.

Now all Is different I f  the force* 
which are fighting for freedom In this 
war are defeated, there will he no 
place In the whole world to which they 
may go to find a refuge from Prus­
sian domination. Every land under 
the sun will be directly or Indirectly 
nnder control o f the victor; and If 
the victor Is autocracy, freedom per­
ishes.

The land where freedom Is most Im­
minently menaced by the legions of 
Prussian autocracy, at this moment. 
Is the land where unwonted freedom 
temporarily has rnn riot and has lost 
the power to fight for Itself— Russia. 
We are fighting for the freedom o f 
Russia, and must continue to fight for 
It until Russia learns what freedom 
means, and ts again able to fight. I f  
we do not, freedom will die In Russia; 
Prussian autocracy will rnle and ex­
ploit the country for Its own benefit; 
and the very forces which overthrew 
the czar will be turned against the 
freedom not only o f themselves, but o f 
other lands.

In years gone by. when the forces 
j f  revolution were showing themselves 
here and there In Russia, they had the 
lympnthy o f America In spite o f the 
methods of terrorism of which we 
Jld not approve. When the czar and 
‘he kaiser, leaders of autocracy, were 
.ooked In a denth grapple, Russia still 
had onr sympathy, because she was 
lighting on the side of those who were 
leeklng to safeguard the world from 
Prussian militarism.

When the cznr was deposed over 
Jlrht American feelings were mixed. 
There was Joy at the downfftll of an 
»ld, and sometimes cruel autocracy, 
•Hit there was fear thnt Russia would 
Secome too disorganized to fight fur- 
:her, coupled with the thought thnt ;>er- 
laps the revolution bnd come t<*o noon 
to be effective.

Then followed the hrlef regime of 
Kerensky, when It began to L*>k ns 
though freedtim In Russia might he an 
vrgnnlzed freedom, prepared to fight 
for Its rights, and all America hailed 
the Russian revolution ns n blessing.
It had become absolute!v c«»rreot to 
say thnt the war was a war of democ­
racy against autocracy. No pro-Ger- 
rrmn could longer point to the czar. I 
whenever an nrgument arose.

Finally enme the hoNherlkl revotn- 
ttorv In which Kerenskv was over­
thrown. Russian Industry and Rus 
slan society were disorganized, and 
Russian armies cewned to fight. The 
knlser's armies pressed on unopposed, 
took whnt they desired In sptte of a 
signed peace, and Russia appeared to 
he about to pass completely under con­
trol o f Germany. America stood 
aghast at the prank freedom had | 
played, and American opinion tamed 
largely against Russia, hot thinking 
men refused to give up hope. Rus­
sia wus and still ts Incapable of offer­
ing resistance, hut Russia Is not re­
signed to nu too racy. It devolves upon 
others to fight for the freedom Rus­
sia most have.

The experience o f other nations has 
heon that men who loved freedom | 
were willing to fight for tt. and to dls j 
for It If necessary. The Russian at- | 
tltnde o f nonresistance was something 1 
new in the world, and Is hard to nn- 
derstnnd. The bolshevlkl represent- j 
ed the extreme Idea o f liberty. To 
them freedom meant not the right of 
Mp - majority to choose their form of 
government, hut the right of the indi­
vidual to he free from nil forms of 
governmental restraint. They wonld 
tear down the old order completely, 
at one stroke, and set up the mll- 
lenltim. They would divide the land. ] 
the factories and the tools among the s 
workers, and have no masters hence­
forth.

Even in Russia, however, there were 
dissenters. Some took up arms; snd j 
the bolshevlkl. who fought the Ger­
mans not a* all. fought their brothers 
most ferorintisly. The result was an­
archy, lawlessness, massacre, the dis­
organization o f the railways and the , 
failure nt the food supply. The mll- 
lenlnm refused to come at the mere'* 
decree o f the bolshevlkl. It was shown 
that there must he srganlxatlon and 
government of some sort.

Rnssts witl not longer fight side by 
side with her former allies. So to- | 
sldoons has been the German propa­
ganda that. In many instances. Rnsslnn 
hatred of »h< allies seems to he deep­
er than hatred of Germany.

Therefore the United States cannot j 
render dlr*>ct aid to the struggling peo-! 
pie o f Russia. She cannot send them 
armies and supplies, for they have re­
fused to do battle for themselves. To ! 
fight for Russia she mnst fight on the i 
Western front. She must do her share 
toward humbling the kaiser, and forc­
ing him to relinquish his grasp on the 
Bast.

Thst Is why we cannot talk peace 
with Germany as long as the kaiser 
has one single Russian province un­
der-Ms heel.

The people of this state are expected to save and invest 
ii^W ar Savings Stamps to the maturity value of $7,000,000. 
Similar allotments have been made to other states and th* 
President of the United States has called on the people of the 
various states on June 28th to indicate their willingneea to 
practice the patriotic self-denial required of all of us, by 
pledging themselves to purchase War Savings Stamps during 
the remainder of this year. This Htate has always responded 
fully to calls made upon it and 1 feel sure the present will be 
no exception.

In order that this state and its people may not fall be­

Into three classes according to theli 
fighting abilities.
