Tuesday Morn
The Hunu began another offen­

sive Tuesday along a 65 mile line 
from Chateau Thierry to Maison 
De Champegne. The drive covers 

■ more territory than any other 
-drive of this year.

Americans are in the thick of 
it and are giving a good account 

^of themselves against hte Huns 
beat troops. They recaptured two 
villages that the Germans had 
taken. At one point they were 
defending one bank of the Marne 
with machine guns and had to re 
tire after their guns had tfot too 
hot for use.

Wednesday their drive was be­
ing stopped on every turn, accord 
ing to press reports. There is 
little to indicate that the Hun 
drive will go much further or 
that they' have the force to re­
new it. The drive is 24 hours be­
hind schedule already.

Everywhere the Allied lines 
are holding or yielding but little.
Official messages state that the 
Allies seem to be stopping this 
latest drive with loss of but very 
littl? ground. The deepest wedge 
the Germans have driven was a 
bit over three miles.

Lloyd had gone. When the trench 
.mortars opened up, a maddening ter-, 
,ror seised him and he wanted to run.
ito get away from tlmt horrible din. 
anywhere to safety. So quietly sneak- 
ting around the traverse, he came to the 
tentrance of a communication trench, 
•and ran madly and blindly down It, 
•running Into tsaveraes, stumbling Into

He remained there all night, listen­
ing to the sound of the guns and ever 
praying, praying that his useless tyfe 
"Would he spared.

As da%n began to break, he could 
.discern little dark objects protruding 
■from the ground all about him. Curi­
osity mastered his fear and he crawled 
to  one of the object*, and there. In the

They'll put 
your lights out In the mornlnV*
‘ • A fter listening to this tirade, Lloyd, 
In a faltering voice, ask ad : “They are 
not going to shoot me. are they? Why. 
the other aentry said they’d pardon 
me. For God’s sake—don’t tell me I ’m 
to be shot 1”  and his voice died away In 
a sob.

“Of course, they're going to shoot 
yon. The ether sentry was Jest a-kld- 
din' you. Jest like old Smith. Always 
a-tryin’ to cheer some one. Yon ain’t 
got no more chance o’ bein' pardoned 
than I have o f gettin’ to be colonel of 
my *batt.’ ”

When the fact that all hope was 
gone Anally entered Lloyd's brain, a 
calm seemed to settle over him, and 
rising to his knees, with hla arms 
stretched out to heaven, he prayed, and 
•11 of his soul entered Into the prayer.

"O. good and merciful God, give me 
Strength to die like a man I Deliver 
me from this coward's death. Give me 
a chance to die like my mates In the 
fighting line, to .die fighting for my 
country. I ask this of thee.”

A peace, hitherto unknown, came to 
him, and he crouched and cowered no 
more, hut calmly waited the duwn, 
ready to go to his death. The shells 
were bursting all around the guard- 
room. but be hardly noticed them.

While waiting there, the voice of the 
sentry, singing In a low t.»ne, came to 
him. He was singing the chorus of the 
popular trench d itty :

I want to go horns. I wsnt to so home.
I  don't w in t to so to the trenches no

more.
Where the “ whlxzbanss'' and “ saua&sea"

roar gators
Take me over the aea. where the Allemand

can't set at me.
Oh, my, I don't want to die! I want to go

home.

Lloyd listened to the words with a 
strange Interest, and wondered what 
kind of a home he wffuld go to across 
the Great Divide. It would be the only 
home he had ever known.

Suddenly there came a great rushing 
through the air. a blinding, a deafen­
ing report, and the sandbag walls of 
the guardroom toppled over, and th*yj 
— blackness.

When Lloyd recovered conscious­
ness, he wus lying on his right side, 
facing what used to be the entrance of 
the guurdroom. Now, It was only a 
Jumble of rent and torn sandbags. His 
head seetned bursting. He slowly rose 
on his elbow, and there in the east th« 
dawn wus breaking. But what was 
thnt mangled shape lying over there 
among the sandbags? Slowly dragging 
himself to tt. he saw the body of the 
sentry. One look wns enough to know 
that he was dead. The soldier’s head 
was missing. The sentry had had hl« 
wish gratified. He had “ gone home.” 
He was snfe at last from the “ whizz- 
bangs" and the Allemand.

I.lke a flash It came to Lloyd that he 
was free. Free to go “over the top” 
with his company. Free to die like a 
true Briton fighting for his king and 
country. A great gladness and warmth 
Mine over him. Carefully stepping 
over the body of the sentry, he started 
on a mad race down the ruined street 
of the village, amid the bursting sheila, 
minding them not, dodging through or 
around hurrying platoons on thetr way 
to also go "over the top.” Comhig to 
a communication trench he could not 
get through. It was Mocked with laugh 
lug, cheering and ctirsing soldiers 
Climbing out of the trench, he ran 
wildly along the top. never heeding th* 
rain of machine-gun bullets and she 
not even hearing the shouts of the of 
fleers, telling him to get back Into thr 
trench. He was going to Join his com 
pany who were In the front line. H« 
was going to fight with them. He, the 
despised coward, had come Into hli 
own.

While he was raring slong. Jumpint 
over trenches crowded with soldier*, i 
ringing cheer broke out all along tht 
front Mne. and his heart sank. Hr 
knew he was too late. HI* company 
had gone over. But still he ran madly 
He would catch them. He would dir 
with them.

Meanwhile hla company had gone 
“over.”  They, with the other com 
panle* had taken the first and second 
German trenches, and had pnshed 
steadily on to the third line. D com 
pnny, led hy their captain, the one who 
had sent Lloyd to dlvlalon headqtiar 
ters for trial, charged with desertion, 
had pushed steadily forward until they 
found themselves far In advance of 
the rest of the attacking force. "Bomb­
ing out” trench after trench, and nslng 
their bayonet*, they came to a German 
communication trench, which ended In 
a Mlndsap. and then the captain, and 
what was left o f hla men. knew thej 
were In a trap. They would not re­
tire D company never retired, and 
they were D company. Right In front 
of them they could see hundreds oi 
German* preparing to rush them wltli 
bomb and bayonet. They would havy 
some chance If ammunition and bomb* 
could reach them from (he rear. Thelt 
supply was exhausted, and tha, men 
realized It would he a case o f dying 
aa bravely aa possible, or making a run 
for It. But 1  ̂ company would not 
run. It was against their tradition* 
and principles. •

fh e  Germans would have to advance 
a^msa an open space o f three to Tout 
hundred yards before they conld get 
within bombing distance of the trench, 
and then It would be all their own way.

Turning to hla company, the captain 
aald:

"Men. It’s a case of going West for 
ns. We are out of ammunition and 
bombs, and the Boebes have us In a
trap. They will bomb ns out. Our 
bayonets are useless here. We will 
have to go over and meet them, and 
It's a case o f thirty to one. so send 
errrr thrust home, and die like th* 
men o f D company should. When 1 
giro the word, follow me, and np and

gun, we could' w *  handl*  y°ur- b ill
wipe them out! Hera they come, get 
reedy, men.”  '

Just as be finished speaking, the weD 
come “pup-pup” o f a machine gun In! 
their rear rang out, .and the front line 
o f the onrushIng Germane seemed to| 
melt away. They wavered, hut one* 
again came rushing onward. Down' 
weot tbelr second line. The machine^ 
gun was taking an awful toll o f Uvea. 
Then again they tried to advance, bat* 
the machine gun mowed them down.- 
Dropplng their rifles and bombs, they 
broke and fled in a wild rush back to 
their trench, amidvthe cheers o f “ D”* 
company. They were forming again, 
for another attempt, when In tpe rear 
o f D company came a mighty cheer.' 
The ammunition had arrived and with. 
It a battalion o f 8coteh to re-enforce 
them. They were saved. The unknown 
machine gunner had come to the rescue 
In the nick of time.

With the re-enforcementa it was an 
easy task to take the third German 
line.

After the attack was over, the cap­
tain and three o f his noncommissioned 
officers, wended tbelr wuy back to the 
position where the machine gun had 
done Its deadly work. He wanted to 
thank the gunner In the name of I) 
company for his magnificent deed. 
Tfiey'fitTtvpd'at the gun, and an awful 
sight met their eyes.

Lloyd had reached the front lint* 
trench, after his company had left It. A 
strunge company was nimbly crawling 
up the trench ladders. They were re-j 
enforcements going over. They were 
Scotties, and they made a magnificent* 
sight In their brightly colored kilts and 
bare knees.

Jumping over the trench. Lloyd raced, 
across ” No Man's Land,” unheeding the 
rain of bullets, leaping over dark forrn^ 
on the ground, some of which lay still,’ 
while others called out to him as he 
speeded past.

He came to the German front line, 
but It was deserted, except for heap* 
of dead and wounded— a grim tribute 
to the work of his company, good old1 
t> company. Leaping trenches, and 
gasping for breath, Lloyd could see 
right ahead of him his company In a, 
dead-ended sap o f a cornrqunicntlon 
trench, and across the opeft. nway In 
front of them, a mass of German* pre­
paring for a charge. Why didn't D 
company fire on them? Why were they 
so strangely silent? What were they 
waiting for? Then he knew— their am­
munition was exhausted.

But what was that od his right? A 
machine gun. Why didn't It open fire 
and save them? He would muke that 
gun's crew do their duty. Rushing 
over to the gun he si/% why tt had not 
opened fire. Scattered around Its buse 
lay six still form*. They had brought 
their gun to consolidate the captured 
position, but a German mai-hlne gun 
had decreed they would never fire 
again.

Lloyd ru*hed to the gun and. grasp­
ing the traversing handles, trained It 
on the Gerrthin*. He pressed the thumb 
piece, but only a sharp click was the 
result. The gun was unloaded. Then 
he realized hla helplessness. He did 
not know how to load the gun. Oh, 
why hadn't he attended the machine- 
gun course In England? He'd been 
offered the chance, but with a blush of 
shame he remembered that he had been 
afraid. The nickname of the machine 
gunners hud frightened Mm. They 
were called the "Suicide club.” Now, 
because of this fear, his company 
would he destroyed, the men of I) com­
pany would have to die, because he, 
Albert Lloyd, had been afraid of u 
name. In hi* *hame he cried like a 
baby. Anyway he could die with them 
and. rt*lng to hf» feet, he stumbled 
over the body of one of the gunner*, 
who emitted a faint moan. A gleam 
of hope flashed through him. Perhaps 
this mnn could tell him how to load 
the gun. Stooping over the body he 
gently shook It and the soldier opened 
bis eye*. Seeing Lloyd, he closed 
them again and. In a faint voire, said:

"Get away, you Mlghter, leave me 
alone. I don't want any coward around
me ”

The worda cut Lloyd like a knife, 
but he was desperate. Taking the re­
volver out of the holster of the <L*.ng 
man he pressed the cold muzzle to the 
soldier's head and replied:

“Ye*. It Is Lloyd, the coward of 
Company D. but ao help me God, If 
you don't tell me how to load that gun 
m  put a ballet through yonr bruit*'"

A sunny smile came over the coun­
tenance of the dying man and he said 
Id a faint whisper :

“Good old boy ! I knew you wouldn’t 
disgrace our company----- ”

Lloyd Interposed: "For God's take, 
i f  you want to save that company you 
are so proud of, tell me bow to load 
that d—-—d gun !”

Most Glorious Independence Day 
In History of the United 

States Celebrated.

HUNDRED VESSELS LAUNCHED
Pr**ldent Wilaon Declares Ther* Can

■ e No Compromise With the Foe— 
Secretary Baker’s Heartening 

Statement — Confusing 
8tate of Affairs in 

Russia.

With more than a million Americans 

In France fighting for the freedom of 
the world; with more than another 

'million Americana In training for the 
same great contest, with the aubnia- 
rlne menace finally overcome, the 
“ bridge across the Atlantic” completed 
and Its maintenance assured by the 
tremendous amount of shipbuilding ac­
complished and underway ; with quan- 
tlty and quality production of airplanes 
srid artillery announced; with huge 
crops In prospect, and finally with the 
nation solidly behind the government 
In Its plans for the proseeutlon of the 
war to a victorious finish, the people 
o f the United States very properly 
made the celebration of the Fourth of 
July the greatest celebration In the 
history of the country No tusk so 
great and glorious ever before con­
fronted them, no more lofty Idealism 
ever Inspired them to perform the 
task, never was tlielr confidence In 
their power so absolute.

With reaaon. too. w h s  the national 
holiday celebrated by the ajlle» of 
America, and especially gratifying was 
the fact that tn« day waa made a na­
tional holiday by many of the Latln- 
American republics for that Indicates 
that the unreasonable Jealousy and 
fear of the United States some of them 
have entertained Is passing sway.

Though last Thursday was not of* 
noisy ss the old-time Fourths, there 
was one most glorious noise that, fig 
uratlvely speaking must have been 
distinctly heard In Berlin and Vienna. 
That was the "grand splash" when 
about one hundred vessels were 
Isunched al the various shipyards o f 
the country Between sunrise and 
sunset approglmately half a million 
tons of dead weight shipping was add­
ed to the fleets that are defeating the 
submarine pirates carrying our armU»s 
to France and transporting the food 
and munitions for them and our al­
lies. This greatest ship launching In 
all history was the most significant 
feature of the day's relehrjtlotis

In the flacal year Just ended 1 .822 
O0 w ships were numbered by the bu­
reau of navigation, their gross ton­
nage being 1,480.7961. This was a rec­
ord output and one-half of It was com­
pleted In the last four months. In tha 
new fiscal year this record will he 
eclipsed, for many new shipyards are 
Juat getting started The loyalty and 
devotion of the shipyard workers wers 
Justly recognized hv the government 
officials from the president down, an<t 
by A s  people, ami the praise for their 
rft<mn is shared by the railroad work­
ers, without whose devoted coopers 
tlon the achievements of the vessel 
builders would not have been possible.

Beautifully dovetailing In with all 
this waa the announcement by Sena­
tor Swanson, chairman of the naval 
affairs committee. thMt with the co-op­
eration of the American destroyers the 
allied naval forces have destroyed 85 
per cent of the submarines sent out by 
Germany, and that they are now de- 
atmylng tha U boats faster than they 
can be replaced.

Secretary of War Baker's detailed, 
statement to the house committee on 
military affair* was made Juet In time 
to give added seat to the celebration 
ef the Fenrth. do aald the American 
m ay sow consisted of 100,400 offleor*-

and 2,010,000 enlisted men and that 
on July 1 practically a million of them 
were In France; that the death rate 
for disease among all troops In the 
United Slates was only d.lti per thou- , 
sand; that the number of combat 
planes delivered to June 8 was 280, 
the production for the week ending ou I 
tnat flay being 80; that 1 ."> training 
planes had been delivered to June 8, 
more than 2,000 Liberty engines, and 
37,500 machine guns for use on air­
planes. Between the declaration of 
war and June 1. more than 1 ,.'i»Hi.Vsi 
rifles were produced ami delivered und 
enough are now being received to 
equip a division every three days. Mr. 
Baker told many other encouraging 
facts, ami enlarged on the wonderful 
work o f the American engineers who 
enlarged port facilities arid built rail­
roads In France for the landing und 
movemeut of AinertcMU troops.

If the central powers would know 
the unwavering determination of the 
people of the allied nations, they have 
hut to read President Wilson's Inde­
pendence day address nt the tomb of 
Washington. In which It was voiced 
most eloquently. “There cmii he hut 
one Issue." declared the president. 
"The settlement must he final. There 
ran he no compromise. No halfway 
decision would he tolerable. No half­
way decision Is conceivable." He thus 
put our great objects In a single sen 
tehee "What we seek Is the reign of 
law, bused upon the consent of the gov­
erned and sustained by the organized 
opinion of mankind'' In less formal 
language, the Huns must he whipped 
to a frazzle, for until they are tlielr 
rulers will not accept such a peace as 
the allies will grant and the people of 
Germany and Austria, with too few ex 
eeptions, are like sheep.

In the absence of any great military 
operations on the French mid Italian 
fronts last week attention was largely 
directed toward Russia What shall 
be done to aid that distracted country 
Is a problem still unsolved, and It Is 
made more difficult by the lack o f re 
Untile Information as to what Is going 
on there The reports of the downfall 
of the holshevlkl and the re establish 
merit o f the monarchy with Grand 
Duke Nicholas as czar which entne 
through the always unreliable German 
sources of news, were given little 
credit, hut It appears to tie the truth | 
that Grand Imke Michael Is rn-opernt 
Ing with the I zncho Slovak forces In 
Siberia and that they are establishing 
tlielr rule In that country The Ukrain­
ian telegraph bureau at Kiev says Mi 
ctiael has been prod a I tried czar and Is 
marching toward Moscow.

Washington received official reports 
confirming the news that the Czech* > 
Slovaks had whipped the holshevlkl 
Ifi a bloody battle at Vladivostok and 
taken over the administration of that 
port It may he they will form the 
nucleus for the gathering of the ele 
merits that have revolted against the 
holshevlkl and before long to* recog 
nixed by the allies as a stable govern 
men! and given aid It Is now admit 
ted In Germany that the German and 
Austro Hungarian war prisoners In 
Russia are fighting on the side of the 
holshevlkl

Up In the province of Archangel, 
which extends across northerlv Russia 
In Kumpe. there Is new trouble brew­
ing At Kola and along the rallroaf 
southward (jxmjythat port are great 
stores of war supplies no" guarded by 
American and silled marines and blue 
lackets, and moving toward that region 
Is a large force of Germans and Finns 
Submarines already are reported to he 
in the White son. It may he the allies 
will find It necessary to sen*, troops tip 
there Delegates from the Murtnnn 
and White sea coasts already have 
asked them for protection

The Swedish press says the kaiser 
has ordered the Finnish diet to Intro 
duce monarchist rule without delay 
threatening that If It does not comply , 
Germany will »et np a military die 
tatorsblp ,

Having discovered extensive move­
ments of troops and materials behind 
tha German line* In the Chateau T1»ler 
ry region. Indicating a coming attack 
the Americana stationed there took the 
Initiative and. la the most Important 
operation they had thus far under 
taken by tbemaelvaa, they captured the

village of Vuux nml the Bois de la 
ltoclie. advancing their lines on a front 
of several kllometiys and occupying 
strong uirutegic positions. Previous 
to the attack the American artillery 
utterly demolished Viittx. and the as­
sault which followed was equally ef­
ficient and complete. The enemy lost 
heavily in killed and wounded and sev­
eral hundred prisoners iHid consider­
able material were tHken. All next 
day the new American positions went 
subjected to heavy bombardment and 
then the Huns made a fierce counter­
attack. hut did not regain u font of th« 
ground they had lost. The American 
machine guns and artillery mowed 
down the enemy In heaps, and our 
losses were comparatively slight. A 
complete Amerioun army corps of 220,- 
tktO men under command of Gen. Hunt­
er Liggett now holds the Chateau 
Thierry aeetor.

The French started off the week with 
an lm|M>rt»int advance between Sola- 
sons and Chateau Thierry, rupturing 
a commanding ridge und other points 
that the Germans had organized us tha 
Jumping off place for their next attack. 
The British moved their line forward 
northwest of Albert, hut after several 
counter attacks they were compelled 
to withdraw to their former (msltlons

On Independence day the Austral­
ians. assisted by some Americans, took 
the town of Hamel and neighboring 
woods nud the French cut through the 
enemy lines neur Autrerhes.

Observers nt the front believed tha 
Germans were about ready to launch 
another great blow, perhaps the great­
est of all despite their terrific losses 
since the beginning of the offensive 
on March 21. estimated nt 800.000 The 
opposing forces there are now nearly 
or quite equalized by those losses and 
the arrival of more Americans, r*>d the 
allied commanders and troops have 
not the least doubt of the solidity of 
their lines of defense

The Italians continued their bril­
liant work last week, and the Austri­
ans suffered accordingly. The latter 
were gathering their forces for new 
attacks In the mountain region, hut 
General Dla* struck there first, and In 
a fierce battle won the formidable 
heights of Monte del Rosso. Monte dl 
Val Bella and the Col dl Chelo. These 
mountains on the northern edge of the 
Aslago plateau and Just west of the 
Brents fiver sre of great strategic Im- 
portane**. Their capture put the P o l ­
lans In the strongest imsslble position 
to meet the expected offensive. In 
which German troops were expected 
to take part The Italians also kept 
up a continuous series of attacks on 
the eneniv along the Plave, and on 
Wednesday they forced their way f*»r 
ward across the partly floodisl ground 
near the mouth of the river.

A characteristic piece of German 
hrntulltv was the torpedoing of the 
t'nnadlnn hospital ship I.landoverv 
Castle off the Irish roast About 200 
lives were lost. Including medical 
corps men Hnd nursing sisters Tha 
commander of the submarine ques 
tinned officers of the steamship con 
corning American flying officers whom 
he mistakenly sup(a>sed to he on hoard 
Berlin sought to evade responsibility 
for this new outrage by asserting that 
the ship w h s  sunk hy a British mine. 
It may he that the sinking of ths 
Llandovery Castle will cat*.*- our war 
department to abandon Its plnn to 
send the hospital ship Comfort n mss 
without convoy or any attempt to 
avoid the enemv If Is difficult to see 
how Secretary Baker can And any ex 
ense for trusting to the decency and 
humanity of the Huns, for they have 
repeatedly proved that they are whol­
ly lacking In those qualities

Holland has again aroused the Unit 
ed States and Great Britain, this time 
hy making an agreement to sell 50.000 
tons of potatoes to Germany In ex 
change for the right to purchase oO.tkk) 
tons of German coal. In Washington 
and London It was more than Inflmaf 
•d that tinlens Holland canceled this 
agreement the breadstuffa promised 
the Dutch front America will not ha 
provided.

Preparing for the Big Push.
Rejoining Atwell after the execution 

I  had a hard time trying to keep my' 
(Secret from him. I think I must have 
lout at least ten pounds worrying over 
the affair.

Beginning at seven In the evening It 
•was our duty to patrol all communica­
tion and front-line trenches, making1 
'note of unusual occurrences, and ar­
resting anyone who should, to us, ap-> 
pear to be acting Id a suspicions man-, 
,ner. We slept during the day.

Behind the lines there was great sc-« 
tlvlty, supplies and ammunition pour­
ing In. and long columns of troops con­
stantly pnsslng. We were preparing 
for the hlg offensive, the forerunner' 
o f the battle of the Somme or “ Big, 
I*ush.”

The never-ending stream of men, 
supplies, ammunition and guns pour­
ing Into the front lines made a mighty' 
•pectacle. one that cannot j he de­
scribed. It has to he witnessed with 
your own eyes to spprecinte Its vasts 
ness.

At our part of the line the Influx o f 
supplies never ended. It looked like 
a huge snake slowly crawling forward, 
never a hitch or break, a wonderful 
Tribute to the system and efficiency of 
Great Britain's “ contemptible little 
army" of five millions of tueu.

Huge fifteen-inch guns snaked along,’ 
Toot by foot, h.v powerful stentn tract- 
tors. Then a long line of “ four point 
(five" batteries, each gun drawn by six 

« horses, then a couple of “ nine point 
two” howitzers pulled by Immense 
jcaterplllar engines. ,
' When one of these caterpillars would 
'pass roe with Its mighty monster In 
flow, a flash o f pride would mount to 
!my face, because I could plainly read 
on the name plate, "Made In U. 8. A.,”  
And I wsuld remember that If I wore a 
name plate it would also read, “From 
the U. 8. A.”  Then I would stop to 
•think how thin and straggly that 
ynlghty stream would be If all the

Then would come hundreds of lim­
bers and “O. 8.”  wagons drawn by 
pleek, well-fed mules, ridden by sleek, 
Well-fed men. ever smiling, although 
grimy with sweat and covered with the 
fine, white dust of the marvelously 
Well-ms de French roads.

What a discouraging report the Ger­
man airmen must have taken hack to 
their division commanders, and this 
stream ta slowly but surely getting big­
ger and bigger every day. nnd the pace 
Is always the ssme. No slower, no 
faster, bnt ever onward, ever forward.

any jailnt In the German lines.
These Imitation trenches, or trench 

models, were well guarded from obser­
vation hv numerous ullled planes 
which constantly circled above them. 
No German airplane could approach 
within observation distance. A re­
stricted area was maintained anil no 
civilian was allowed within three 
miles, so we felt sure that we hud a 
great surprise In store for Fritz.

When we ti*ok over the front line 
we received an awful shook. The 
Germans displayed signboards over 
the top of their trench showing the 
names that we had called their 
trenches. The signs read “ Fair," 
"Fact," “ Fate." and “ Fancy,” and so 
on, according to the code nnmes on 
our map. Then to ruh It In, they; 
hoisted some more signs which rend, 
"Come on, we are ready, stupid Kng-. 
llsh."

It Is still a mystery to me how they 
obtained this knowledge. There had̂  
been no raids or prisoners taken, so 
It must have been the work of spies' 
In our own lines.

Three or four days before the hlg* 
push we tried to shatter Fritz’s nerves 
by feint attacks, and partially sue-* 
ceeded as the official reports of July 
1 show. ^

Although w  were constantly bom­
barding their lines day and night, stilt 
we fooled the Germans several times.’ 
This was accomplished by throwing' 
an intense barrage into his lines— ; 
then using smoke shells we would put 
a curtain of white smoke across No’ 
Man’s I-and, completely obstructing, 
his view of our trenches, and 
.would raise our curtain of fire 
as If In an actual attack. All! 
jilnwn our trenches the men would1 
shout and cheer, and Fritz would turfll 
loose wllh machine-gun, rifle, and 
shrapnel fire, thinking we were com­
ing over.

After three or four o f these dummy1 
attacks his nerves must have been 
near the breaking point.

On June 24. 1916, at 9:40 In the 
morning our guns opened up, and hell 
was let loose. The din was terrific, a 
constant boom boom-boom In your ear.

At night the sky was a red glare. 
Our bombardment had lasted about 
two hours when Fritz started reply­
ing. Although we were seAdlng over 
ten shells to his one. our casualties 
were heavy. There was a constant, 
stream of stretchers coming out of the 
communication trenches and burial, 
parties were a common sight.

In the dngouts the noise of the guns 
nlniost hurt. You had the same sensa­
tion as when riding on the subway you 
enter the tube under the river going 
to Brooklyn—a sort of pressure on the 
enr drums. Hnd the ground constantly 
tr< milling.

The roads behind the trenches were 
very dangerous because Bncbe shrap­
nel was constantly bursting over them.
