- BILLIONS IN TAXES FOR

TAX ON LUXURIES IS REDUCED

Rider Provdes for One Month's Pay
For All Men Discharged
From Military Forces
After Nov. 11,

Washington. — Without a record
vote, the senate passed the ,war
revenue Dbill, reduced to raise about
six billion dollars in 1919, and four
bililon in 1920, as compared with the
levy of $8,200,000,000 for next year,
proposed in the bill passed by the
house about three months ago.

Amendments adopted included omne
by Semator Sheppard of Texas, mak-
Ing the Reed law prohibiting shipment
of intoxicating liquors into “dry” ter-
ritory applicable to the District of
Columbia and another by Senator
Trammell of Florida, providing for a
bonus of one month's pay to al] offi-
cers and enlisted men honorably dis-
charged from the nation's fighting
forces after November 11.

The senate voted its first disap-
proval of the revisiou of the house bill
Yy the finance committee when it re-
inserted all of the so-called semi-lux-
aries except those on wearing apparel
for men and women. Later it voted
to reduce the rate on semi-luxuries
from 20 to 10 per cent.

Policies Exempt.

The Inheritance tax plan proposes
& graduated levy ranging from 1 per-
cent on inheritances between $10,000
and $25,000 to 256 per cent om those
over $2,500,000.

An important amendment by the
senate, members explained, exempts
from inheritance taxes, life insurance
policies payable to the beneficiaries,
regardless of the amount. A clause
imposing taxes on life insurance re-
ceipts In excess of $25,000 was elim}
nated.

An amendment by Senator Johnson
of South Dakota to eliminate the §
percent tax on automobile trucks,
automoblile wagon trallers and tract-
ors, was adopted, 33 to 28

Adoption of this amendment leaves
the 5 per cent tax only on automobiles
and motoreycles.

An amendment by Senator Kirby of
Arkansas, democrat, revoking the
present power of the seretary of the
treasury to make loans or advance
eredits to foreign governments, with-
out specific authority from congress,
was defeated by viva volece vote. Sen-
ators Simmons, chalrman of the fin-
anoce committee, and Lodge, the repub-
lican leader, both opposed the pro-
posal.

On & final vote of 41 to 22, the sen-
ale sustained its previous action In
approving the committee amendment
to repeal existing sone rates on second
class matter and substituting a rate
of 1 cent a pound within 150 miles
and 1% cents beyond.

Omsk Bolsheviks Die “Before Dawn”

Washington.—Twelve men were
shot by court martial orders after an
armed uprising by bolshevik elements
at Omsk on the night of December

in freeing prisoners held In the Omsk
prison but a detachment of govern
ment soldiers quickly arrested the
outbreak.

Paris.—Announcement was made in
the chamber of deputieg by M. Abraz,
under-secretary of state, that France's
losses in 0 cers and men killed up to
November 1 of the present year aggre-
gated 1,071,300, divided as follows:
Officers, 31,300, and men, 1,040,000.
The number of dead, prisoners and
men missing was given as 42,600 of-
ficers and 1,789,000 men. The men
missing aggregate 3,000 officers and
311,000 men. The prisoners still liv-
ing total 8,300 officers and 438,000
men,

J. Wilbur Chapman Dead.

New York.—Fune:al services for
Rev. Dr. Wilbur Chapman, noted as
an evangelist, who died here took
place at the Fourth Presbyterian
church, where Doctor Chapman oc-
cup®d the pulpit from 1900 to 1905,

Experimental Shipments Made of
Dairy Products by Use of
Parcel Post.

PRE-COOLING IS ESSENTIAL

May Be Marketed Satisfactorily When
Extreme High Temperatures Are
Not Encountered—How to

Pack for S8afe Carriage.

Experimental shipments by the bu-
reau of markets, United States depart-
nent of agriculture, indicate that well-
nade butter, thoroughly chilled before
shipping and packed in suitable con-
alners, may be marketed satisfactorily
)y parcel post when extreme high tem-
peratures are not encountered.

Although many of the experimental
shipments were made during the heat
»f summer, only 14 of the 454 ship-
nents, or 8.1 per cent, were recelved
n an unsatisfactory condition. These
‘esults are attributed to care In prop-
wly packing the butter in suitable ship-
¥ing containers, and to the pre-coeling
w thoiﬁngh hardening of butter at the
reameries before shipment. The dis-
ances traveled by the butter ranged
from 187 to 5636 miles and the hours
n transit from 18 to 60. Shipments
were made in all months of the year.

Condition of Butter Important.

As parcel post shipments of butter
are likely especially during the sum-
mer to be subjected to conditions which
may cause deterioration and injure the
guality of the butter, It is highly de-
sirable that every possible precaution
be taken before shipment. Particular
ly is this true of farmgmade butter, be-
cause conditions affecting its quality
and condition usually cannot be con-
trolled as easily on farms as in cream-
eries. Howevep, farm-made butter
should be marketed just  as satisfac-
torfly as creamery-made butter when
it is properly made and properly pre-
pared for shipment.

It is necessary to maintain proper
conditions In the care of the milk and
cream and the making of butter If a
marketable product Is te be produced.
Too much importance cannot be given
to the maintaining of clean condl-
tions in the stable and in other places
where the milk, cream, or butter are
produced or kept, for they absorb odors |
and spoll very quickly. It is Important,
too, that these products be kept In =
*ool place, High temperatures should
ilways be avolded, as heated cream or
sutter produces a soft, oily condition
in the finished product which Is unde-
sirable. In manufacturing butter on
the farm or In a factory the buttermilk
nust be removed and washed out, and
the proper amount of salt must be in-
sorporated evenly. For the satisfac-
tion of customers It is kmportant that a
zood and uniform quality of butter be
produced.

Preparation for Parcel Post.

The methods used in preparing but-
‘er for parcel post shipping depend
mrgely upon the local conditions and
‘he style of package used. To Insure
jelivery in the best possible condition,
putter, after being packed or printed
and placed In cartouns, should be chilled

H

ter. Waxed paper may be used for the
second wrapping. As a further protec-
tion to the print, it should be placed
in heavy manila parafiiped cartons,
which may be obtained from foldipg
paper box companies for about one-
half cent each when unprinted or at a
slightly additional cost when printed as
a stock carton or with a special private
brand.
Shipping Containers for Butter.

Corrugated fiber board shipping con-
talners of various sizes may be obtain-
ed for shipping butter.

These boxes or containers practically
insulate the butter and furnish much
protection against heat. Further pro-
tection may be obtained by wrapping
the contalner in stout wrapping paper.
The whole should be tied securely with
a strong cord.

Some persons ship butter by parce
post in improvised or “home-made” con-
tainers. Clean, discarded, corrugated
paper-board cartons are obtalned f
the grocer or other merchant at
cost or frequently without cost.

BSSENTIALS FOR SUC-
CESS

Successful parcel post market-
ing of butter requires that ex-
treme care be taken to insure
the delivery of a satisfactory
product to the customers. The
following are a few of the im-
portant considerations In mar
keting butter successfully by
purcel post:

L. A ouniformly high-quality
product should be produced.

2. It should be properly packed
in neat and attractive packages.

3. The shipping container used
should amply pro.ect the butter
from deterforation and damage.

4. The packages should bear
the address of the sender and be
properly addressed to the cus-
tomer.

5. The most expeditious mafl
“‘Service from the mailing office
should be used to insure the de-
livery of the butter In the best
condition,

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Keeping Milk Cool.

In parts of the country where
natural ice is plentiful, the dairy farm-
er should:

1. See that his jcehouse is properly
constructed to hold all the ice needed,
as well as to save the greatest per-
centage of that stored.

2. Build cooling tanks, properly situ.
ated, Insulated and covered so tha
loss by radiation is reduced, and large
enough to hold the full milk eans but
not so large as to- give too great a
volume of water to cool.

8. Use cpol, running water in order
to save ice by reducing the tempera-
ture of the milk to approximately that
of thé running water before adding the
ice,

Witness what
was justified in revolutionary France
by the cry of liberty, equality and fra-
ternity—what is happening under the
same watchword now In bolshevistic
Russia. To guard the future agalust
the force of the ancient and heloed
dogma of a drang nach osten is there-
fore vitally necessary.

Would Safeguard Future,

“And,” interpolated Mr. Dmowski, a
faint smile hovering about his firm-set
lips, “if a certain step Is taken the
future will be effectually guarded.
Germuns hereafter will have to take
their drang nach osten out In plaia
drang-ing. They will find themselves
butting their heads against a wall, to
be colloquial. And that wall will be
Poland-—the strong Poland which can
and must be constructed, not easily,
perhaps, but surely and firmly, If suf-
ficlently Intelligent and foreseeing
statesmanship is used at this time.

“That brings us to the second stand-
ing menace to permanent peace In Eu-
rope—the fact that hy for gen-
erations has had ng nstural eastern
boundaries, that a tantalizingly easy
way to aggression and conquest has
lain always open before her—and, now
that Russia Is chaos, Is easler than
ever before.

“If this were not the case, If Ger
many faced to the east some well-
defined physical obstacle, as she faces
the Rhine gorge, the Alps, the Bohe
mian and Carpathian highlands to the
west and south, the potentialities
might not be so grave. But as it is,
Asia, through Rusala, lles open, un-
guarded and dangerously inviting to

determination to recover at least part
of what has been lost ; or, falling that,
to seek recoupment and expansion and
domination In fresh directions? No
man of probity and experience will
risk so fateful a gamble. It must be
made Impossible for Germany to be
unsafe to the democracies of the
world, To do that it is vitally nec-
essary to have a strong, trustworthy
non-German state on Germany's cast-
ern marchei And the one region ca-
pable of bec®ming such a state 1s
Poland,

“For it Is idle, worse than \dle, to
dream of constructing such a news
state In Europe for these specific pur-
poses unless the work is dope aloug
surely effective lines. The require-
ments are extremely definite. A small
state will not do. Who would set a
pygmy watchman to guard a full-
grown desperado? - A state Incapable
of full economic development will not
do. The chance of entang'ements are
too great. It must be self-contalned
as regards natural resources. A state
artificial racially will not do. It must
be one, as far as possible, racially co-
hesive. A state wherein irresponsible
visionaries play the demagogue over
an unleavened lump of peasantry wil
not do. It must be a state capahle of
having a real citizenry, as the United
States has—composed of a people of
established and developed civilizatiin,
racial culture and traditions, practical
abllities, proved liberalism. )

Poles Best Fitted.

“I belleve you will find nowh.re In
central and eastern Europe a race
more fitted than the Polish people to
be the citizenry of such a state. And
I can state without fearing contradic-
tion that nowhere else In that region
will you find another race with =¢ un-
clouded a moral and historical title
to the territory which will be needed.

“Just what is Poland, aside from pe«-
ing the region from which many Imml-
grants came to the United States?
Where Is It?

“To see real Poland you will have to
make a map of Europe in your mind.
On thgt map note how Germany les
in a great alluvial drainage basin,
with the central mountain masses of
the continent walling It to the south
and with five rivers running down
from them to the North sea and the
Baltliec. Westernmost 'is the Rhine.
Next comes the Weser, with it port
at Bremen, and the Elbe, with Ham-
burg. Fourth is the Oder, with Frank-
fort and Stettin. Last and eastern-
most the Vistula, which rises In the
Carpathian ridges, flows down by War-
sdw and empties Into the North sea
at Dantzig In West Prussia.

“In the Vistula valley and Its draln-
age areas live the thirty-five milllon
people of the submerged Polish na-
tion. That region is Poland. Part of
it 1s still marked ‘Poland’ on the maps,
but most of it needs identification
since the ‘partitions,” when the auto-
crats who then ruled Germany, Russia
and Austria each took his helping.

“Germany's slice you will find on
the west, extending all the way from

A ~

the mountains to the Baltic. Silesia
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From Which, Mr. Dmowski Says, the

farthest south, then Posen, then West
Prussia with its Baltic port of Dant-
zig—all are Prussian prqvinces now.
They once were Poland. The popula
tion still Is Polish. To the south of
map Poland is Galicia, an Austrian
province. Its chief city is Cracow, the
ancient capital of Poland. Other cities
are Lemberg and Przemysl. The pop-
ulation of the province Is predomi-
nantly Polish. To the east, in Russia,
lles Volhynia. That, too, was part of
Poland once, and today, although the
peasant population of the region Is
Ruthenlan, its civillzation and almost
all its middle-class population—its
professior-! men and merchants, the
intelligern educated citizenry who are
the necessary pillars of a true demo-
cratic state—are Polish. The. same
thing is true to the north, In Lithu-
ania, which also was ooce part of
Poland.

Three Reasons for Action,

“There are three reasons,” Mr.
Dmowskl continued, “why the recon-
struction of national Poland is so vital
an issue,

“The first, already touched on, is the
necessity of setting an Impassable
boundary to Germany on the east. Po-
land is the only country so situated.
geographically, as to be able to pro-
vide this service, the only natural ob-
stacle between German scheming and
Russian disorganization.

“The second reason Is the Baltic.
Even before Russia collapsed that
body of water was becoming a Ger-
man lake. Now that Russia Is gone
Germany is the only nation of large
population having Baltic ports. Give
reconstructed Poland again her an-
clent outlet to the seas through her
old port of Dantzig and the company
of democratic nations will have Its
own entryway to the trade of all
northeastern Europe.

“The third reason Is the breaking up
of Austria, which Is as serious a men-
ace to permanent peace, unless pro-
vided against with Intelligent fore-
sight, as even the German-Russian
boundary situation. Leave centraq
Europe a group of small, weak, half-
developed nationalities, and the Bal-
kan question, Which has all along
been largely a question of Teutonle
pressure toward domination f the
Black sea, Asia Minor and the Persian
gulf, will remain acute. What solld
antli-German barriers will stand there?
Bohemia — the new echo-Slovak
state? But that will have only twelve
million people. Restored and recon-
stituted Roumania? She will have at
least fourteen milllon cltizens and
around her will stand Hungary, Bul-
garia, Russia. What could Bohemla,
Roumania or both of them awall
agalnst Germany, with her compact
sixty-five million population?

Effective Barrier Seen.

“But add a national Poland and the
situation changes. You have then to
the east and southeast of Germany,
cutting her off from Hungary, Bul-
garia and Turkey, three thoroughly
non-German states with a population
of sixty-one million liberal democrats
-—a mass and spirit with which aspir-
ing autocrats and . bolshevist vision-
aries allke must reckon.

“For these three purposes—to save
Russia and Asia from encroachments ;
to preserve the freedom of the Baltic;
to end forever the Balkan question
and the possibility of a fresh Ham-
burg-Persian Gulf obsession In those
worshipers of mental straw men and
ancient tribal gods, reconstituted Po-
Jand Is the one natural and trustwor-
thy peace structure.

If it be the problem of how a little com-
pany of seventy persous could become
an host of six hundred thousand men
in so short a time, let us remember
that God promised It, and all difficul-
ties will vanish.

Ing locrease In Israel (Ezeklel 36:10,
11, 87, 88; 87:20).

1l. A New Dynasty (1:8.10),

Joseph's elevation In Egypt was dur-
Ing the reign of the Hyksos kings. Be-
ing of Semitic origin they were not
hostile to the Hebrews, but when there
“arose up a new king which knew not
Joseph™ (v. 8) the amazing growth of
the Israelites excited his envy and
fear (vv. 9, 10), This fear was two-
fold: (1) In case of war they might
Join the enemy and fight against them.
(2) Lest they should remove from the
land, thus cutting off a vital source of
revenue and exposing to danger the
eastern border of the land.

11l. Mecasures to Check the Growth
of Israel (1:11-22).

These measures place on exhibition
the folly of wofldly wisdom (1 Corin-
thians 3:19). Thelr fatal mistake was
that they left God out of their calcula-
tious. God had promised that Israel
should be great in numbers and mighty
In power.  He who plans against God
shall miserably fall and shall be shown
to be a fool.

1. Cruel Taskmasters (vv, 11-14).
They were placed under heavy bur
dens. Cruel taskmasters were placed
over them who forced them to labor
in bullding treasure cities and all man-
per of service in the fleld. This meas-
ure was ineffectual, for “the more they
afMlicted them, the more they multi-
plied and grew.” This rapld growth
resulted In more Intense burdens being
heaped upon them.

2. Murder of Mnle Infants by the
Midwives (vv. 15-21). THis measure
also miscarried, as the midwives
feared God and chose to obey him.

HUNGER ‘DRAWS THE MAP

I Famine Conditions

(72 Serious Food Shortage

A food map of Europe today shows
not a single country In which the fu-
ture does not hold threat of serious
difficuities and only a small part which
‘‘s not rapidly approaching the famine
point.  With the exception of the
'Ukraine only those countries which
{have maintalned marine commerce
,have sufficient food supplies to meet
{actual needs until next harvest, and
even In the Ukralne, with stores accu-
mulated on the farms, there Is famine
,In the large centers of population.

Belgium and northern France, as
well as Serbia, appear on the hunger
map distinet from the rest of Europe
because they stand In a different rela-
tion from the other nations to the peo-
ple of the United States. America has
for four years maintained the small
war rations of Belgium and northern
France and is already making special
efforts to care for their increased
after-the-war needs, which, with those
of Serbia, must be included in this
plan, are urgent in the extreme and
must have Immediate reljef,

The gratitude of the Belgian nation
for the help America has extended to

her during the war constitutes the
strongest appeal for us to continue our

seat of government the little nation’s
first thought was to express her gratl-
tude to the Commission for Rellef in
Belgium for preserviog the lives of
millions of her citizens.

Germany, on the other hgnd, need
not figure in such a map for Ameri-
éans because there Is no present indi-
cation that we shall be called on at all
to take thought for the food needs of
Germany. Germany probably can care
for her own food problem If she Is
glven access to shipping and is enabled
to distribute food to the citles with
dense populations, which are the trou-
ble centers,

England, France, the Netherlands
and Portugal, all of which have been
maintained from American supplies,
have sufficient food to meet immediate
needs, but their fotutre presents seri-
ous difficulties, The same, Is true of
Spain amd_ the northern neutral coun-
tries—=orway, Sweden and Denmark
~whose ports have been open and who
have heen able to draw to some derree
upon foreign supplies.

Most of Russia is already in the
threes of famine, and 40,000,000 people
there are beyond the possibility “of
help. Before mnother spring thou-
sands of them lpevitably must dle.
This applien as vell to Polnnd and

glons, with conditions most serious in
Finland.

Bohemia, Serbia, Roumania and
Montenegro haye already reached the
faminé point and are suffering a heavy
toll of death, The Armenian popula-
tion is falling each week as hunger
takes Its toll, and in GPeece, Albania
and Roumania so serieus are the food
shortages that famine is near, Al
though starvation is net yet Imminent,
Italy, Switzerland, Huigurin and Tur
key are in the throes of serious strin-
gencies,

In order to fulfill America’'s pledge
in world rellef we will have to export
every ton of food which enn be hane
dled through our ports. This means i

the very least a minimum of 20.000,000
tons compared with 6000000 sons pre-
war exports and 11820000 tons ex-

ported last year, when we were bound
by the ties of war to the European
allies. -

If we fall to lighten the b'ack spots
on the hunger map or If we sllow any
portions te becme ¢ the ‘very
peace for which we and bled
will be threatened. Revolt and anarchy
inevitably follow famine, - Bhould this
happen we will see In other parts of

Europe a repetition of Russian de-
