The amendment provides that
agreements under the covenant shall
not be construed as an infringement
upon the principles of international
policies heretofose genersfly recog-
nized.

During a three-hour session the
league of nations commission, consid-
ering the proposed amendments to
the iovemant, disposed tentatively of
the first sixteen sections, agreeing up-
on & number of changes in form
which the members of the commis
sion believe will meet more than 650
per cent of the objections offered by
Benator Lodge and other American
senators.

The British war office, General Per-
shing’'s report sald, had adopted the
policy of considering twenty-six weeks
In the case of an officer and thirty
weeks for an enlisted man as the
length of time after the man had been
recorded as missing before his death
is presumed. In the French army, he
said, no definite period had been fixed.

I. God the Creator (Gen. 1:1, 27).

God was before all things. God the
uncaused cause Is the cause of all
things. *“Before the mountaind were
brought forth, or ever thou hadst
formed the earth and the world, even
from everiasting to everlasting, thou
art God.” (Psalm 90:2). The unl-
verse came [nto being by the will and
act of the personal being called God.
In verse one Is enunciated the sub-
lime philosophy of cvery right life.

When
man came forth from the Creator’s
hands he was neither a savage nor a
baby; he posseased the powers of a
mature man. As an example of the
maturity of his Intellect, he named the
animals as they passed before him.
