A CANNING FACTORY

How.would a canning factory
help Portales and Roosevelt
county?

Four hundred acres in tomatoes
would employ in the neighborhood
of four hundred pickers. This
acreage would run a two stand
canning factory about sixty to
ninety days. To put out the best
quality tomato, hand pealed and
hand packed; this factory would
employ two hundred laborers. The
pay-roll in harvesting and can-
|ning these tomatoes would be
about $1500.00 per day. Figure
for yourself what this wold mean
to this eounty for a season.

Outside of tomatoes we have
an abundance of beans, sweet po-
tatoes, etc., which colud be canned
and keep the factory running the
year round. This wolud insure
the producer a market for his
products and add to our pay-roll.
Think what this pay-roll would
mean to the town.

" high-priced foods
appeal to the im-
agination and
they seem very
desirable, but by
stiffening the back
bone and develop-
ing will power we
are able to pass
them by with but
a longing glance, though tempted.

The mother of a family should, of
all people, understand food values, for
she is in a position to build up healthy
bodies or tear down and ruin diges-
tions. “Bad habits ruln life, as do
weak bones the bodies.”

Protein foods are those most expen-
«ive and complex, such as meat, fish,
egfls, cheese and milk.. Carbohydrates
are the starches and sugars, potatoes,
rice, macaron! and the vari SUgArs.

It is Important that we ce our
meals, but it is not necessary that each
meal should be; each day's dietary
should contain proteins, fats, carbohy-

| drates in the correct proportion, which
Is one part of protein to five of carbo-

hydrates.

Plant protein, such as peas, beans
and lentils, take the place of meat.
When the meat allowance is small
these vegetables should be used free-
ly, rather than cabbage, turnips and
beets.

An excess of meat is especially bad,
as that which is not assimilated clogs
the system and causes self-poisoning.

Brain workers need easily digested
food; muscle workers find coarser
foods better suited to their needs.
However, all need roughage (foods
that contain cellulose) to give bulk an4
Increase Intestinal activity,

Let us not forget that milk and but-
ter, yolk of egg and green leaves of
plants contain a growth determinant
absolutely essential to the growing
child, without which he will be stunt-
ed and handlcapped through life.

Diet should be varied as well as
mixed, substituting occasionally such
foods as rice and macaronl for pota-
toes.

By planning meals several days
ahead it will be much easler to ar
rnnge A rightly balanced and varled
diet. We do not tire of the common
staple foods, but we find them very
monotonous served In the same old
way. It Is not posible to fix a general
dletary standard, as many things, such
ns age, occupation, health and climate
enter In to qualify it.

but that the measure be smforced
to the fullest extent, to the edd that
the needs of the world for food may
be met and that the efficiency aad
niorale of our own people be pre-
served.”

When the resclution was read the
commissioners applauded for several
minutes.

In his recommendation for readjust-
ment of taxation, the president made |t
clear that he did not expect a fundamen-
tal readjustment of the democratic tariff
rates that have been operative the last
six years.

Washington, May 21 —Nationl suf
frage for women was indorsed today
by the house of representatives for
the second time, when the Susan B.
Anthony amendment resolution was
adopted by a vote of 304 to 89.

Supporters of the measure immed}
ately arranged to carry their fight w
the senate, where, although twice de-
feated at the last session, they are
confident of obtaining the necessary
two-thirds vote.

The victory for the suffrage force
today was by forty-two votes more
than the required two-thirds. On the
previous ballot on the resolution, cast
January 10, 1918, exactly the neces
sary number of afirmative voles was
recorded.

House leaders of both parties in
the brief debate preceding today's
vote urged favorable action but many
southern democrats opposed the meas-
dre, as did several New England re-
publicans.

Congress orkanized itself during the
first hours of the extraordinary ses-
sion with the election of Represepta-
tive Gillett as speaker of the house
and Senator Cummins of lowa, as
president pro tampore of the senate.

The houses met separately to hear
President Wilson’s mesage cabled
from Paris

A joint resolution to return tele-
graph and telephone systems to pri-
vate management, introduced by Rep-
resentative Steenerson of Minnesota,
republican calls on the president for
an itemized report of all expenditures
and receipts. since the properties
were takem over and a report show-
ing financial results of government op-
eration. .
