$300,000,000 1S ARMY GOST

WITH 576,000 REGULARS IN
SERVICE

Youths of 19 Will Spend Three Months
In Military Training

Washington.—The permanent mill-
tary policy recommended by the war
department, involving under revised
estimates, a standing peace army of
576,000 and universal milftary train-
Ing for youths of 19 years of age,
would cost the county $900,000,000 an-
lnuny,(}on.mc.

Oklahoma City, — Following the
strike here of approximately 260 shop
workers of\ the St. Louis & San Fran-
cisco rallway officials of the company
immediately issued a sweeping em-
bargo order to all agents of the Okla-
homa City division advising that the
railroad will not acceft any freight
carload lots or less, except perishable
goods or livestock In carload amounts.
These two classes of commodities, ac-
cording to the order, will be accepted
“mbject to delay in transportation
due to labor trouble.”

| humidity and ventilation. Care must

Proper Potato Storage Protects the Spuds Against Extremes of Heat, Cold
and Light. -

heat and cold, a well-drained site being
essential. It is usually not advisable
to excavate more than 6 inches, mak-
ing the pit long and narrow rather
than square In shape. It is Inadvisa-
ble to store a large bulk of potatoes
in one pit.

The potatoes are stored over a light
layer of straw on the floor, while the
pile is insulated against cold and heat
by covering the spuds with alternate
lnyers of straw or hay and soll. Dur-
ing the late fall, as the weather grows
colder, more straw, as well as more
sofl, should be added to form a protec-
tive overcoat for the potatoes. Bach
layer of straw when compacted should
be approximately six Inches thick,
while the final layer of soil should be
six to eight inches deep, depending up-
on weather conditions. Ventilation
may be provided by means of a wooden
flue, the lower end of which extends
almost to the bottom of the pit, while
the upper end should project well
above the covering, the valve belng
equipped with- a wooden cap to pre-
vent the entrance of rain or snow, and
also in order that it may be closed en-
tirely during very cold weather,

A pit of this sort when well made
will provide perfect protection for the
potatoes until spring, the objection to
it belng that the potatoes stored there-
In are not always accessible during the
winter,

In regions where rainfail is slight,
dugout potato cellars are commonly
used, it not being necessary to provide
these bulldings with water-tight roofs.
Usually the pit or “hog back,” as it is
called, is placed on a short, narrow
ridge of land which permits of easy
approach and a central driveway into
the pit at the grade line. It Is neces-
sary to brace such potatoes by means
of posts and plates In order to prevent
cave-ins. Some eof the pits are more
expensive and substantial, with the
side and end walls made of comncrete.
Generally it is advisable to have the
storage cellars or pits equipped with.
some system of artificial lighting.

Central Driveway In Cellar.

The storage cellar is ususaily provid-
ed with a driveway entrance and is
considerably wider than the cellars:
without driveways, which often are
only 12 to 830 feet wide, the entire space
being used for storage purposes and
the floor being either dirt, wood or con-
crete. Some of the best storages have
driveways through the middle with bins
on either side, the driveway being an
earthen one with the storage bins hav-
ing ventilated wooden floors laid om
Joists placed at right angles to the
driveway and thus furnishing ap un-
restricted circulation of air beneath:

Job. But doing it With-

out the use of a siggle
horse Is svmeiking
again, Yet, preposter-
ous as It may sound,
this featl Is actually be-
ing performed by a
Montana man, Thomas
D. Campbell.

This huge farm, prob-
ably the largest in the world, Is a di-
rect result of the government's ef-
forts to stimulate the growing of
wheat during the last two years. The
farm Is devoted entirely to wheat, and
if It prodaces somewhere around the
country’'s average of 28 bushels per
acre, which Is practically certain, It will
add approximately 5,666,000 bushels
to the 1919 wheat crop. At the gov-
ernment’'s guaranteed price of $2.26
cents a bushel, this - represents the
tidy sum of $12656,000. Of course
all this will not be net profit. But
there should be enough left, after all
expenses are pald, to make the ven-
ture worth while.

Thomas D. Campbell is the man
who concelved the idea of the world's
largest wheat farm, or any other sort
of farm, for that matter. Originally
of Grand Forks, more recently of Los
Angeles, Cal., and now a resident of
the Crow Indian reservation in Mon
tana, where he stands an excellent

!

chance of being elected chief of the
Crows, Mr. Campbell has astonished
the wheat growers of the country, as
well as a lot of other people, by the
vastness of the enterprise under Als
management.

It was during the summer of 1917
that Campbell first thought of raising
wheat on a large secale on unused
Indian lands, and wrote to the Indian
bureau at Washington, outlining his

This had the same effect on Mr.
Campbell that a red rag does on'a
bull. The word “impossible” only
makes him the more determined to
do what he sets out to do. So he
decided to try the men higher up and
the result was a long telegram to
President Wilson. Almost immediate-
1y eame back a reply saying that the
president was much interested In the
project and had referred It to Secre-
tary Lane of the interior department,
who would give the matter his per
sonal attention.

The upshot of the matter was that
& week or two later Mr. Campbell was
in the presence of the secretary of the
interfor. The first thing the secre-
tary asked him was what kind of a
contract he wanted. .

“Any kind,” was the reply, “Just so
I get a chance to ruise a lot of
wheat.

“What do you want for yourself?”
asked the secretary, .

“Nothing,” Campbell replied. “I am
willing to enroll with the dollar-a-year
men If the government finances the
project, and if I finance It myself all
I want is a chance to break even.”

That certainly made a hit with the
secretary. He saw that he was deal-
ing withl a real man, so he asked bim
why he dldn’t make It 200,000 acres In-
stead of the 20,000 he had asked for
and added:

“Could you handle that many
acres?™
“Certainly,” replied Mr. Campbell,

“only it will require more capital thap
I had figured on.”

Secretary Lane sald he thought that
could be arranged and told Mr. Camp-
bell to go ahead and draw a contract.
The contract was drawn and in due
time bore the signature of Secretary
Lane, all the bureau chiefs and Mr.
OCampbell. The Indians, of course,
were well taken care of under the
terms of the contract. They will re-
celve one-tenth of the crop during the
first five years and omne-fifth of the
crop during the second five-year period
at the end of which time the lease
expires,

The next step was to finance the
project, so Mr. Campbell hurried to
New York, presented himself at the
offices of J. P. Morgan & Co. and sent
in word that Secretary Lane had ask-
ed him to call on a matter of business.
Whether Mr. Morgan had received ad-
vance information of Mr. Campbell's
coming or not Is unimportant. The
fact remnins that he was Immediately
invited In.

Mr. Morgan listened while Mr.
Campbell told his story. At the end
of the story Mr. Morgan asked how
much money would be required.

“Five milllon dollars,” replied Mr.

He solved this by dividing
the farm Into units of 5000 acres and |
then allowing a certaln period for
each operation—such as plowing, har-
rowing, seeding, cutting, thrashing—on
each unit.

The 5,000-acre unit also has another
use. Mr. Campbell, as active as he is,
couldn't reasonably be expected to
personally oversee work on 200,000
acres of land throughout the season.

Agriculturists Make Tremendous Mis-
take When They Wage War on
Certain Types of Birds.

In the suburbs of one of our cities
recently a man was arrested for shoot-
ing 88 robins and two cedar wax|
wings. When we consider that each |
year the people of the United Smu-s‘
pay a toll of one\blllion dollars to In-
gects, the reason for protecting our|
native birds is apparent.

Some birds feed almost entirely m’.!
the seeds of weeds, others on fleld |
mice and others on small rodents. |
Hawks and owls are considered out-|
laws, and the average citizen wants
to shoot them if he can. It has been |
estimated that each hawk or owl Ekllls
on an average a thousand mice a year.

A recent examination of the stom-
ach of a cedar wax wing (cherry bird)
revealed 100 canker worms. In the
stomach of a scarlet tanager were found
680 gypsy moth caterpillars. With the
continued wanton destruction of na-
tive Dbirds, successful agriculture
would become impossible and the de-
struction of the greater part of food
vegetation would follow.—Thrift Mag-
