"Wo went Into the war to destroy 

autocracy aa a menace to our own and 
all other democracies If we had not 
come Into the war erary Inch of Euro­
pean soil today would bo under auto­
cratic government We have Imposed 
our will on the world. Out of this 
victory has come tbo destruction of 
the four great autocracies In Ger­
many, S u sie , Turkey and Austria and 
the little autocracy in Greece. Hew 
democracies have sprung Into being In 
Poland, Finland, Latvia, Lithuania, 
Rathonle, Caerhoelnvakfa, Ores ter
Serbia, Greece. Siberia, and even Ger­
many and Austria have established 
democratic governments Beyond
these a host ©f small republics such 
aa Armenia, Georgia. Aserbaljan and 
others have *>rung up, and again aa 
a result of this great world movement 
the constitutions of Spain, Rumania, 
and even England, have made a final 
ascent to complete franchise and de­
mocracy, although they still maintain 
a symbol of royalty.

RAILROAD TIME TABLE

From our entry in the war 
to the end of 1919. Uncle Sam’s 
outgo was more than 26 billion 
dollars. But of this nearly 8 
billion were lent to other na­
tions—and that was some of 
the best fighting finance, as you 
will see a little later. ✓

By spending and lending 26 
billion in nineteen months we 
saved six months’ further war­
fare, and perhaps a year.

We also saved at least 100,- 
000 American soldiers’ lives and 
four times as many wounded.

Nor was this all. For had the 
war continued through 1919 our 
further expense th is year would 
have been not less than 25 bil­
lion dollars, and more likely 80 
billions. So that through the 
nineteen months of war spend­
ing, if we deduct money raised 
to lend Allied nations, we find 
th a t every dollar raised by Lib­
erty  Bonds and War Savings 
Stamps came pretty near sav­
ing the spending of two dollars 
during 1919—the year of fight­
ing that never came.

Shipping was a big problem, 
and we were caught short of 
merchant ships. But our ship­
yards got busy and new ships 
were built, and old ones brought 
from the Great Lakes, taken 
from coast-wise service, char­
tered from neutral nations, and 
lent us by the Allies. So, in

go fleet of 2,885,000 deadweight 
tons, which transported to 
France 5,979,000 short tons of 
cargo. Of the 2,048,098 Amer­
ican soldiers sent over, 898,449 
were carried under the A m e rL 
can flag.

Uncle Sam built in France 
937 miles of standard gauge 
railroad and 538 miles of nar­
row gauge—a total of 1,475 
miles nearly as much standard 
gauge railroad as there is in 
Connecticut —  almost another 
Lackawanna system. Counting 
in the narrow gauge, there is 
more mileage than the railroads 
in Maryland, and nearly anoth­
er Chicago, Great W estern sys­
tem. In locomotives, 1,833 
standard gauge engines were 
shipped to France, and 1,055 
erected; 406 narrow gauge loco­
motives shipped to France; 18,- 
013 standard gauge cars ship­
ped to France and 14,302 erect­
ed ; 3,751 narrow gauge car* 
shipped over. In this country 
the Armistice found half a* 
much railroad equipment again, 
ready for shipment or under 
construction; 599 standard
gauge locomotives, 32,685 stan­
dard gauge cars, 217 narrow 
gauge locomotives, 4,872 nar­
row gauge cars.

When the war ended our ar­
my abroad was equal to the 
British Expeditionary Force— 
2,013,039 officers and men in 
Europe and Siberia. Back home 
we had 1,690,234 more in train­
ing, and were steadily turning 
them out of the training camps 
after 4 months’ drilling.

Where the war money went!
Our war money—if it went 

anywhere it was largely from 
one pocket to the other, and it 
has worked so wefll for us, and 
will work so much harder in the 
future, that it was not an ex­
penditure, but a splendid na­
tional investment.

The Leepee wfB appoint commie- 
stone te take charge of various Inter­
national undertakings so that they 
may be carried on, not for the benefit 
of any one nation, bat for the benefit 
of the whole world. Provision will be 
amde for promotion of fair and equal 
trade coadttlona.

These are only a  few of tbe benefits 
the world will derive from the I-eugue. 
As time goes on we shell And more 
and more tasks at which the nations 
can work In common and a greater 
number of opportunities to remove 
causes which stir up JsotootoM aud 
animosities between races and peoples.

' Objections Answered.
Of course we cannot hope to make 

the great changes such as the League 
of Nations will bring about without 
opposition. Fortunately the war bus 
taught us tbe greet advantages of 
International co-operation. It whs 
only by good team work that the free 
liberty loving natloos were able to 
whip Germany.

The treaty which the United States 
Semite Is debating obligates the mem­
bers of the proponed League to pro­
tect one another against attack from 
enemies outside their own t>oundarles 
bent upon conquest. Although this 
agreement (Article X of the Cove­
nant) la vital to any arrangement 
which seeks to prevent war. It baa 
been attacked on tbe ground that It 
would draw the United 8tatea Into 
wars In various parts of the world and 
force us to send our boys to light Id 
quarrels which did not concern us

We should remember, however, that 
the main purpose of Article X la to 
frighten nations tempted to wars of 
conquest from yielding to the tempta­
tion. by the certainty that thejr will be 
crushed If they begin such a war by 
a universal boycott and a union of 
forces of tbe world against them. If 
e big war breaks out again, the United 
States will be force^ to take part In 
It whether we have a League of 
Nathms or nog. We tried bard enough 
to keep out of tbe war with Germany 
but found we couldn’t.

A little war contrary te the league 
rules could be bandied by tbe powers 
dose at hand. Certainly it would not 
be necessary to send American troops 
to suppress an uprising ta tbe Iialksns 
when prompt action by tbe armies of 
Italy or some other nearby |>»werful 
nation could suppress the fracas be­
fore American troops could even get 
started.

The chief purpose of the I>eaxue of 

Nations la to keep tbs world tn a 
state of peace. Another way of ex­
pressing It to to say that tbe league

which to to say tbs most horrible, of 
all conflicts between nations We 
have woo a glorious victory. But that 
victory will bo wastod aslaoa this war 
baa made tbs nations ready to 
pat asMo tholr differences and co­
operate to cod war forever.
• It to not enough, however, to pro­
vide for tho prevent ion of wars aad 
the settlement of disputes after they 
have arisen. We must foresee cause* 
of trouble and remove them before 
they have reached an acuta stage, 
Hence there most bo provision for fre­
quent consultations of member* of the 
I rogue for exchange of Information, 
for agreement on com moo policies aad 
for tho gradual formation of rules of 
tateraatiooal law which at present are 
ascertain and Incomplete.

The representatives of the greet 
free natloos which woo the war have 
mot at Paris and. after long consulta­
tion, have draws aa agreement which 
they believe will accomplish these 
soda At tho very least It will set In 
notion groat changes which will ra- 
•alt la universal benefit to all man­
kind. This agreement to called the 
Covenant of tba League of Nations 
and It to a part of-tbo peace treaty.

There will bo no league worth talk­
ing about, however, unless the United 
States to a member. The decision as 
to whether the United States shall 
Join rests with our Senate. The Sena­
tors, chosen by the people, will In tho 
end vote as the people desire. For 
this reason the people them selves will 
decide whether or not the United 
Staten will Join the league. In this 
question every cldaea should have a 
voice. Ha or she can express opinion 
either by writing direct to Senators, 
By letters to the newspapers, by 
speeches In his lodge or local union or

peaceably. Bat atosold aW these meas­
ures fall aad two nations go to war, 
tbts to what will happen:

If both parties to the dispute haws 
observed the rales of tbe 1 segue, tba 
other natloos will stand bark and lot 
them fight It out. War under such 
circumstances to dlAeolt to Imagine, 
however, because before the angry na­
tions will bo allowed to fight In ac­
cordance with tbe ratos of tbe League, 
so much time mast elapse that In all 
probability their anger will cool and 
they wtU reach aa seal cable under­
standing.

What we have to fear to that some 
nation will go to war In defiance of 
the laauuty and every precaution has 
b een  taken to suppress such a nation 
by  tbe Immediate use of the united 
power of the other nations.

A good seed bed for wheat can not ,nak harrow, plow shallow and disk 

be made unless the work Is begun again, 
early, and a good seed bed Is the most 
Important thing In growing wheat.

Many things are necessary In prepar­
ing a good seed bed. but the first es­
sential Is time. It can not be done In 
a day nor yet In a week. Thera most 
he many days of settling. There most 
be some good, packing rains. And 
there ought to be frequent cultivation 
of the soil.

Those things are necessary because 
a good seed bed for wheat moat be firm 
and It must be moist. The upper 8 
Inches of soli mast be mellow and finely 
divided, and the portion beneath must 
be well compacted.

Flowing May Vary.
Essentials to successful wheat grow­

ing vary widely In different sections 
of the country, but the United Statee 
department of agriculture regards 
these things as basic essentials any­
where that wheat le grown In the 
United States. The wheat experts of 
the department may recommend one 
type of plowing for one section and 
other kinds of plowing for other 
sections, and even no plowing 
at all under some conditions, hot a 
finely pulverised top soil well packed 
down and forming a perfect union 
with the subsoil Is urged for every 
section.

Early plowing and thorough tilings of 
the plowed soil results In retaining ths 
water that Is In the soil and catching 
and storing the water that falls after 
cultivation la begun. A firm seed bed 
under this mulch enables the young 
wheat plants to mske use of the subsoil 
waters. Sufficient moisture Is thus as­
sured for the germination of the seed 
and for the early fall growth of the 
seedlings—a much more Important 
thing, the experts say, than many wheat 
growers consider It. It does not apply, 
aa some might think. Just to the srmP 
arid regions.

"If the Importance of this thing were 
generally recognised throughout the eo- 
called humid areas,” says one of the 
wheat experts of the department of 
agriculture, “there would be less fre­
quent losses from drought and better 
wheat crops would result. In this area, 
the mistake Is often made of thinking 
that there will always be enough mois­
ture present for a maximum crop of 
wheat. The result la that poor crops 
are often harvested where a little more 
attention to motstura preservation 
would have assured good crops."

Harrow Close After Plow.
If wheat Is to be grown on stubble 

land, the ground should be plowed at 
least 7 inches deep Immediately after 
harvesting the crop of grain. The har­
row should closely follow the plow, 
both operations being done the same 
day and as close together as possible.
After that, cultivation should be given 
as often as necessary—which usually 
menus as often as possible—until tha

The tractor will he need for plowing 
wheat land thla year by a larger num­
ber of farmers than ever before per­
haps. The farmer who Is using a 
tractor for the first time will have to 
solve a great many problems. And 
many farmers who have used tractors 
tor one or more years have not yet 
found the heat way of avoiding all 
the difficulties of tractor plowing.

The two main things to be consid­
ered In tractor plowing, as In any other 
kind of plowing, are high quality of 
work and economy of time. They are 
apmewhnt harder to attain with the 
tractor than with horse plows, or, to 
put It more accurately, greater care 
In planning la necessary to attain 
them.

The Initial problem Is to lay out the 
field In such a way aa to attain a two­
fold result—a hlgh-elnsa Job of plow­
ing over the entire field with aa little 
qse as possible of horee-drswn plows 
In starting and finishing, and to con­
sume as little time as possible In turn­
ing and In running with the plows out 
of the ground.

To lay out a field exactly right for 
tractor plowing Is something of an en­
gineering feat, bnt the United States 
department of agriculture has under­
taken to simplify It aa much as possi­
ble. Bulletin 1045, Laying Out Fields 
for Tractor Plowing, contains dia­
grams of 13 ways of laying out fields. 
Nine of these are methods In which 
the plows are lifted at the ends. The 
other four are methods In which the 
plows are left In the ground In going 
across the ends. They are designed 
for both rectangular and Irregular 
fields, and one or another of them will 
be found adapted to practically any 
piece of ground that Is to be plowed. 
The bulletin ia free.

It la somewhat strange that the les­
son committee should select this' 
Scripture as a temperance lesson, for 
It says nothing about temperance aa 
ordinarily understood. Total absti­
nence from intoxicating liquor should 
be the law of every Christian’s life, 
but It Is not so taught In this Scrip­
ture.

I. Daniel Tested (vv. 5-7).
Daniel, while a tender youth, was 

torn from home ties and made a cap­
tive In a foreign land to be trained for 
service at the royal court. In or­
der to be of the largest service it was 
necessary that he be brought to love 
the king and nation, and be detached 
from his own people and religion. To 
accomplish this they—

1. Appointed him a dally provis­
ion of the king’s meat and wine (v. 5). 
This was for a twofold purpose: (1) 
To gain the good will of Daniel and 
his friends. Such recognition would 
encourage them to give themselves up 
to the king’s service. (2) To supply 
them with food deemed suitable for 
their physical and mental develop­
ment. To partake of the food of­
fered was against Daniel's religion. 
His conscience would not allow him 
to partake thereof. Doubtless the meat 
and wine had connection with heathen 
feasts.

2. Changed name (v. 7).
The object of thta was to obliterate 

national and religious connection, and 
to Identify them with the heathen 
people. Daniel, which means "Qod 
is my Judge,” was changed to Belt#- 
shazzar, meaning Bel's prince; Had- 
anlah, which means “The gift of Je­
hovah." to Shadrach, meaning Illu­
mined by the sun god Rak ; Mishael. 
which means “Who Is as God,” to 
Meshach. meaning who Is like the god­
dess Sheshach; Azarlah, which means 
“Jehovah Is our help," to Abed-nego, 
meaning the servant of Nego. Behind 
this change of names was the attempt 
of Satan to wipe from the minds of 
these young men the nsme of the true 
God and to cause them to lose their 
place of separation.

II. Daniel Standing the Test (vv. 
8-14).

Though a captive In a foreign land. 
Daniel purposed In his heart that he 
would not defile himself with the 
king's meat and wine. Hla home train­
ing was such that In this trying hour 
he had the decision of character to 
stand firm for his conviction. He 
obeyed the dictates of his conscience. 
While unflinchingly loyal to God he 
did not lose his gentlemanly courtesy. 
He requested to he tested ten days 
In the food which the law of hla God 
allowed, agreeing to abide by the re­
sults. Loyalty to God and conscience 
need not Interfere with gentlemanly 
behavior.

III. Daniel’s Reward (vv. 15-21).
1. Physical health (v. 15). Godly 

and temperate living pays. The king’s 
meat and wine would have been very 
palatRble, but to have partaken would 
have been a compromise with his con­
science. The exercise of self-control 
In this matter kept his conscience j 
pure, and also Improved his physical 
health.

2. Menial growth (vv. 17 20). He 
was ten times the superior of hla as- 
aociates.

3. Socially (v. 19). He stood before j 
the king. He not only wns next to the 
king, but became president of the col- j 
lege of wise men. and prime minister 
of the empire, continuing througn sev- ! 
eral dynasties (v. 21).

4. Spiritually (v. 17). God re­
vealed to him Nebuchadnezzar's dream 
and gave him visions stretching across 
the history of the world.

The secret of Daniel's success was 
(1) conscientiousness; (2) loyalty to 
God; (3) decision of character; (4) 
prayerfulness; (5) diligence; (6) cour­
tesy.
