SPENT SAYS LINDSEY

Former Governor Declares New
Mexico S8hould Conduct Its
Affairs on More Econo-
mical Lines.

(From Santa Fe New Mexican.)

‘“Waste in Government’’
the subject of an able address by
former Governor W. E. Lindsey
before the taxpayers’ associations.
During the five years, 1913-18,
the cost of state government in-
creased 75 per cent and the taxa-
ble wealth of the state only 48
per cent, he said. In other words
the power to pay has not kept
pace with the expenditures. State
government in 1913, as well as
that government for the time
intervening even up until now,
must meet with approval or con-
demnation, according as it meas-
ures up to the requirements of
representative democracy, effi-
ciency and economy, or falls short
of these axiomatic principles of
good government.

Jtems of waste in our state
government are all too numerous
Money could have been saved by
holding the election on the consti-
tutional amendments at the gen-
eral election in 1920. Expendi-
tures from the war fund, had
proper foresight prevailed, eould
have been made more judiciously
and economically. The multipli-
city of offieials, boards, commis-
sions and other agency result i
great waste.

Mr. Lindsey continued:
““The revelations disclosed in
the investigation of the issuance
of series ‘C’ bonds, constitute
irrefutable proof of inefficiency
and wastefulness of administra-
tive government by boards and
commissions.

‘““With all these agencies res-
ponsible to themselves alone, the
governor, socalled executive, is
held responsible, but with power
so limited as to be absolutely un-
able to exercise effective leader-
ship and prevent the inevifable
waste resulting therefrom.

‘““Relatively there are too many
people on the pay rolls, directly
or indireetly, in the state govern-
ment, and relatively too few of
our people giving a legitimate

Cars of fruit and w bles are
often dumped at large market termi-
nals but persons who witness this pro-
ceeding should not conclude that this
practice is uneconomic or done to
keep up prices, according to men In
the bureau of markets, United States
department of agriculture. The whole-
sale dealer is not in a position to re-
sort and repack damaged produce and
often enough decay is present to ren-
der the produce unsalable in its orig-
inal container or bulk shipment.

Sometimes hucksters do go over the
damaged cars and salvage a limited
amount of food. More often, however,
the labor cost of such salvage work Is
greater than the value of the products
saved,

Losses May Start on Farm,

There are many causes for loss of
perishable foods between the farm
fleld and the market. Some of these
causes go back to the time crops are
harvested. Take potatoes, for instance,
which are injured in digging. Unless
these Injured potatoes are sorted out
and not packed with the good pota-
| | toes, rot may develop in the shipment
| and spread rapidly to other potatoes,
| especlally If the temperature In the

| ear is favorable for rot to develop.

| loading. The packages must be spaced
:to permit air circulation and also
braced to prevent shifting.

and bracing cars of potatoes, cabbage, !
and the less perishable fruits and
vegetables Is necessary to prevent
damage in, ordinary freight cars, it Is
far more necessary for highly perish-
able products that move to market In
refrigerator cars, such as strawber
rles, peaches, peafs, grapes, lettuce,
and celery. Such products, even with
the best of cure, may arrive at city
terminals in damaged condition ecaused
by delay in transportation, overripe-
ness, or disease developed In transit
because temperatures were not under
control while the cars were en route.

Discase In Shipped Products.

In the case of plant diseases de-
veloped In transit, there may not have
been any Indication that the disease
was present when the car was loaded,
and perhaps the shipper thought that
his crop was free from disease. Prop-
er refrigeration—plenty of ice and
alr circulation—holds diseases In
check and unless long delays in tran-
sit occur such perishable produce
might arrive in good condition. Such
shipments, however, often deteriorate
rapidly after being unloaded and must
be handled quickly and consumed be-
fore rot develops.

Through the food products inspec-
tion service of the department of agri-
culture, the facts concerning losses
through plant diseases developed In
transit are being studied and labora-
tories have been established at New
York and Chicago to work on these
diseases. Plant pathologists now re
port on shipments that develop dis-
ease and this information 1s made
avallable to producers and shippers
where the fruit and vegetables were

grown, in order that prevention mu:
begin in the fleld and packing house.
