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ATTRACTING OIL MEN

Latest Well Spudded in Is John
Dahl’s, Down 100 Feet, Struc-
tures Favorable; Several Well-
Known Companies Now

Deep Tests ,

(Fromy Amarillo Daily Tribune,
May 16, 1920)

Extensive drilling of oil wells
has started in Roosevelt County,
N. M., and this county promises
to become the scene of big play,
according to operators now work-
ing in the field.

John Dahl has spudded in a
well on section 8, township 3,
north, range 29 east. This well
is now down about 100 feet, and
oil men are watching develop;
ments with a great deal of inter-
est. The government recently
made a survey of the structure
through which the Dahl No. 1 is
being drilled. A ninety-foot
standard derrick is being used to
drill this hole. It is the plan of
the drillers to sink the well deep
enough t#8 give the structure a
thorough test. Mr. Dahl, who is
a successful oil operator, having
drilled seventeen producing wells
at Electra, has already made
plans for spudding in well No. 2.

Throughout the entire county
| leasing is active, and many scouts
are scouring the county in the
interest of large operating com-
panies.

To the east of Railroad Moun-
tain, near the structure upon
which the Texas-Arizona Petrol-
'eum Company have a rig erected
and a hole'down 360 feet, John

| The Roosevelt Oil Company,
which is drilling in the southeast-
ern part of the county, is making
considerable progress with its
well, and the officials of the com-
pany are optimistic over the
prospects.

CROP PROSPECTS
AND THE FUTURE

Reports conging from different
sections of the state indicate that
prospects are still fair for anoth-
er good erop although the drying
spring winds have reduced con-
siderably the moisture in the sur-
face soil.

An-
other startling fact was the
opening statement of the commis-
sioner of education that there are
now 130,000 vaeancies to be filled
in rural schools alone, while there
is a shortage of 18,000 trained
teachers in the ecity, town and
village schools and 42,000 schools
conducted by improperly trained
or ineffici>nt teachers.

The solution of the edueational
crisis is in adequate pay for ef-
ficient work, pecording to the
leaders in the eonference which
is expectrd to open a mation-
wide campaign for salaries that
will attract and hold the services
of trained men and women in the
schools. Every state in the Union
is suffering from the shortage,
the conference was told, and com-
petition for teachers will be keén
and disastrous to many ecommnu-
nities unless a gneral advanee in
salary scale is secured before the
opening of the next school year,

Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle was born
on May 23, lw.
in Edinburgh. (]
father, Charles
Doyle, was an ar-
tist of fantastic
imagination. The
boy went to
Stonyhurst col-
lege, studied In
Germany, and re-
turned to take his
degree at REdin-
bur:h ubiversity
in1885. Hesigned
as ship’'s doctor
for a two years’
whaling trip In the
arctic, traveled In
West Africa, and
finally settled as a
doctor in South-
sea. His restless Imagination found
constant expresrion Iin short stories.
Sherlock Holmes mads his first ap-
peurance Iin “A Btudy In Scarlet”
(1i87) but won his inmense popularity
ia “The Adventures of Sherlock
Holmes.”” The original of the genius-
detective was Dr. Bell of Edinburgh
univerrity. The popular hero lived
sgain In “The Memoirs of Sherlock
Holmes,” “The Hound of the Basker-
villes” and “The Return c¢f Sherlock
Holgpea”

Dr.'Doyle drew abundantly from his-
terical sources for his novels and
plays. “The White Comp&ny," a stir-
ring romance, first Introduced BSir
Nigel as an old man. In 19056 his youth
:ua portrayed in the book named for
fm.

Conan Doyle served Iin a fleld hos-
pital In the South African war, wrote
two books in defense of the British
Army in the war, and was knighted In
1902. He has written a three-volume
hintory of the great war.

Sir Ccnan Doyle s a large, athletie
man, who has never lost his enthusi-
asm for sports. Hls home in Bussex
England, is filled with trophies from
many parts of the world Tennis and
ericket have kept him fit for his
enormous lierary undertakings.

VIL times fell upon England in

the year 1348, when the great

plague devastated the land. It
was during this peri>d that the story
of Sir Nigel takes place.

The house of Loring, llke many an-
other noble family, felt the heavy hand
of misfortune; for after the Baroas’
War and lawsuits with Waverly Abbey
the men of the church and the men -of
the law left nothing but the manor of
Tilford for the remaining members of
the family, Lady Ermyntrude and her
grandson Nigel.

Nigel Loring came of a race of
heroes, his grandfather baving fallen
at the battle of Stirling, and his father
in the sea fight of Sluys. Nigel, his
veins thrilling with the blood of a hun-
dred soldiers, was filled with the de-
sire for adventure and combat; having
been trained at the desire of his grand-
mother In skill at arms, and courage,
he became also a daring rider. At
times a flerce bitterness assailed Nigel
at the thought of the wrongs done by
the Abbot of Waverly, whom he be
lieved had robbed the Lorings of much
of thelr estate.

On the first day of May, the Festival
of the Apostles Philip and James, con-
stermation reigned at the Abbey, when
it was found that a large pike had
eaten the carp Iin Abbot John's fish
pond, Nigel being accused of puiting
the pike in the pond. Abbot Johkn and
the sacrist, Brother Samuel, were in
consultstion upon the subject, when
they were rudely interrupted by a buzz
of excitemert among the monks In the
cloister. A white-faced brother flung
open the door and mmshking into the
room cried, “Father Abbot, alas, alas,
Brother John is dead, and the Sub-
prior is dead, and the Devil Is loose
in the five virgate.-fleld.”

Now what the brother called the
“Devil” was a great yellow horse, held
at the Abbey*for the debt of his owner,
Franklin Aylward ; such a horse, it was

It 1s announced from Ottawa that
the Canadlan government has declded
to reserve for the remnant of the
Eskimos a small part of the terri-
tory over which they formerly ranged
at will In the varying pursuits of fish-
ing and hunting. The reservation Is
to consist of Banks and Victoria Is-
jlands, north of the vast region. wide
an the continent, known as the” North-
west territory, and far north of the
arctic circle.

From this reservation, and appar-
ently the waters Immediately adjacent
to it, the white hunters are to be ex-
cluded ; and those who have begun op-
erations on Banks island will be oust-
ed. Thus the resources needed to sus-
tain Eskimo life will be reserved for
the Eskimo.

For thirty minutes the
delegates and the great audience that
packed the gallery shouted and  ges-
ticulated and sobbed and sang and
cheered. Someone started singing
The Internationale and the convention
joined in. In the brief silence that
followed a voice cried out:

“Three cheers for soviet Russia.”

And the cheers came in hearty re-
sponse.

The nomination of Debs had been a
foregone conclusion. There was no
dther candidate and when the chair-
man asked if there were any other
candidates a great laugh went up in
the hall.

Victor Berger, who sald he was re-
sponsible for the conversion of Debs
to the cause of socialism, in seconding
his nomination, declared that “Gene
was the embodiment of all that was
good and fine in mankind” and that he
was in prison for the sake of his fel-
lowman.

Morris Hillquit in a ringing address
said that Debs was the candidate of
the socialist party, net only because
he was all that was noble and kindly,
but because he was the socialist chal-
lenge for the oppression of capitalism
against the system which allows
man to exploit man.” The newspap-
ers, Hillguit sald, “have been praising
us recently for our moderate stand in
the conven(jon. But I want to say
that the socialist party has not re
tracted a single step in its determina-
tion to destroy limb and root of the
vicious capitalistic society. Apd the
nomination of Eugene V. Debs s our
challenge to soclet yas it is constitut-
ed today.”

Eugene V. Debs, is 65 years old and
Aas been the presidential nominee of
the soclalist party four times pre-
vious to the present campaign. In
1912 he polled close to a million votea.
His prison sentence was the result of
a speech he made at Canton, Ohio, on
June 16, 1918, when he opposed the
WAar.
