The conclusion one 
draws unconsciously when pick­
ing up this letter is thst he must 
be a breeder of considerable im­
portance.

No farmer who intends to do 
business by correspondence can 
afford to be without a printed 
letter-head. It is legible, looks 
business-like, and gives both the 
farmer and his products added 
prestige in the eyes of those who 
read his letters. It is a cheap 
form of advertisement and also 
will give the farmer and his fam­
ily added pride in their farm. 
This is especially true if the farm 
is given an attractive name. A l­
most every printshop is prepared 
to print several hundred of such 
letter-heads for a few dollars, and 
it pays well.— New Mexico Farm 
Courier.

This sum represents the difference la  
the price at which the wheat crop wee 
sold end the price that was fixed fa r  
last season’s crop.

Canadian Wheat In Demand.

Change Te Be Discussed.
A  British cable company, It was ex­

plained. now has a monopoly of cable 
rights In Brasilian waters. An Amer­
icas concern desires to construct a 

dltrect cable line from Che United 
States to Brasil and it was stated 
that the American government desired 
to know before issuing the permit to 
the Western Union company, whether 
the arrangement entered into by the 
company with the British concern, tire 
Western Cable company, controlling 
the line from Barbados to Brest], 
- While there la a direct cable lies 
between the United States and the 
Pacific coast of South America, cable 
communication between this coentry 
and Brasil Is possible now only by 
way o f London, unless the meesagee 
are sent to tho west coast and re­
layed over the land. A direct cable 
line to Brasil, officials said, la much 
to be preferred as it would afford a 
means of faster and probe thy cheaper 
communications.

Company Was Defiant. *

„  How Ben-Hur In time became a 
rower on the flagship of A lim s, duum­
vir and admiral, how ths flagship was 
destroyed In a great sea tight, how 
Ben-Hur rescued the admiral, became 
hla adopted son and heir, learned at 
Rome the manner o f Roman war and 
Roman sports, returned to the Bast 
a Roman officer In the train o f a con­
sul setting forth on a great campaign 
against the Parthians; how be dis­
covered that hla father's old steward 
Simonides had succeeded tn saving 
from confiscation the vast Intangible 
wealth o f the Hors and bad multiplied 
It many times, till the young Roman-
