POISON THE RATS

Many farmers are obtaining
poisoned grain for nse against
field rats this spring and it is
fime that all who are likely to
be tronbled with them should be-
gin to give the matter considera-
tion.

If
ground is infested with rats they
should be poisoned off before
planting, not. after they Rave
taken the seed of the first plant-
ing. Bee about it now if yom
have trouble with field rats.

ENEMIES OF CO-OPERATION

Much is heard about co-opera-
tive marketing in all parts of the
country these days, Farmers are
entering cooperative marketing
organizations of all kinds in all
parts of the country and naturally
the eooperative movement is find-
ing oppesition from some circles.
However, a certain kind of oppd-
sition is what any new movement
needs for ‘“‘every knock is a
boost.”” But the greatest difficul-
ty to be overcome is not the out.
side opposition that is encountered
The following extract from the
Yéar Book Department of Agri-
culture for 1914 tells, in the words
of one of the best students of
country, the real menace to co-
operatives. The foHowing will
apply to any community, sweet
potatoes, broomeorn, or any other
product that is handed thru a
cooperative enterprise anywhere:
From Year Book of

“Of all things necessary to the
sucees of a cooperative enterprise
the eooperation of members is the
most essential. The most capable
officers, managers, and agents can
not be expected to succeed in han-
dling the affairs of organizations
unless they receive the full
strength of the members’ patron-
age and their complete moral
support. The disloyal member
is the chief element of failure in
cooperative cireles.

‘““It would appear that owing
to the very fine principle of mu-
tual help involvo:]. those forming
a cooperative organization wounld
be consistently loyal in their
mutual relationship. Bat, on the
hand, unless exceptional

““Those experienced with eo-
operative  organizations  have
known all these types, They are
to be found in practically every
community. They are the great-
est enemies of agriculture and
agricultural cooperation. If al-
lowed to dominate with their dis-
honest praetices, they will sap the
energy, brains, and spirit of the
officer, exhaust the moral and
finaneial strength of the under-
taking, and reduce the whole to &
state of miserable failure and
ruin.”’

RURAL COMMUNITIES
REACHED BY SCOPE OF
REHABILITATION WORK

SANTA FE, N. M., April 4.—
A bulletin of special interest to
the rural communities of New
Mexico was made public at the
state department of education
this week by D. W. Roeky, state
supervisor of industrial rehabili-
The bulletin, one of a
serics of informative publications
issued by the federal board for
eduecation, of which
Jamoa J. Davis, secretary of labor
is chairman, points out that the
vocational rehabilitat,ion work in
which the federal and state gov-
ernments’ cooperate, is by no

« means confined to aid for those

injured in industrial aecidents, to
residents of cities or of industrial
centers, but is available for the
rural eommunities of the nation
as well, including those incapaci-
tated in agricultural pursuits. The
bulletin says:

‘“Exeept in a few states, agri-
culture is not covered by State
workmen’'s compengation laws,
and it follows that persons injured
in agriculture are not automati-
eally reported for help in working
out their economic independence.
In these eases reporting is more
or less a matter of chance.
