The pipe will be landed about 10 
fci't abov»' th»' Ranger and ce­
mented at the top. When this is 
done it will be possible to drill 
d»'».per. shoot or do whatever In 
the opinion of the operators may 
b»' lU'cessary t»i complete it prop- 
"ily.

FUiw Is Kill»'»!
In ordi'r to cement the pipe, the 

heavy gas and oil flow is being 
killed with water, and after ce- 
minting it will be about three 
days before the plug is drilled out 
and turther lest made ol the well's 
potentialities.

The well was originally drilled 
for the Lake sand and six-inch 
pipe set and cemented above that 
formation. So, when the sand 
proved a disappointment and drill­
ing was extended to the Ranger 
lime it was not possible to lower 
the six-inch with it.

( i\il War Declared
Following tin- slaughter of one 

band of these Indian raiders, and 
the captui’i of Cynthia Ann Pa r­
ker. Captain Elkins tells of th ■ 
declaration of war between the 
states

' In .A|)ril, 1861. I joined Cap­
tain Hamnci’s company, which 
was the first company organized 
in Parker ciunty fur Confederati 
set vice. We were taken to San 
.Antonio, and became a part o: 
Ford'.' regiment, 'ccotid Te.xa.- 
cavalry .”

I putting feed into a silo and add­
ing plenty of wati-r, the trench 
should be coverid with at least 12 
inches of dirt, which should be 
wetted down.

.Any kind of feed stuff that be­
gins to burn on account of dry 
weather can be savt-d by putting 
into a trench silo. The large 
amount of corn and other crops 
that dry up in Eastland county 
fields each year would afford long­
time insurance against feed short­
age if put into trench silos.

The small silo being filled in 
Eastland Friday during the meet­
ing is provided by the Eastland 
chamber of commerce. The silo 
will be opened during the East- 
land county fair, September 16-19 

Those who attend the demon­
stration and others interested may 
secure the Texas extension service 
bulletin on trench silos from the 
county agent's office. Eastland.

spinning wheel and cards. Shi- 
i-xplamiKf that wool cards and 
cotton cards were different, that 
one could not card wind on cotton 
cards nor cotton on wool cards. 
The old household equipment of 
the Sixties were brought out and 
exhibited as she explained the 
difference.

"But before wc raised cotfoii to 
weave into cloth most ol our 
clothing was made of buckskin. 
The boys would sometimes get 
their pants wet and the buckskin 
would stretch. They would cut 
them off. and when they dried 
they would shrink

"Letting my mind run back to 

iluiM- old days I sometmu-s think 
we endured many liardships. but

•'Did you ev«'i' eat walermelon 
,-,v l up ’ ' .Mrs. Bell asked. "It is 
the nii-i'st syrui) you ever tasted, 
but it takes a wash pot ot melons 
to make one-halt gallon ol syrup.

"While there was plenty of wild 
game but some of tlic early set- 
tlews would oat almost anything 
— hawks, prairie digs, chaparral 
ciK'ks. and other things of that 
kind— but as we always had plen­
ty of game 1 never tried any of 
those dishes. People who have 
eaten prairie dogs .say they are as 
good as squirrels. But 1 just took 
their word for it and never had 
the curiosity to make a demon­
stration.

" I  often went fire hunting with 
my husband.

Our brand was th« JJ brand, and 
JJ hoi.-«-s w«Tc known all over 
this part of Texas. They were 
giKKl luii'ses, bt-mg of the old 
Sti-el Du.-t and Copper Bottom 
stock. V'«i- ha«i no trouble in s«-ll- 
mg all we cared to dispose of.

"Later th«-y moved from the JJ 
ranch pi'op«‘i'ty, and locate«! in 
Sabanno where he opciatcd a 
general merchandise store until 
his death, and 1 sold it. placed the 
money in a bank at Rising Star 
that failed, most of which was 
lost.

"Sabanno was a thriving little 
village titen. There were several 
stores, three church oiganizations, 
an Odd Fellows lodge, and as 1 
lemembei" the Masons maintained 
a lodge there.

Danced In Tabernacle
"In the early days wnile living 

on Battle eri-i-k we had dances in 
the tabernacle, only tlic tab«'i- 
naclc was not a jilacc for religi­
ous .services, but rather as a gen­
eral meeting place. -At these 
liances the men would unsaddle 
th«-ii" huus«'s, take the saddle- in 
th«i tabernacle and detail somi- ol 
till- boys to watch the horses 
whil«- the others danced, to pre­
vent them from being stolen by 
the Indians. Then we had dances 
m our homes aft«-r wc quit using 
dirt floors and could get lumber 
planks. Practically c\«-r> old 
pt rsoii in this eoiintry has been 
III dances .it m\ I’.ouse.

"W c u.-«-d i)x«'n for tlu- wagons 
and plows. .-All th«‘ land was cul­
tivated by oxen. Wc c  uid make 
the trip to Ctimanche nearly as 
quick as we could with horses. 
Comanche then was the only trad­
ing point m this country, and it 
was 4(1 or .5(1 miles from our 
home.

"We had a yoke of oxen that 
were twin calves, and they would 
walk along about as fast as horses. 
Thi\v were of the longhorn spe­
cies. There were no short horn 
cattle in the country then.

Horse Hair Kopes
"The btiys made their lariats of 

hor.se hair, and while snakes were 
numerous no one that I can re­
member ever was bitten by a 
snake. The boys when camping 
out would lay their horse-hair 
lariats around the camp, as they 
believed no tarantula, rattlesnake 
or other reptiles would ever cross 
that hor.se-hair rop«-. Whether 
there is any truth to the legend, 
or any protective virture in the 
horse-hair roiie. I cannot say. but 
I never heard of anybody being 
attacked by a p«>isonous reptile, 
although they w«-re as thick in

this country as horned frogs an­
no w.

Siiuff .Ml Her Life
,Ask«-d if slu- used snuff, Mrs. 

Bell said: "Y«-s. 1 liav«- used snuff 
«■ver sme«- I was kn«-e high to a 
duck, 1 wa.- raised in the tobacco 
lu-lt ot lamisiana ”  (Here Hr«-- 
chiH'ii b«'came all attention, being 
a Pelican himself.) Every girl 
and woman u.sed snuff then. .And 
living nearly 78 years old 1 am 
still using it. and 1 Ix-lieve 1 am as 
well preserved, physically, as 
those women w-ho never u.sed it.

"I Icariu-d to ride and sh«)ot 
light aft«-r 1 was manied. and 
when a young woman 1 could 
ride as well as a man. My hus­
band would take up a young horse, 
and ride it once, and th«*n I would 
ride ft,

"With the exception of growing 
post oak and other hardwood 
timb«-r building material was 
scarce. The houses wi-ri- made ol 
logs, covered with rived boards, 
the floors were mostly dirt, but 
later wc tlo(>i«-d with puncheons, 
.ind still later got small quantities 
of sawed lumber for floors. The 
beds were made of pol«-s stuck in 
holes Ixired into the house logs, 
the other end nailed to an upright 
post or in the t«)ik of a ,-appling 
cut otf at the pi'iipcr l«*iigth. Slats 
w ire plaied aeios.s this«- jiolcs 
or 2 by 4 timb«-r. and (>n thi-se 
slat.- we made our buis

show in C’ lsi-o a few years ago. and 
two years ago she took it to Ris­
ing -Star, -ivhci'c by rci|Ui-st. .she 
gave a d«-moii.'ti'ation.
