What has becomt of the old- 
time singing convention.s. tho.se 
hearty gatherings of «ountry 
folk which u.'ed to draw hun­
dreds and thou.sands of people 
from ntiles around to sing gos­
pel hynuLs. listen to the pro­
fessional singers sent out by the 
hymn book publishing houses, 
and to their ow’n popular song 
leaders, and in between times to 
visit and eat dinner on the 
ground? Have these great social 
gatherings of honest-to-Goo good 
folks passi'c out of the picture 
under the eyebrowish contempla­
tion of the effete, who may know 
a lot about music but hardly more 
about huntiin nature than a hug 
knows about arithmetic? No in­
stitution in the world provides 
an atmo.'-phcrc of more whole­
some social comiviality and good 
nelghborlim'ss than did these old 
conventio s.

And don't tell me that the 
town people don't like it. cither. 
Thousan ' of people who live 
their lives on pavement, their 
contact with nature limited to 
the Oori't windows, a square of 
manicuii > lawn or a few potted 
plants, would find a new and 
thrilling adventure in the ex­
perience. Out of such settings 
sprang tlu inspiration tor most 
of our American folk lore. From 
it issuê  tliose streams of char­
acter-building vitality that have 
given u.s national quality and 
temper.

Throu.Jiout the cast tixlay. 
educators and psychologists are 
leading people back to a closer 
contact wtih nature. The idea 
is that they will get so far away 
from the source of things which 
give and sustain life that they 
will not only be isolated from a 
true appreciation of these val­
ues but so spiritually deficient 
that the b«'st qualities in human 
nature will die out. Constant as­
sociation with crowds, constant 
dependciicc upon mechanized 
and macadamized attributes of 
civilatioii tend to make a per­
son self-centered und cold. The 
experience of getting away from 
such things, of dipping ones toes 
in soil and discovering nature 
in the Virgin is an experience as 
broadmiiii. and refreshing as rain 
after heat. The spiritual values 
created by that experience are 
vitamins fur the mind and soul.

IF  thus analysi.s of the intoniational trade 
.situation us correct, it is well to look care- 

fullv to whatever means are devised to bol­
ster the cotton price. Real demand as dis­
tinguished from artitieial demand is the only 
.sound condition upon which a stable market 
can bo built. Use of artificial means to con­
trol a market necessitates a synthetic process 
of applying controls throughout all stages of 
progression from production to consumption, 
which is feat which grows more and more 
formidable as the never-ending ramifica­
tions of the influences besetting the market 
for a product are uncovered. It does no good, 
but, on the contrary, a tremendous harm, to 
give a farmer a temporary market for his 
goods. What immediate gains or relief may 
be realized are eventually nullified in the 
destruction of the economy on which he de­
pends and in which he has invested his skill 
and his money. It probably would be better 
in the long run to await the effect of the 
impact of the predicted big crop upon the 
world market and to find some other means 
of subsidizing the growers in the event of 
too low prices, rather than to attempt some 
artificial means of lifting the price above 
what the world market would be willing to 
pay for it. What we arc after is adjustment 
of supply to demand, the preservation of the 
cotton farmer s share of the world market, 
and the prosperity of the grower as a neces­
sary support to a general strong agricultural 
economy. In all our long experience with 
valorization, we have never discovered a 
better method of doing this than through the 
free interplay of the forces of natural law.

The Cotton Market
W  ITH the largest cotton crop in years fore- 
^  vast by the United States department of 
agriculture, a sudden drop in the market 
price for the staple creates apprehension and 
a demand for valorization of the commodity 
through government loans to the farmers to 
bolster the price artificially above the mar­
ket Critics of .-sUch a program refer to the 
demand for American cotton abroad with the 
warning that the maintenance of an artificial; 
price level tends to encourage the production 
of cotton abroad, thus cutting into the for­
eign market for the domestic product.

IN  this connection it might be pertinent to 
“ look at figures on the .-\merican balance 
ol international trade, a balance which is 
no'.c technically de.signated as "unfavorable" 
to the United States.

It has become one of the worst; 
leared of all our epidemic dis-i 
eases. The two largest epidemics: 
in the history of the world have; 
occurrrd in the United States,
within the last twenty years,
spreading from our most thickly 
populated area. Yet even in the 
center of the worst of tliese epi­
demics onlj' one person in about 
five liunrircd had tne disease or 
one child out of about seventy 
ihildren under five years of age.
