Publicity Agents
'T'HE business of propaganda is one of the 
* im>st serious influences with which the 

newspapers have to deal in their efforts to 
supply readers with unbiasi*d and accurate 
news. Tht growing tendency to use news 
columns for "publicity ' purpo.ses is at once 
a tacit recognition of the value of the news­
paper as a medium for public t'ducation and 
a stumbling block in the way of a sincere 
reportorial effort to separate what is news 
from that which is not. Practically every 
government agency has equipped itself with 
a public relations or publicity expert, whose 
business it is to supply the newspapers with 
all the articles favorable to the activities of 
that agency that he can get printed The 
office is justified by the explanation that the 
services of such an attache enable the news­
papers to get more and better news without 
trouble and the expense of employing more 
reporters. But the fact is that such a prac­
tise impinges upon the necessary independ­
ence of the press, because* the job of the pub­
licity experts depends, not upon unbiased re­
porting but upon the success which he has in 
placing his bureau or department before the 
reading public in a favorable light. If the 
information he dispenses is news, the news­
paper reporter will get it. and if it is not new.*> 
it is not worthy of being printed.
