Sales Show Gain

Hedges Should 
Ke Planted About 
November latb

This is the seven in a se­
ries of articles appearing in 
the Cisco Daily Prc*ss and 
written

By .1. B. F. W R IG H T
Planting time will soon be here 

so get ready by preparing your 
ground and beds. Get the soil 
dug up and thoroughly pulveriz­
ed If your soil is too poor have 
some hauled, like good leaf mold 
or good loam, something that will 
not bake and that has productive 
qualities and that will grow shrubs 
and plants. Several have al­
ready told me they were plan­
ning on planting hedge. Now is 
a good time to get ready for this 
work by digging a trench ditch,j 
say about 18 inches deep and] 
about 18 inches wide. If your soil| 
i.-. ptKir have some good soil haul-| 
ed and pile it up near by so when | 
you .set your hedge about Nov. | 
15 you can fill in this ditch with j 
the soil. i

Now wlien you plant your hedge 
set the plants about two feeti 
apart in this ditch and fill about 
three-fourths full of soil. Then! 
give it a good soaking. Whenl 
the w’ater soaks up finish filling, 
leaving it lower than the sides sol 
water will run down so you can] 
water it as it takes a lot of water j 
for a hedge.

Now a-s to the kind of hedge 
to plant. If you want to grow 
a tall hedge. I recommend the 
Amour privet, like that around 
the P. L. Huffman home on 7th 
street. If you want u low hedge 
that will trim up beautifully the 
California privet is the most 
graceful as the hedge at the new 
teli'phone building. The Amour 
River privet is the more hardy 
and will not freeze ikearly .so 

j ca.sily as the California, though it 
I i.s more susceptible to red spiders i 
(and other insects than the Cali-| 

foi'iiia. Each has its advantages; 
over the other. There are several' 
other shrubs that will make 
hedges, but the privets are the 
best si>ecimens when planted in 
corners and wide spaces about the 
house. 'You can trim them any 
shape and they will look good, 
-square or round or oval and thej 
beauty of hedge is that you can 
change it anytime by trimming it 
anyway you want to. Nothing 
add to the beauty of a house more 
than a well kept hedge. Sec the

VIOLATORS OF 
TREATIES ARE 
SCORED BY FD

CHICAGO, Oct. 7 i/Pi—Presi­
dent Roosevelt bitterly arraigned 
aggressor nations before the bar 
of world opinion Tuesday and call- 
i-d upon p«*ace loving countries to 
join In a "concerted effort " to re­
store international tranquility.

Withholding any definite pro- 
po.sals for an international con- 
ferenie or invocation of peace 
pacts, the president asserted in 
dedicating the bridge here:

“There mu.st be positive elideav- 
or.s to preserve peace.” He said 
that America was determined to 
stay out of war and would not 
remain aloof from tlieso efforts.

He mentioned no nation but in 
.scoring "those violations of treat­
ies," it wa.s clear that he refer­
red to the Sino-Japanese conflict, 
the Mediterranean submarine at­
tacks, and tile outside interfer­
ence in the Spanish war.
